The Convention. resumed the consideration of the

special order, being the resolution recommending the
repealof the tariff laws inthiscountry, and the estab.
lisapient of a system of direct taxation.

Afgir a debate of some length, on motion of Mr.
Wrightrof Georgia, the thrther consideration of the
resolation was postponed to the first Thursday after
the spetlag of the Convention at Montgomery, Ala.

The Committe on Business also reported back the
following resolutions, which had been referred to
titt•b, with the recommendation that they be adopted
by the. Convention.

Resoed. That the neare way of communication
between New York and Son Francisco, at present
nracticable, consists of the South Western National

elroad South, pasing through the States of Vir-
gtll "Teoneasee, Alalbama, Mississippi, Louisiana,
and tle Isthmus of Tehuantepec.

RdinetThat the Federal Government ought to

Also the following :

cure, if poselbe,the repeal or reduction of ail foreign
doties upon American tobaccos, raw or manuf'ac-
tured.
Also the following resolution :

proved highly successful in many parts of the South

Resolved, That this Convention wouald call the at-
tention of agriculturists to the mere extended culture
of the grape.

Mr. Bethea, from the Committee on Business, re-
ported the following resolutions :
Resonled, That the interests of education generally

througholt the Southern States are among the most
important that claim the attention of this Conven-
tion ; and that every well directed effort for their
advancement shouldbe efficiently sustained and fos-
tered.

Resolved, That the time has arrived when theSouth owes it to herself to enter with energy on a
career of mere extended and ample provision for the
education of her youth in the higher departments of
learnipg ; and that the Convention of citizens of the
Southern States alluded to by the President of this
Canveaon In his oppening address as recently held,
Spreposg 4the etablshment of a university of thehighest grade within ear borders, is a movement, in
the right direction, aned.that this movement with
every other of a similar character, is entitled to the
cordial sympathy and material aid of the South.

Rs•d•ed, That the school committee appointed at
the last Convention to prepare school bunko be re-rappointed, and that the President of this Coveution
be authorized to add one or more members to that
committee from each Bouthern State.

Resolved, That the members of this committee
from a majority of the Southern States, co•titute a
quorum, and have power to act.I Mr. Bethea asked the immediate consideration of
these resolutions, which was agreeed to, and the resuo.
lntions were unanllmoausly adopted.

The President announced the following as addi-
tional members of the Educational Committee :S Bishop Polk, of Louisiana; Hon, John Perkins, of

Louisianam; C. . Marshall, of Mississippi ; Win. Gil-
more Simms; of South Carolina, and B. B, Carroll,
of South tmaroin..

The resolutionn was adopted.
The Preident appointed the following as the com-

mittee:
Mesrs. Elllott of South Carolina, Blewitt of Missis-

sippi, Jones of Georgia, Prince of Alabama, and
Spagrow of Lonisiana.

Mr. Carroll of South Carolin offered the following
resoltion, which was adopted :

Resolved, That a committee consisting of the Pres-
ident of this Convention and one member from each
State here represented, he appointed to suggest booi-
ness for the consideration of the next Commercial
Convention, to he held at Montgomery, and that said
committee, throogh its chairman, be requested and
expected to report the same in the public prints on or
before the meeting of the next Convention.

Mr. Stedle of Georgia offered a resolution recom-
mending to the Legislatures of the several Southern
States to take into consideration the expediency of
establishing a publishing house in some one of the
cities of the South, npon a plan that the States take
stock in the enterprise, and that State holding the
largest amounts of stock, to have the location of the
publishing house.

On motion of Mr. Spratt, it was
Resoleed, That this Convention is not possessed of

information sufficient, at the present time, for proper
action on the subject of re-opening the African slave
trade, and with aview to such information a commit-
tee consisting of the President of this Convention,
and one member from each delegation present be
appointed to collect infornmtion in relation to the
condition of the native African, upon the wants of
the South in respect to population and labor, and
report the same at the next Convention, to he held in
Montgomery in May next.

Mr. O. P. Temple of Tennessee offered the follow-
ing as anadditional resolution by way of amendment:

•esolvedfurther. That for the better information
of the members of the next Convention, a committee
of five be appointed by the President of this Conven-
tion, to report at Montgomery, upon the subject of
foreign immigration, showeing, by carefully compiled
statistics, to what extent the South has been over-
borne by the annual infusion of foreigners into the
North within the last fifteen years.

This resolution was laid on the table by the follow-
ing vote:

Yeas-Arkansas , Georgia 10, Mississippi 7, Louis-
iana 6, Alabama 9, South Carolina 8, Virginia 15 and
Florida 3-62.

Nays-Tennessee 12, North Carolina 10, Maryland
8-30.

The following resolutions from the Committee on
Business were then considered and adopted :

Resolved, That the Tehuantepec route to the Pa-
eific ocean should be recovered to the citizens of this
country, and opened as promptly as possible, and
that the Congress, and Government of the United
States should extend to it all the aid and protection
which may be necessary, and which can be legiti-
mately extended to it under the Constitution.

