much longer be viewed by your denizens as a " one-
horse town." Our merchants are awaking from their 5

Rip Van Winkle slumber, and are ready and anxious
to co-operate in anything that promises to elevate
her to the standard she merits as the seeond city in
the South; and if New Orleans does not keep a sharp
look-out, before ten years rolls by she will carry off

the palm as the first commercial and manufacturing
city south of Mason & Dixon's line. Our railroads
have given an impetus that will not stop at anything

short of a full development of the immense resources
of our State. The Coal Company, already a fixed
home institution, are bringing their product to mar-
ket, and meets with ready sale. Scarcely is the feasi-

bility of this enterprise demonstrated before we are
attracted to an extensive factory quietly going up at
the lower end of the city for the purpose of manufac-
turing oil from rosin. I must confess that I number
among those who were ignorant of the projected
enterprise until my attention was called to a notice
which appeared in the Tribune of yesterday; but now
I remember of having read several articles in your
paper during the past winter on the subject, in which
at the time I was deeply interested.

In company with several friends, I visited the fac-

tory last evening, and there learned some interesting

controlled in your city. The site selected is one of
the most eligible within the city limits for the nature
of the business. Attached to the property is a con-
venient wharf, where the material may be landed or
the products shipped.

The benefit that our State will derive from this pro-

cess of converting a comparative valueless article-of
which there is such an abundance throughout the
country-into valuable products of everyday con-

sumption, cannot be adequately estimated. The pros-

pective works will require sixty barrels of rosin per
day, and will yield one thousand gallons of oils, be-
sides naptha and pitch sufficient, at their present
market value, to pay a dividend of 10 per cent. per

annum on the par value of the stock. The rights of
the Company embracing, in addition to this State,

those of Mississippi, Florida, Georgia and South Car-
olina, the profits to the original stockholders must be

beyond precedent.
Our estimable fellow-citizen, R. H. Redwood, Esq.,

is building the factory, and this is a sufficient guar-
antee that the work will be faithfully and promptly
done. I learn that it is to be completed by the 15th
of October, by contract.
It is my intention to investigate this subject thor-

oughly; for from the insight I have already got, I

am convinced that it is a stupendous Southern mo-
nopoly, and one in which every Southern State should
be interested.
