the Arcadians thought thenmeivul of eld~
date than the moon. They mafatained that thu
cestors had inhabited this planet before it hadans
satellite. Struck with this singular opnion; some
philosophers have imagined that the moon wag for-
merly a comet, which, in performing its ellptial'
course roend the son, came in to the neighhorhoonoC
the earth, and drawn into revolution around it. Bach
a change of orbit is possible; hbut evidently it could
not have taken place if the comet's perihelion dIstanc
had been great. The comet must, therefore, have
passed very near the son, and have experiented •n
ntense heat, cabable of dissipating every trace o
humidity. The almost entire absence of an atmoes-
phere round the moon, the scorched appearance f
its vast mountains and deep valleys, and the 1W
planets that are seen, have been cited as proofn that
ohis luminary was once a comet. This reasoning is
pronounced by M. Arago as founded upon thestrangt
confusion of language.

The moon has indeed a soborbhed appearance, if
by that is meant that all parts of its su•fate •gpw
traces of former volcanic ermptions ; ut nothing In
its aspect indicate, at the present day, what tempera-
ture the moon has heretofore been snhected to by ihe
action of the solar rays. Thesetwo phenomenahave
no connection with each other. The volcanos of lce-
land, of Mayen's Island, ind of Kamsnohatka show
every year that the frost at the surface of the polar
regions have no effect upon subterranean matter, the
chemical action of'which •mducea eruption. In all
the multitude of bodies, of various forms and degrees
of brightness, which the spacious firmament displays,
comets are the only ones which are evidently and
sensibly surrounded with a gasconsenvelope, of a-
real atmosphere. This atmosphere may -have bea
formed by the evaporation of matter which originally
existed in the nucleus, bo.t is always found to ac-
company a comet, and there would be no reason for
Its being separated from it, whatever derangement
the comet might experience In thetorm and original
position at its orbit, from an accidental attraction.
Thus the almost entire absence of all atmosphere
around the moon is rather against them for the
opiuion that it was once a comet.

Eccenroic FIDoLIRr.-At the death of Monsieur
Piet, a celebrated restaurateur of Paris, he bequeathed
the whole of his fortune, nearly two millions of
francs, to the Count de Chambord, but, with the sin-
gular timidity of the bourgeois de Paris, fearing even
after his death to allow his political opinions to be
known, he left it to his old housekeeper to be deliv-
ered by her person to the Count at Frmbedorf.
