constiton Sele State of Louisiana, the supreme
law of thine ln Ia so far as this subject is concerned,
says, article 5, Representatives shall be chosen on
the first Monday in November every two years, and
tbesteatln shall be completed in one day.

We are justified, we trust, in view of the above
plain and imperative language, coming, as it does,
from the highest authority under our system of gov-
ernment, in setting aside the doubts and uncertain
notions of individuals, and in asserting boldly that
we shall have November elections in the city of New
Orleans. The constitution requires it, and that is
sufficient reason.

Our neighbor proceeds at length to state the rea-
sons bearing him to the conclusion that " the city of

New Orleans must count as a blank in the November
election, if the judicial proceedings instituted by his
Honor the Mayor, with the consent and approval of
the Common Council, be persisted in." We quote :

The old election law, in so far as it applied to New
Orleans, is repealed and superseded by ie late of tie
I al seosare f the Legislature-commonly known q
i the"I Army. 1"-which took the holding and super
iitendenc of elections from the Sheriff, and transo

,ferred lne o a special superiendent,.appo.ine eby
the Governor. This Supoerintendent is te reiurning
officer of etion s, anda the only officer through
whom elections can be ordered.

The inquiry arises, how is an election to be held'
It cannotbecalled and conducted under the provi-
sions of the new law, for the Superintendent is judi-
daily enjoined from executing them, and will be
likely to email so enjoined until the day is past for
Sholding an eeetipn thi year. It cannot ltae place
under the old law, for that is repealed, and its repealt must stand good until declared otherwlise by sufficient

judicial authority. The Sheriff, who is presumed to
know all the laws pertaining to his offiial duties,
and to act only under the direction or with the snoe-
tion of the law, will, of course, not proceed, as here-
tofore, to call and conduct the November election.

u ocacupation au returning oaficer is gone. He is
noffceally ouatide of the election proceedings, uavyng
no more relations tha reto than any citozen of New
SOrleans. Besides, even under the old law, the Sherff
could not proceed to hold an election until he had
t eceived a special order to that effect from the Gov-
ernor of the State. Of course, the Governor, afterSapprovinig and signing a law acreating a new return-

it ang oficer of ekectionu, and after appointing that o-

eer, provided for in that law to snupersede te Sheriff
in all matters touching elections in New Orleans,
would not stultify himself by ordering an electiona through an officer whose right to execute such an

,f order he had himself assisted to withdraw.
This whole fabric rests upon an entire misconcep-

tion of our law
s 

on the ubject of electionas, and upon
a threefundamentalerrors offaetinto which our cotem-
d porary has, we have no doubt, unintentionally fallen,

but which are of such a serious character and fraught
e with such evil consequences to the public, that we
s. houldhbe wanting in our duties to it should we pass

othem unnoticed.

a In the first place, tne old election law (the law of
1855 relative to elections,) "in so far as it applies to
New Orleans," is not repealed and superseded by the
Army bill of 1857, as stated by our neighbor. Sec-

tion 33, law of 1857, Ireads thus : " Be it farther

enacted, that this at shall take effect from and after

its passage, and all laws and porte of laws inconsist-
ent therewith are hereby repealed."

The act of 1815 is therefore in full force and effect,
I in so far as it does not conflict with the pecular pro-

fsviions of the act of 11857. All those sections of the
t lawfixing the period of election of Sheriffs,Coroners

and other officers, concerning contested elctions and
the mode of making returns, etc.. to which we refer
our readers, constitute the only legislation by which

a public officers are to be guided in the discharge ol
o their duties is matters relative to elections.
Y In the second plane, the Superintendent of Elec-

t. lions, although vested by the terms of the infamous
i. Army statute with more power than he ever will he

n permitted to exercise, 
" 

is not the returning officer

a of elections, and the only officer through whom elec-

tions can be ordered." He is everything but that.
The Sheriff of the parish of Orleans was, before the
law of 1857, and is now, the returning officer. As

II far as his duties in this respect are concerned, the late
olaw does not interfere with them; even admitting

that the law had gone into execution, he is the re-
turning office'.

The Superintendent of Elections has no more con-
trol over the returns of the election than we have.
His duties and powers are defined and enumerated in
section 19 of the law. He is vested with all the powers
" necessary for the administration and police of the
city" on election days. The entire city government,
elected by the citizens of New Orleans, guaranteed
by the constitution, is attempted to be superseded and
thrown aside, and in lieu thereof, we are presented
with a Captain General appointed by the Governor.
The Legislature presumed to go tnis far, but as there
is a limit even to party spirit, they did not dare to
strip the office of Sheriff of its legitimate, ancient
and important duties with respect to election returns
and their custody.

