T•IE " LT;tT•muo LINES.'--This countryis almost
completely chained in by lightning. It is estimated
that there are about twenty-five thousand miles of
posts, upon which there are strung about thirty-three
thousand miles of telegraph wire. The nominal
capital invested in the existing lines is estimated at
$4,000,000, but the actual cost of construction did
not probably exceed $2,000,000, the balance having
been about equally divided between the contractoru
who built the lines and the Morse patentees. The
estimated number of messages passing over all the
lines is 4,000,000 per annum, or about 13,000 each
business day.

BRIGHoa PREPARES TO SUITE THe GENrIL-s.-
The Washington papers say that the Interior Depart-
ment has received intelligence from reliable gentle-
men and fugitive Mormons, that Brigham Young is
preparing to resist the United States forces-that he
hasrelapsed into the grossest infidelity and Atheism,
and that he continues to hold up the Government of
the United States to the supreme contempt of the
Mormons.

DsrauCTIVE HnRRICANE IN WISCONSIN.-A dis-
patch from Chicago gives an account of the effects of
a terrible tornado which passed over the town of
Woodland, Wisconsin, on the night of the 21st., de-
stroying every house in the place, prostrating the
telegraph lines and injuring the railroad track. A
train of cars was set in motion by the wind, and in
endeavoring to stop them the station agent, Mr. Fox,
was run over and killed.

FATAL FALL.--I Cincinnati a few days ago, a girl
six years of age fell through a sky-light in the roof
of a house to the bottom of the hall, three stories
beneath. She was councious and able to speak when
taken up, but her skull was badly fractured and it
was supposed that she could not recover.

POWDER MILL ExPLOSIONS.-The following are
the particulars of the explosion of Dupont's powder
mill at Wilmington, Delaware, on the 22d :

Mr. Alexis J. Dupont and seven of his workmen
were removing a large heavy box from the powder
house, when the box came in contact with a wall,
producing friction, which caused an explosion that
bournt all hands in a shocking manner. Mir. Dupont
leaped into a mill-race near by, and the others made
every effort to extinguish the fire on their clothes.
Mr. Dupont then hastened to see if the press-roof
bad taken fire. As he approached a terrible ex-
plosion ensued, shattering the building to atoms.
By the flying fragments Mr. Dupont had his right
thigh fractured, three ribs broken, and one of his
lungs perforated. He died of his wounds. Edward
Hunt, foreman, and Anthony Dougherty are also
dead. Louis Vache is mortally hurt, and John
McClafferty and George Fisher are injured. The rest
are unhurt.

The Acadian Recorder gives the following particu-
lars of the recent explosion of the Merchants' Powder
Magazine at Halifax:
Mr. McAgy's saw-mill, and a wharf near the Maga-

zine wharf, were completely swe t away. Scarcely
a stick was leftstanding of the Stokes' and adjoin-
ing property. Messrs. Williams & Starr's mills and
wharf are greatly injured. The officers quarters in
the new barracks are completely riddled. Her
Majesty's ships Indus and Pyramus, and the shipping
in port, were sensibly moved. The naval hospital
was considerably injured. The admiralty office was
considerably damaged. The old pile rocked like a
cradle. The windows in Water, Granville, Bruns-
wick and Gottingen streets were broken; and the
same was the case with R. Davis' row of houses,
Harris' hot-houses, and A. S. DeWoll's residence, and
other buildings at the north. A hinge from the door
of the magazine, and some stones from the building,
were driven into the gate porter's lodge. A stone
was driven through the trunk of a large tree, and
entered Mr. Briton's house. In the stores near the
water's edge the bungs were started from the hogs
heacds. Tihe setinel on duty at the governmenc
magazine had the presence of mind to prostrate him
self on theground, and remained so until after theOexplosion had subsided.

THE FLORIDA WAR.-The Savannah Republican ol
the 24th has the following intelligence:

A letter from a private in Capt. Jacob Mickler's
company of Florida volunteers, dated at Port Capron
received in St. Augustine Thursday last, states tbal
Capt. Mickler had captured five more Indians, one
mian and four sunaws, and that the Indians have
hoisted a white flag as a signal for a " alk." Caplt.
M. was about sending a detachment of twenty-five
men, who are to hbe jied by others from other coatm
panies, to meet the Indians in coincil. The writer
adds that the probability is that the war will soun be
ended, and that the Indauswill slrrender tleemelves,

The Pensacola Democrat states that the Indians
captured since the commencement of the war, aire to
be placed on Egmont Key, under the charge of an
adequate guard. The lumber is now on the ground
to erect a house for their accommodation.
