TAZsCannor Youa GsAMMAu-It was the saying
of a shrewd critic-and our own experience confirms
its truth-that few men can write a page of matter
entirely free frm grammatical errors. In fact, the
printed works of the best writers in the language,
even when the proofs have been read by the authors
themselves, abound in such mistakes. A late critic
has amused himself by collecting examples of this
character from Burke, Hallam, Macaulay, Junius,
Johnson, Cobbett, Blair, Gibbon, Allison, etc. A few
f his samples will show how true the saying is that

"even Homer nods." Burke, in one of his noblest
passages, writes: " the more accurate we search, the
stronger traces we find of his wisdom who made it,"
wheh he should have written, " of the wisdom of
hmlswho made it." Macaulay, who, when reviewing,
teares n author to pieces for an error in grammar,
prpetrate. the following : "In a depressed state, if

esthan a million of tuns are produced." Gibbon
blnders out " the richness of her arms and apparelwere conspliaons." Even Blair, who thought himself
a oritin among critie, and was considered at one time
the very pink of accuracy, wrote: "how far each
of the three, great epic poets have distinguished

specally may newspaper writers do this, for they
me generally compelled to compose on the spur of

the moment, moally write a band that is hardly legi-
ble,and rrely enjoy the advantage of correctng the
proeofs oltheir articles. Frequently a journalist i
made by the printer to speak sheer nonsense, though
a captious pulo,in laughing at. his errors, scarcely
ever takes this into consideration. In spite of the
haste with which he writes, the editor blunders less
than he appears to; andit would be safe, in the ea-
lority of ases, to blame not him but the printer.
Ssit, however, make as few mistakes, probably, as

other writers, for etom will enable a man, if he
cemmences his career arlght, to compose with aver-
age accnracy,eventf he is inea hrry. Every forcible
or correct writer has acquired his or her proficiency
by estrem care at flt. Literary beginners should
imitate this example, whether they desire to become
editore or not. A careless habit of writing, once ac-
Sgired, ruins style and grammar alike. To quote the

old proverb, "'as the twig is bet the tree is inclined."
We often heer writers censured, in conversation,

with no little flippancy, for grammatical errors. Yet
where onewriter confounds singular with plural, a
doen talkers do it, and the fault finders the elteneSt.
Ina nothing is a reform more needed thanin the gram-
mar of every day speeches. The beet educated men
and women continually perpetrate blunders, the habit
of which they acquired in childhood and have never
shaken off. Peos having less book-learning, bat
who are still cultivated, often, in animated colloquy,
let slip suchenormities as "I have saw," or"I seen,"
lreics of their infant days, when ignorant nurses

talked to them in happy oblivion of grammar. On
the stomp, atthe bar, even In the pulpit, errors in
grammcar are frequent. Everybody, as to this matter,
rives in a glasshouse; and he is prudent, therefore,
who declines throwing stones. Wise men, instead of
carping at other's mistakes, try to correct their own
defielece.s. It is a thousand times easier to pick a
flaw ina great writer's grammar than it is to rival
his logic, his imagination, or his style; a fact which,
if oftener remembered, would close the lips of the
word critic, the smalest of all small dabblers in liters-
tore. [Philadelphia Ledger.

Tai AT orRAsPco , SUNKteN SeIPSn Two Ameri-
can vessels are now upon the waters of the Black Sea
for the purpose of raising the ships sunki by the Bus-
slea during the Crimean war, in the harbor of Sebas-
topol. These two vesseis were sent out, one of them
by the Gowan Company of Philadelphia, and the
other by the "Rellef and Submarine Company' of
Boston, two associations, and the only ones of the
kind in the country whose bosiness it isto raise sub-
merged ships. The old method of raising them-
which is still pursued, we believe, by the Philadelphia
Coma •ey-is that of lifting up the dead weight by
rainstrength but a more expeditions one is that
followed by the Boston Company. Divers are sent
down "armed in complete steel," or submarine mail,
which is more effectual than steel, who board up the
large holes in the sunken vessel and insert the hose
of the pumpingapparautos int the hold. The engine
which fIoats overhead begins o puf; the water rushes•from under the hatchesand is discharged at the sur-
