last Presidential election. I was on a visit to Mr.
James Hicks, and on the day previous to the election
was informed that a committee of the Americanparty
would, on the next day, go to the Ten-Mile precinct
for the purpooe of challenging the votes of the free
negroes who had previously been in the habit of
voting tlhecre.

Having seen a good many of these persons, and
being convinced. by their color and general appear-
ance that they were of negro origin, I felt some
curiosity to know how the matter would terminate,
and I therefore went with this committee. Having
been raised in a slave State, and looking npon the
negro as an inferior race to the white, and knowing
them to be pos.mssed of no political rights whatever,
you may imagine my surprise when on arriving at
the place of voting I found them negroes armed and
lortitied, and headed and encouraged by white men
holding high official and social positions in the
country.

Before this committee arrived at the place of voting,
they halted and held a consultation as to the mode of
proceeding. They determined to go peaceably and
quietly to the polls, to challenge each and every negro
who should offer his vote, and to take every precau-
tion to avoid a collision with the negroes. When we
arrived at the pilace, we halted at the distance of
about one hundred yards of the stand; for then we
saw the negroes getting into the stables and behind
the houses and fences, and making every demonstra-
tion indicating that the party would be fired on if
they rode any nearer the house. At this, Mr. J. C.
Wise, the Sheriff, who was at the house, was sent
for, and came out. Mr. Hunter was also sent for, bnt
did not make his appearance. Mr. Wise told the
party that it was the determination of the negroes at
the house to fire on them if they attempted to ap-
troach the polls; but, said he, if yon will lay aside all
your arms, I'11 guarantee you may go safely to the
house and not be molested. A very pretty propos-
tion, to be sure! The very idea of a white man lay-
ing down his arms to a sable son of Africa, is revolt-
ing to the sense of every man carrying within his
breast the spirit of a freeman. The party of course
declined to accept the hospitality of the negroes on
any such disgraceful terms. Upon finding that we
would not be allowed to go to the house without run-
ning the risk of being most ingloriously shot by these
negroes, we deemed it advisable, taking the number
of the negroes into consideration, to depart in peace.

I make this communication to you, not as a mem-
ber of the American party, but as a Democrat, hon-
estly opposed to all illegal voting and to all persons
upholding and encouraging the free negro in the
exercise of the elective franchise.
