condemnatory of the Walker treachery in Kan-
hAl the resrlutions were unanimously adopted.

We append the Kansas resolution:
Resenoed, That this Convention decidedly disap-

proves of the corse of Robert J. Walker, Governor
of Kansas, in dictating to the people of that Te-ri-
tory their action in forming and adopting a State Con.
etitatlon, as an unwar antable int rferenceof a branch
of the General Government with the rights of the
people, an an a v 

t
ion of the letter and spirit of

the Cincinnati PI rm and Kan as-Nebraska Act,
and we condemn the gratuitous expressions of his
opintonsinrelation to the adaptation of slavery to that
Territory, as uncalled for and detrimentel to the vital
interests of the South.

The above resolution does not go as far as could
have been wished. As far as it refers to Walker it
meets our heartiest approval. The ingrate is fittingly
denounced. The agent comes in for a just share of
denunciation; but the name of the principal is not
even mentioned, and the principal is infinitely more
guilty than Walker. The power of instant removal
rested in his hands; and by not exercising it at the
almost universal call of the section that elevated him
to the Presidency, Mr. Buchanan has not only ap.
proved and pEndorsed Walker's policy, but has turned
a deaf ear to those apon whom be should have looked
with emotions of profoundest gratitude, and preju-
diced their camse in order that their freesoil enemies
might reap advantages.

Shortly after, the Convention proceeded to the
selection of a Congressional candidate, and the nomi-
nation of the Hon. L. J. Sigar was carried by accla-
mation.

Gen. G. N.'Rowly, of Pointe Coupee, then offered
the following resolution, which was adopted:

Resolved, That in presenting the name of L. J.
igor as a candidate forCongress, this Convention

recommend him to the people of the Third Congres-
asonal District, as a man of exalted talen' , high
moral worth, and experienced statesmanship ; a na-
tive of our own State, and disciplined in the best
school of State Rights and Southern interests; a
mat whose sound judgment and undoubted integrity
eminently fit him to stand in the halls of national
legislation.

A preamble and resolutions setting forth that dis-
sensioas existed in the District on account of the
nomination of Col. Davidson, requesting him to retire
from the canvass, and stating further that in the event
of his " prompt withdrawal" the Hon. L. J. Signr,
the nominee of the Convention, was also requested to
withdraw, so that another Convention might be held
in Baton Rouge at the earliest practical period, were
then adopted; and after some other unimportant
business the Convention adjourned.

When we see the "prompt withdrawal" of Col.
Davidson from the canvass we shall believe it, but
not before. He is not so verdant as to abandon all his
chances, present and prospective, at the call of a
minority, and that minority composed mainly of ene-
mies, particularly after enduring the incessant labors
and fiery persecutions of the last two months. The
committee appointed to communicate with him will,
we are persuaded, encounter a " prompt " refusal of
the demands of the resolutions, if they obtain any
response at all.

We understand, from good authority, that MIr.
Sigor will accept the nomination conferred upon him
by the last Convention, and proceed to embark in the
canvass as soon as may be deemed convenient. If so
we shall witness a triangular fight in the " Old
Third," in which many interesting intellectual collis-
ions and developments may be expected.

Free Negro Suffrlge In Louisiana.

We need hardly direct the attention of our readers
to the the sworn proofs, given elsewhere, convicting
Robert A. Hunter, Democratic candidate for State
Treasurer, of aiding, abetting, protecting and defend-
ing the pernicious and dangerous practice of free
negro voting in the parish of his residence-Rapides-
taken from the Alexandria American of the 29th ulnit.

The evidence is as conclusive as any white man
could desire, that Hunter is and has been the actual
defender and champion of a disreputable cause-that
of placing the descendants of Africans upon a par
with white native and adopted citizens. And this,
too, in an extreme south-western slave State-in a
section of country, the people of which are as con.
tinually as justly complaining of the Freesoil aggres-
sions of the North, while allowing the practice of the
woratof Freeesoilism among themselves! If, in future,
this practice of free negro voting is not " crushed
out," and if its champion is not politically annihilated
in November, the less any of us,•ave to say against
Greeley, Seward, or any other of the greater or lesser
lights of Abolitionism, the better for our own sense
of propriety, or even of decency. T7ey will be per-
fectly excusable as long as we remain recreant to the
paramount doctrine on which Southern institutions,
rights, honor and safety rest.

Although the evidence to which we allude vs over-
whelming, the editor of the Alexandria American
very significantly r1ys: " We winl furnish more
proof next week in regard to the illegality of the
Ten-Mile vote, and.Ten-Mile Bob's connection there-
with." If there is more proof, let it be forthcoming
as speedily as possible, in order that the people may
have an early opportunity of making up their minds.

Although the subject is a prolific one, yet we are
constrained to close owing, to the press upon our
columns. Still, one or two more observations: Sup-
pose the champion of free negro suffnrge in Louisiana
is elected State Treasurer, and that next winter Sena-
tor Seward should approach Senator Slidell with that
courtly grace peculiar to him and say, "Well, Mr.
Slidell, your constituents have done precisely what I
have been laboring in vain to accomplish for years,
and have put the negro on an elective equality with
the white man i" what reply could our Senator make?
And suppose fr. Giddings should address each of
our Representatives in the same terms, what reply
could they make?

We ask the people at large to ponder this matter
well, and then ask themselves whither they are drift-
ing, if they do not put down free negro suffiage and
its champion in this State.
