THe BrTTLE OF THE GLtA.--A late file of the Santa
Fe Gazette furnishes the particulars of the battle
obught on the 27th of June last with the Southern
Apaches of New Mexico, on the banks of the Gila
river, by the U. S. troops under command of Col.
Bonneville and Capt. Ewell. It was a more sangui-
nary attair than stated in the first accounts. The na-
zette says :

As is already known, Col. Bonneville organized a
campaign against the Southern Apaches during the
last winter, while in command of this departmlent,
during the temporary absence of Gen. Garland. The
arrangements were made with great care, and the
flower of the United States troops on duty in New
Mexico composed the expedition. They took the
field in May, and the result shows the ability and
galtlatry with which their operations have been con-
ducted,

After operating for some time in the mountainous
and almost inaccessible country drained by the Gila,
the Indians were fallen in with on the 24th of June,
and on the 27th their camp on the Gila was sur-
rounded. The Gazette thus relates what followed:

The whole command was upon the ground, and
took partt in the action. The Dragoons having cut off
the retreat of the Indians to the nountains on etIlh
left bank, the mounted ridles charged on the right
bank, and prevented escape in that direction. Tie
3d and 8th lufautry, under Lieuts. Whipple and Steen
and Lieuts. Jackson and Cook, assisted by tihe ritle:
and dragoons, now attacked the Indiaus in the bushes
on opposite sides of the river, and after a severe con
dict succeeded in killing or capturing the whole
party. The field of battle extended the distance of l
mile and a half on both sides of the Gila, and wno
covered with a thick growth of bushes which eena
bled the enemy to fight with great advantage. 01
the Indians, twenty warriors and four women weret
found dead upon the field, and twenty-seven womec
and children were made prisoners. The loss of ttt
enemy is supposed to be much greater than iudicatec
by the dead bodies upon the field, as two prisoer:
taken alter the action both reported that the camoi
consisted of forty warriors. of whom but two or thre(
escaped. Of our trolps, Lieuts. Steen and Davis ant
nine men were wounded.
