We are assured that
agents of the English government have already had
several interviews on the subject with Schlenwig-Hol-
stein olficers living there. Mary offers of recrnitshave
been made to the British Consul here, but his invari-
able answer has been that he has no instructions from
his government, and he h.s referred the applicants to
the special agents who appear to be charged with the
conduct of the negotiations.

The Paris Pays has information that permission bad
been granted for the passage of English troops across
the Isthmus of Suez. The permission is only tem-
porary and special for the existing occasion.

A letter from St. Petersburgh says, that the Rus-
sian government has just given orders in France and
England for nine line of battle ships, four frigates, two
corvettes, two galliots and four transports. All screw
steamers.

it is expressly adapted to our requirements. Its
weight in the water is so adjusted to the depth that
the strain is within a manageable scope, while the
effect of undercurrents upon its surface proves how
dangerous it would be to attempt to lay a much
lighter rope, which would, by the greater time occu-
pied in sinking, expose an increased surface to their
power.
