John Bull has always been particularly sensitive

regarding American fBllbusterism, and, while absorb-
tig province after province in India, containing milE
lieos apoq millions of population, never failed to give
us, gratis, a severe fatherly lecture whenever we
presumed to appropriate a slice of territory either
southward or westward; and, whenever we cast
shipe' eyes in the direction of Cuba, the old gentle.
man's indignant expostulations grew profound and
words of "learnedlength and thundering sound" filled
the columns of his organs. Whether Mr. Bull was
trying to compound for his own filibustering sins by
expoling the sinfulness of our operations in that line,
orfwhether e was afraid we would get ahead of him,
and take possession of territories, islands, etc., he
was anxious to possess, is not so very clear; and cen-
serious people will say, that, considering Mr. Bull's
previous character, it was not honest regard, but an
apprehension of losing something valuable, that in.
duced his parental preachings.

But, be this as it may, the grand old filibuster is
getting right. The war in China, the struggle in
Persia, the Wlde-spread mutinyin India, and the pre-
sent price of cotton, taken in connection with the
probability that cotton will rule very high throughout
the coming season, have abstracted a good deal of
the starch from the old gentleman's shirt collar and
bosom, and when hbe is not stiffened up too much
with starch he is one of the greatest old fellows ex-
tant.
His principal mouth-piece-the London Times-in

a recent number, admitted that the United States had
a right to filibuster as well as England ! Speaking
of the friendly spirit that England's troubles have
stimulated into expression in this country-and really
our glorious old progenitor has always been nearer
to the heartas of our people than any other nation, no
matter what splenetic language may have been occa-
asionally used-the Times says: "Clive and his con-
temporaries may easily be regarded as filibusters on
a magnificent scale. Hastings and Wellesley, though
they might not profess the doctrine, carried out the
decrees of 'ManifestDestiny' with unexampled vigor."

Bravo, Mr. John Bull! You are getting along
famously. You are getting right. Just do what you
please, and let us do as we please, and there never
will be any growling between us. You annex and
civilize the East, and we'll annex and civilize the
West; and between us we'll redeem, regenerate and
disenthral all christendom. ; That's the doctrine.

The Times thus concludes a very sensible article on
Mr. Bull's behalf:

Other journals express even more strongly a feeling
which, on the part of English writers, might be at-
tributed to extravagant and unreasoning patriotism.
It is not too much to say that an equally cordial sen
timent would be entertained on this side the Atlantic,
if the United States were menaced with any serious
danger. The gratifying change which has taken
place in this respect since the time of the tnusian
war may be, in part, attributed to the progress which
had been made in removing the Central American
dificulties. It is true that the treaty negotiated by
Mr. Dallas has not yet been concluded, but the prin-
ciples of an arrangement are recognized on toth
sidesan it is certain that the terms which were
originally proposed, will ultimately form the basis of
a settlement. The only English interest in the dis-
pouted regions concerns the free passage of the Isth-
mus. The half-civilized States of the American Con-
tinent may be leftwithout interference on our part to
adjust their future relations with their formidable
neighbor. The worldis wide enough for both branches
of the race to spread withlout oollsion or interference.
With India to govern and Australia to cultivate,
Englishmen may look withbout jealousy or regret on
the progress of the American Union toward the
Southern Continent.

Just govern India wisely and well, Mr.Bull, cultivate
the resources of Australia to their mightiest extent,
never get foolishly philanthropic again on the negro
question, neverput on any supercilious airs towards
BrotherJonathan who, as a chip fronm the old block,
is consequently stubborn and obstinate, mind your
own business and let our concerns alone, and we will
take care of this hemisphere, and under our guardian.
ship the commercial interests of both countries will
become prosperous to a limit far surpassing the anti-
cipations of the most sanoguine.

The Coming Elertionus.

Under the foregoing caption our able correspond-
ent "Counsellor" makes out a clear case against
those who absurdly argue that no valid election can
be held in this parish, next November, unless the
form.s of the " Army bill" are observed. His argu-
ment is strong and conclusive; and the authorities
he quotes in support of his propositions are irresist-
ible. The main points in controversy have been de-
cided by the supreme judicial tribunal of the com-
monwealth ; and as those decisions are founded in
reason, justice, right and law, and in strict conform-
ity to the plain mandates of the constitution, there is
no probability that tribunal will reverse them.

