An asr•taptiot that a law is unconstitoionaal does
not make t asen ; it met be decided so by the highest
authority known in the government of the State-the
Supreme Courte The question of the constitrtionslity
of thelection law must be determined by this tri-
buntl, ofall the presnmption of validity is in its
hfavor.-Lawyers seem to ditfl as to whether an election
can beheld at all in New Orleans with an injuction
remaining against the law, which provides for the
mode and manner, in compliance with the Constitu-
tion. The Mendasofthe lawnof 1p57 are inactive, and
it would appear are letting their opponents monopo-
lize thb field of caudiday. There s no appeoarance
of apolitical conteit, and wetake it for Teantd that
the Democrats are resolved upeon recognisiong the
legaitty of noelection not held nder the athority of
the Legislatorse. What will be te fnture consequences
we eave to the decision of the prophetically inclined.

nThe Advocate states the case correctly. The in-
jnnctiUn will not be withdrawn byMayor Waterman.
To withdraw ,it would be puerile chlld'splay. The
injnction was sued out pursuant to a resolution of
the Common Council, and afterone of the ablest law-
yam in the country-Hon. Randell Hunt-had had
the subject under careful consideration. Further-
more, the Mayor has no right, in our opinion,to
withdraw the injunction without the permission of
the Council, and that body does not convene until
the second Tuesday in October.

What the ' next Legislature will have to say" re-
garding a legal writ issued by "an inferior court" in
strict con formlty to law and the forms of law, it is
mposible for us to foretell. It may, possibly, divest
"inferior courts" of the power of granting iojunc-
tions; but no such action can have a retrospective
fctbcL
Instead of the " issaing of this injunction' being a

"withering sarcasm upon the formsof justice, as prac.
tlcedbythe courts in the in thecity of New Orleans,"
we respectfully beg leave to inform the Advocate
that there is not a judge in the State who would
not have been compelled to have done es Judge
Egglestonhas done; The proper affidavit being made,
and suitable tcurity tendered, a provisional injunc-
tion necessarily and inevitably issues. The "Army
bill" is held in a state of suspension by a provisional
tnjunction-nothing more-and although we have no
authority to make statements in the premises, we un-
hesitatingly venture the assertion that the Judge will
entertain the motion, fix the day, and hear arguments
In the case, for a dissolution of the injunction, when-
ever tne President of the "Central Board of Con"
missioners," or any member of said Board, or the
" Superintendent of Elections" shall make an appli-
cation in the usual manner and form. No application
has yet been made, and we do not think any will be
made. Such is not the intention or wish of "the lead-
lngparties." They do not desire that the arguments
in the case should go before the honest masses prior
to the election. At all events such is our deliberate
conviction. If they do not fear the consequences of
investigation, why do they not cha'enge and compel
investigation? If they are sincerely anxious that
the injunction should be dissolved, why do they not
take legal steps to have it dissolved ? If they believe
that the "Army bill" is legal and constitutional, why
do they not take legal steps to establish its legality
and coustitutionality? Why do they fold their arm-,
and grumble, growtl and threaten, while the courts
are open to them, and the laws grant them every
needful relief? These are questions worthy the at-
tention of the intelligent voters of Louisiana, and
will, we trust, be duly considered.

The slur cast by the Advocate upon the Judge of
the Fifth District Court, is ungenerous and. unjust. A
more upright magistrate sits not upon any bench in
this broad commonwealth, and few abler or more
learned jurists can be found. These are facts, the
verity of which the editor of the Advocate can ascer-
tain by application to the members of our bar. They
will vouch for his qualifications and integrity. There
was no "ind

ec en
t haste" in granting the lprovisional

injunction-nothing of the sort. There was no oppor-
tunity for the exhibition of "indecent haste." The
"leading parties" created by the "AArmy bill" could
have applied for a hearing the next day, and then the
ease would have come up for argument on its merits,
which could not have occurred under the application
for the injunction. So, if fault rests anywhere, it rests
with the " leading parties" of the Advocate's own
party-not with the Judge, or with his honor the
Mayor.

Further along the Advocate takes " it for granted
that the Democrats are resolved upon recognizing the
legality of no election not held under the authority
of the Legislature." We have the supreme felicity
of informing the Advocate that the voters of Louisi-
ana do not exercise the right of sulfrage " under the
authority of the Legislature." The Legislature is
but a creature of theConstitution, and the Constitu-
tion guarantees the right of suffrage. Ten thousand
legislative acts of omission and commission could not
deprive them of that right. Under no circumstances,
as long as the organic law remains as it is, can that
prerogative be taken from them. It belongs to them
-it is' inalienable-it is their attribute of supreme
sovereignty, which must remain intact and unalter-
able until the structure of our Government is changed.
The law of 1855 and the " Army bill"'' are substan-
tially the same, so far as the elective franchise is con-
cerned. They only differ in forms-directory, not
mandatory forms-and forms, such as the ones men-
tioped, will not, and cannot, be made or conltrued to
work the disfranchisement of an entire community.
If the contrary can be made to appear, the despotism
that exists in France would be tar preferable to the
irresponsible and illimitable tyranny which will exist
in Louisiana.

The American party of New Orleans has appealed
to the law and the judicial tribunals of the State,
and by the lamand the judicial tribunals are they
willing to abide. They seek no remedy that the law
does not afford-they are prepared to bow to and
obey the decisions of the courts-they hold that their
rights are infringed, invaded and trampled upon by
the oppressive, unconstitutional and unutterably in-
famous "Army bill "-they have taken legal mea-
sures to test its validity, and should it be declared
valid by the Supreme Court, they will submit-but
not before. In the meantime, reckless and insane
threats of disfranchisement pass them by as the idle
wind.

We would call the attention of the Mayor and
Town Council to the necessity of some stringent en-
actment on the suJeect of wild animals. Those now
in torce on the suject of tame beasts are worthy of
all praise and evince on the part of our municipal
authorities a high order of legislative talent. The
famous "Hog Law" calls for our special columenda-
tions, and the stern and determined manner in which
it is applied on all occasions,jfils us wtilt profound
emotion. But the wild animals have not been sufli-
ciently attended to, and the exclusive devotion of the
Town Council to the tame ones manifests on their
part a recklessness of danger, and a mental hallucina-
tion, at which we stand aghast. No later than seve-
ral days ago, the swamp section of the town was
aroused in the dead of night by the announcement of
the sudden apparition of a young wolf. Fortunately,
he wass gcred in time to avert any danger. We
hope, however, that this will be a warning, for the
presence of a juvenile wolf is certainly a conclusive
proof of the existence of larger and more dangerous
ones. Look-out for yoursheep!

[Houma Ceres, 5th inst.
The hogs in and about Houma must have a hard

time of it with that "stern and determined" constable.
No doubt, morning, noon and eve, they grunt forth
"profound emotions" of disapprobation against the
execution of "the famous 'hog law.' "

But, it appears they have accomplished, in Hooma,
what has always been considered an impossibility.
They have "secured" the "apparition of a young
wolf." How, or by what means the aforesaid "appa-
rition" was "secured," is not stated; but one thing is
certain : if Barnum can obtain possession of it, he
will retrieve his fortunes in six months.