Also a resolution recommending the repeal of the
bounties upon fisheries.

Also the resolutions in regard to the culture of the
grape as published in this morning's proceedings.

Also the resolution in relation to the repeal of for-
eign duties upon American tobaccos.

Resolved, That the navigation laws of the United
States ought to be so amended as to allow the citi-
zens of this country to employ in the coasting, as
well as foreign commerce, any vessel which they can
employ, whether such vessels be owned by citizens of
this country or not ; and also tpermit vessels which
come into our ports with foreigh cargoes to dispose
of a part only of their cargoes at that port, and then
to proceed to some other port or ports and dispose of
the balance of them, when it shall be found necessary
to do so.

Resolved, That all the laws giving bounties to
fshers, or persons, or ships engaged in them, ought
to be repealed, because they are wrong in principle,
unequal and unjust, and are fraudulently enforced;
and if not repealed, they should be so amended that
the bounties shall be received by the fishermen for
whom they were intended, and extended equally to
the South with the North.

Resolved, That copies of these resolutions be sent
to the Senators and members of Congress from the
Southern and Western States, with a request to en-
force them if possible.

The President announced that the resolutions of
the Committee on Business were now disposed of.

Mr. Page, of Alabama, offered tie following re-
solutions :

Resolved, 1st, That it is the sense of this Conven-
tion, that the course of Geen. Winm. Walker, in Nica-
ragua, has been highly meritorious, and that in our
opinion the interference with his relations by the
United States man-of-war, St. darys, was uncalled
for and wrong.

Resolved. 2d, That this Convention sympathizes
with Gen. Walker in his attempts, under the express
invitation of the provisional government of Nicaragua,
to institute a new order of things in that unhappy
and distracted country.

Resolved, 3d, That that policy of Gen. Walker, to
introduce a system of African slavery in Nicaragua,
be approved by this Convention, and that it recom-
mend his enterprise to the serious and earnest con-
sideration of the Southern States in this Confederacy.

Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions be trans-
mitted to the Governors of the several States here
represented, and to their Representatives in Congress.

The question was then taken upon the adoption of
the resolutions, and they were rejected by the follow-
ing vote :

Yeas: Georgia 10 ; Louisiana 6; Alabama 9-25.
Nays: Tennessee 12, Mississippi 7, South Carolina

8, North Carolina 10, Virginia 15, Maryland 8-60.
After the transaction of further unimportant busi-

ness, the Convention adjourned to meet in Mont-
gomery, Ala., next year.

The South United.

We do not believe that, since the Union began,
there has been any question which has brought the
South into more complete Union than the proceed.
ings of Governor Walker in Kansas. Georgia, Ala-
bama, Mississippi, Louisiana, Arkansas, Florida and
Texas appear to be of but one party on this question.
In the States in which elections have been or are
being held-Georgia, Mississippi and Alabama-no
party has ventured to support him. Candidates for
Congress, or for the State Legislatures, or for Gov-
ernorships, all denounce him. In the other Southern
States, the action of the people have not been brought
to bear immediately on the question, and therefore
the Press is the only criterion by which we can judge
of the fe•ingas of the people. The Press is a far
more uncertain index of the popular opinion than
elections, because those who govern the Press often
have interests and aims connected with the Federal
Government, which the people do not poessess. Judged
by this criterion, South Carolina is more divided, and
lower in her Southern leelings, than any other of the
cotton States. Trere are more presses in South Caro-
lina, in proportion to the number in the State, which
have supported Walker, than in any other cotton
State. In Miesissippi but one single press ventures a
feeble apology for Walker, whilst in South Carolina
the Greenville Patriot, Edgelield ,Advertiser, Colum.
bia South Carolinian, and Fairfeld Register, have all,
we believe, defended or supported him.

The Charleston Standard has not yet been able
fairly to apprehend the subject, and as still sileot pou-
dering on its dark abstrusities in profound dubiety.
Yet we do not think that the course of these presses
prove that the people of South Carolina are either
indifferent to the fate of Kansas, or aplprove of
Walkers flag tious proceedings to make tier a free
State. If the elections for members of Congress or
our State Legislatore were about to take place, South
Carolina would evince the same unanimity which
characterizes the people of Georgia and Misaisippi.
We do not believe that a single man, who sought the
sauffrages of our people, would dare to decend or sup.
port Walker's villainy in Katosas. To luy before our
people the arguments of Black epublicanos to guide
their counsels, and an affiliation witlh Black Republi-
cans as worthy of their policy, would be a sort of
enterprise that very few would undertske. We there-
fore do not consider South Carolina as an exception
to the general uuion in the South on Kansasn antirs.
We can hardly expect the co-operation of the Rich-
mend Enquirer, for its nearest associates and allies at
present, in supporting Walker in Klaunsa, to mauke
Kansas a free State, are the leading organs of the I
Black Republicans at the Norrt. lTheir cause is one-
the proscription of slavery in Kansas.