In the third place : whatever may have been the
opinion of oar neighbor some time since, as to the
probability of the Governor's withholding his pro-
clamation, we beg leave to remind him that it has
now ceased to be a subject of discussion. The Gov-
ernor, acting under the authority of the constitution
and laws of the State, has issued his proclamation
with the full knowledge of the proceedings instituted
by the Mayor of this city. As soon as the injunction
was obtained by the city authorities, rumors were
afloat throughout the State that the Governor would
not include the city of New Orleans in his proclama-
tion-that he had taken legal advice, etc. We have
the proclamation before us. It is in the usual form.
Not one word is said about thei Superintendent of
Elections; not one word could be said concerning
him. The Governor, in obedience to his oath of
office, simply gives notice to the qualified voters of
the State of the approaching election, commanding
all Sheritffsa, Commissioners, and all officers concerned,
to hold said elections on the 3d day of November,
1857, to conduct the same and make the returns
thereof, according " to the constitution and laws in
such case made and provided,"

But, says our neighbor:
It should be. remembered, too, that the Secretary

of State, who receives and counts the returns, anod
the Governor, who grants commissions, are both hns.
tile to the prevailing polities of thiscity. Is it likely,
then, that the one would recognize election returns
from New Orleans, and the other issue commissions
under them, when both knew that the Election law,
which the latter pigried and the former registered,
had not been complied with ? We do not pretend to
answer for these distinguished functionaries, but we
think it is not likely they would, under the circum-
stances.

Section 26th of the law of 1S55, relative to elec-
tions, provides that it shall be the duty of the re-
turning officer to make out triplicate returns; to for-
ward one immediately by mail to the Secretary of
State; to forward another to the Secretary of State
by the next speedy mode of conveyance; to deposit
the third in the office of the Clerk of the First I)is-
trict Court of New Orleans. The duty of the Secre-
tary of State is confined to receiving and counting
I the returns. The duty of the Governor is to issue the
commissions under the reservations of law to the per-
sons designated by said returns as having received
the highest number of votes. These officers have
t never failed to do so whenever they have been called

upon by parties interested. We were told, after the
last judicial election, that the Governor would
withhold the commissions. Had he the power to dot this? He had the physical power, undoubtedly, but

I he could not exercise it without violating his oath-
I without trampling on the constitution and laws of
Sthe State. Did he withhold the commissions then?

i He did not. Why then, neighbor, " iss it likely he
i will adopt a different course ? Let us know.

The constitution and laws of this State provide forI the election by the people of Representatives and
I Sheriffs, and fix the day of election. A subsequent

law is passed by the Legislature depriving the tMayor
I and Common Council of their constitutional rights
as officers elected by the citizens of New Orleans.
This law is not resisted by force of arms, but through
the courts of justice established under the constitu-
I tion, and an injunction issues prohibiting the persons

I appointed under it from exer:asig any of its pro-

visions.

Does anyone deny the power of the court in the
premises? Does a5 o•e pretend to say that all
citizsas fhiot bonad to obey this order? Does any
one pretei that the Governor and the Seoretary of
State are not amenable to the laws? Assuredly, no
one. The Governor has given a good example. He
has issuedhisproclamation! The election must take

Sunoder the same law which placed our judiciary
in office. The law of 1857 was suspended inits cpe-
sation at that time for no reasonoyhateser;. it is now
anspended by a writ of injunctionfrom a competent
tribunal.

The right of electing our Representatives and
Sheriffs is a constitutional and indefeasible right. It
exists, andcan be exercised in spite and in contempt
of any legislative act of commmission or omission iu-
terferiug therewith. The Legislature can prescribe
the mode of elections, but cannot destroy the right of
electors. The State executive officers are charged
with the custody of the returns of elections, and
with the issue of commissions to State officers elected
by the people. They cannot interpose their will,
opinion or caprice, in the discharge of their duties.
They are bound by the law; the Governor cannot
withhold commissions except as provided by law*
The courts of justice are open to all. Let those who
imagine they are injured appeal to the only tribunal
before which the question can be settled.

How T•EY SWINDLEn I Nw Yoas.--A class of
swindlers make a living in New York by opening
bogus ticket offices and selling genuine steamer
tickets to green emigrants at advanced rates and im-
posing steerage for cabin passages upon strangers
who never read the papers. A Miss Doughty, on her
way from a Western State to join her lover in Cali-
fornia, was entrapped into one of these places a few
days ago and paid $80 more fora steerage berth than
the price of a first class passage in the cabin. The
poor girl had no more money, and was in great dis-
tress when she learned the manner in which she must
travel. We do not see how these thieves evade the
law against obtaining money under false pretences, if
New York has any such law, but it seems they are
never punished.

HOISTrIG A HUGE STONE.--Yesterday morning the
first of the long pilasters of the second story of the
south wing of the Treasury extension was success-
fully raised to its position. It required a hoisting
apparatus of great power. The block of granite is
thirty-two feet live inches in length, and weighs about
twenty-eight tons. A large number of gentlemen
were attracted to the corner of F and Fifteenth
streets to witness the operation.

A CRASH.--On the evening of the 20th. in Cincin
I nati, a four story brick building fell with a tremend-
ous crash under the pressure of 1,600 barrels of
whisky which had been stored in its second and third
stories by Calvin Fletcher. The east wall fell against
a building owned by J. A. Skiff, and forced in the

entire side of it. Two other buildings were damaged
by the falling walls. The loss is about $20,000.

A FANCY TEAS.-A patent medicine vender ap-
peared in the streets of Rochester, N. Y., a few days
ago, in a new and elegant business carriage, drawn
by A pair of fine elks. The elks, which are swift-
footed, handsome animals, are entirely tame, and
well trained to their work. Although surrounded by
a large crowd of gazers, they stood as fearlessly and
calmly as a pair of ponies, and started obedient to
the wish of their driver without the slightest balk or
hesitation.

RonANTIC GIRLoS.-TwO young girls employed in a
fruit store in Jersey City dressed themselves in boy's
c!othing a few days ago and ran away.