By the way, why does not Attorney-General Moise,
President of the "Central Board of Commissioners,"
or Judge Cotton, "Superintendent of Elections,"
make application, in proper form, for a dissolution
of the provisional injunction that now holds the
S"Army bill" in a state of suspension, if they wish
it dissolved? The Judge is now in town-has been
in town all summer-and we have no doubt he will
fix a day for the hearing of argument on the case,
whenever applied to. But, do these gentlemen really
desire that the injunction should be dissolved ? We
have grave doubts on the subject. They have made
no movement towards effecting that end, and as law-
yers they must be acquainted with the usual mode of
procedure. Are they fearful that a full argument of
the question would prejudice their cause before the
public? Do they apprehend danger from the trial of
a cause, from the publication of the progress of
which the people might be made more fully ac-
quainted with the tyrannies, infamies, and unconsti-
tutionality of the "Army bill ?" Or, is there not
something sinister behind all this, looking to the dis-
franchisement of the people of the parish of Orleans,
despite the constitution of the State,despite the laws
of the State, despite the courts of the State, and
despite the inalienable rights with which the people
are endowed ?

We incline to the belief that truth requires this
question should be answered in the affirmative. Butl,
if so, desperate political gamblers will find that the
courts will vindicate the constitution and laws, and
protect the people in the enjoyment of constitutional
sul-age.

nirr. Editr:--Even if the Army bill were a non-
stisutional measure aad were not enjoined, I contend
that a total failure to observe its provisions would not
vitiate an election held in accordance with the forms
of the Act of.1855, on the day fixedby law, pursuant
to a writ of election and proclamation duly issued,
according to the provisions of that Act.

It should be borne in mind that only so much of
this statute as is " 

i n co
n

a
ltent with " the provisions

of the Army bill is repealed by the latter. The only
inconsistency, strictly speaking, between the two
statutes is as to the manner of appointing Commis-
sioners of Elections. The increase proposed by the
Army bill in the number of polls in the old estab-
lished precincts, the organization of the Democratic
police, and the creation of the office of Superintend-
ent, are provisions rather in addition to the law of
1855 than repugnant to it. The appointment of
commissioners under the old law, admitting for the
sake of argument such appointment to be clearly
illegal, would not I say, annul the election.

Every lawyer is familiar with the distinction be-
tween directory and imperative statutes-between
circumstances which are of the essence of a thing re-
quired to be done by an act of the Legislature, and
clauses merely directory. The Act of 1855 provides

that popular elections shall be held at certain times
for officers created by the constitution and laws. It
Is imperative. It looks to the exercise of a great
constitutional right. It contemplates an election as
a condition precedent to the existence of elective
officers. But the 

" 
Army bill," which seeks merely

to change the mode of appointing Commissioners of
Elections, to increase the number of polls in election.
precincts, and to transfer at elections the police power
of the city into now and strange hands. is simply di-
rectory in its provisions. The failure to observe those
provisions is nowhere in the statute itself declared to
vitiate an election. It is matter of substance that
elections should be held in pursuance with the con-
stitution; it is mere matter of form by whom the
Commissioners of Election and the election police
are appointed. So long as the election is held pur-
suant to the constitution, and by commissioners de
facto, apparently public officers of right, it is legally
held and cannot be overturned, even though such

commissioners may have held their offices irregu-
larly or illegally. There is no rule of law better es-
tablished and more firmly based on principle and
precedent than that "the acts of persons exercising
public functions, and who are de facto public officers,
and apparently public officers of right, should be
maintained in all cases where the public or third par-
ties have an interest in those acts." It is not neces-
sary to quote authorities to establish the existence of
this familiar principle. A few cases well known to
our community, are, however, so germain to the sub-
ject I am considering, that I deem it proper to cite
them for the purpose of exemplifying the manner in
which this principle has been applied in cases of elec-
tions, where difficulties almost precisely similer to
those now suggested by designing and desperate poli-
ticians, were put forward with a view to defeat the
public voice.

In the case of Marigny vs. Freret, in November
1851, the election of Mr. Freret was contested on the
grounds that in two precincts "the commissioners of
election did not count the votes in the manner pro-
vided for by law-and that the commissioners and
clerks of election in the tenth precinct were not resi-
dents of the precinct and qualified to vote therein as
required by law.' To this petition the defendant's
counsel, Mr. Roselius, excepted, on the ground that
it set forth no cause of action-that the requirements
of the law as to the qualifications of commissioners
and clerks of elections were merely directory, and
that the non-observance of these reqdirements could
not affect the rights which lr. Freret had acquired
under the election held under color of law. The
commissioners were admitted to have been illegally
appointed; but the Court sustained the grounds of
the exception, and dismissed the petition of Mr. Mar-
igny. In rendering judgment, his Honor, the late
Judge Larue, applying to the case the principles
I have already urged, said that "talping the case of
the commissioners and clerks of the 10th precinct,
who were for the purposes of receiving, counting and
'returning the votes of that precinct public officers as
much as any officers in the State could be, they must
be judged of by the rules that apply to all others, and
both the public and individuals having acquired an
interest in their acts, their qualifications to hold the
office which they exercised, or the validity of the acts
twhich they preformed in the legal exercise of said
office, cannot be collaterally inquired into.' The cor-
rectne-s of this decision was so manifest, that Mr.
Marigny acquiesced at once in it.

In the case of the city of New Orleans vs. St.
Romes, these same principles were laid down by our
Supreme Court. The city sued to recover the rail-
road tax assesred against the defendant. It was al'
leged by the defendant that the tax sought to be
levied had been imposed illegally; that the Legisla-
ture had authorized such a tax only after the ordi-
nance imposing it had been ratified by a majority of
the voters upon whose property the tax wasproposed
to be laid; and that such voters, so qualified, were
required by the act to be designated to the Commis-
missioners of Election by certified lists of their names.
The election had been held, but no lists whatever had
been furnished to the Commissioners. Yet the Su-
preme Court held the election valid in spite of the
omission, declaring the requirement of the statute as
to the certified lists of voters " to be merely direct-
ory." They said they " could not construe that pro-
vision into a condition precedent.

In the recent case of Augustin vs. Eggleston, de-

cided in May last, the contestant claimed that Judge
Eggleston had not been duly elected Judge of the
Fifth District Court of New Orleans. The main
ground of contest was, that the election was held
under the law of 1855, which was repealed, and
ought to have been held under the Army bill, which
was then of force. In the argument which I heard,
it was conceded that the Army bill was intended by
the Legislature to be then of force, but it was urged
that an election held under the forms of the old law
was not the less valid for that reason. The Supreme
Court, through Mr. Justice Spolford, in substance
adopted the argument, and held that, " considering
that the first Monday of April, 1837, was the day
fixed by law for electing a Judge of the Fifth D)istrict
Court of New Orleans; that a writ of elections duly
issued, and proclamation thereof was duly made;
that an election for said office wes actually held on
that day, both plaintiff and defendant being candi-
dates; that the returns as made are conceded to in-
dicate the election of the defendant,"' etc., the elec-
tion was valid, and the petition of Augustin must be
dismissed.

1 might multiply authotities in support of my posi-
tion, but it is needless. Surely, from the few I hare
cited, it becomes plain that if the election which the
contitution and laws require to be held on the 1st
Monday of November next, be held under color of
law, such electron will be valid, even though the
Commissioners of Election be illegally appointed. A
non-observance of directory statutes cannot rob the
people of their constitutional right of election, which
once exercised, may not be invalidated on account of
the accidental or even wilful disregard of mere forms.
1 have considered tlhisquestio n as though the Army

bill were constitutional. I by no means believe it to
be so. My reason, my reflection and my reading, con-
vince me that it is unconstitutional, and null and void.

Let then the coming elections be held under the
old law. The Sheriff', if he refuse to give notice of
the election as he is required to do, may be forced by
a mandamus to do so. If he refuse to make his re-
turns, he may be in like manner driven to the per-
formance of his duty, and punished for his refusal.
Upon the receipt of these returns the Governor can-
not withhold the commissions of the persons elected.

Let not then, timid counsels be hearkened to. Let
us not be deluded into submitting to injustice and
oppression by the assurances of Democrats that a
mere formal enforcement of the Army bill would be
the result of withdrawing the injunction. We should
not expect wise and friendly counsels from our bitter
political enemies. We should receive their sugges.
tions with distrust; and when, under threats of offi
cial injustice. we are sought to be driven from the ex

ercise of our legal rights, or seduced into abandoning
them, let us be true to ourselves as American free

men, and stand firm in the plain path of duty.
