The Act elative to Elections in

t h
e Parish of Or-

lepay~s approved by the Governor on the 19th of

March last, on which day the Legislature adjourned,
havingerved o-tts copstitutional term of sixty
days. The last clanus declared that the law should

,go l feorce-andtake effect fromand after its passage.
If the positions taken by some few form sticklers be

.rell founded,'it was a law, binding, valid and com-
pulsry, the very moment the Governor's official sig
-natre waseattached to the enrolled bill. But, such
was not, evidently, the opinion of the Governor or
Secretary of State-for the law was not published in
the state gazette until many weeks after the adjourn-

ment of the Legislature, and the Chief Executive of
the Commonwealth has commissioned judges and
btheroftfcers in this parish elected under the law of
1855, notwithstanding the arbitrary last section of
the" Army bilL"

On the 6th day of April last, eighteen days after the
passage of the election law, six judges for the parish
bf Orleans were elected under the law of 1855. Five
o tiem were pfomptly commissioned by the Gov-

'ernor, andthe other received his commisslot as soon
as the contestation of his election was decided. The
newljaw had not been promulgated by the Secretary
of State-no attempt was made to enforce it by the
Central Board of Commissioners, or by the Superin-

tendent of.Elections-nor were any proceedings
taken under color, or by virtue of its authority. Yet

it was then, more than it is now, an operative law,
for then it was not enjoined by legal process as it is
now.

We happen to know that the American party
wished it enforced, so that an injunction might be
ibrought to bear, with the view of garrying it before
the tribunal of last resort at the earliest practicable
moment. Yet those charged with its enforcement ne-
gleeted' to make any movement. Is the American
party justly amenable to the charge of fault, because
of the non-action of the principal men opposed to it?
Unquestionably not.

Mayor Waterman on the 26th of May, in a formal
note addreased to Attesey-General Moise, e-officio
President of the Central Board of Commissioners,
'peremptorily refused to participate in the delibera-
tions of samid Board, of which the law constituted him

a member. In such cases as this there is a legal
remedy, and a public officer may be compelled to dis-
charge his public duties by a writ of mandamus. One
of the main reasons that caused the Mayor to refuse
to attend the meeting of the Board was founded in the
hope that a writ of mandamus would be sueed out
against him compelling his attendance, so that a case
might be made out which would bring the question of
the constitutionality of the law summarily before the
Supreme Court, which was then in -session, on its
meritse. He did all he could do to bring about a final
arbitrament of a vexed and important subject. Yet
no steps were taken by the Central Board or by the
Superintendent, although the public mind was deeply
excited, and the press of the metropolis was appeal-
ing to them to initiate some measures having in view
a proper settlement. The Crescent had several articles
on the subject, and various modes were suggested, all
eminently fair and practicable.

But the Central Board of Commissioners was deaf,
dumb or obstinate, and nothing was accomplished or
sought to be accomplished. Does this look as though
the Americans of this parish wished to delay action
until after the adjournment of the Supreme Court?
No. Does it look as though they were unwilling that
the constitutionality of the law should be determined ?
No. And does it not look as though the members of
the Central Board of Commissioners had made up
their minds to evade a decision by the Supreme Court
as long as possible. Unquestionably. Which party
is in fault, then ? Not the American pa ty, assuredly.

On the lst of June-some seventy.four days after
the passage and approval of the Election law, which,
by its own express terms, was to take effect from and
after its PIassage-an election for Aldermen and As-
sistant Aldermen of this city took place. Certainly,
seventy-four days was time enough for the Central
Board of Commissioners to prepare for action. Yet
they were not ready-did nothing--the Supreme
Court was in session-and the electioykwas held
under the old law. The Aldermen and AMistant Al-
dermen, so elected, were duly commissioned by the
Governor, and entered upon the discharge of their
municipal duties. And the Supreme Court did not
adjourn until somewhere about the 20th of June last.

We have been thus particular in regard to dates
and facts in order to prevent imposition from being
practiced upon the public. The validity of the Elec-
tion law would have been decided by the Supreme
Court long since, had the wishes of the American
party been consulted, or had those in authority been
willing. A reference to the simple facts of the case
proves this beyond a peradventure.

How ia it to Get There I
Speaking of the new Election law and the injunc-

tion that now rests upon it, the Baton Rouge Advo-
cate, of the 12th inst., observes :

An assumption that a law is unconstitu
t
' -cl does

not make It so; it most be decided so by ighest
authority known in the government of th, te-the
Supreme Court. The question of the coostl...ionality
of the election law must be determined by this tri-
bu al, or all the presumption of validity is in its
favor.

The above is all very correct, so far as it goes,
but it does not go far enough to present the subject
in its true and more extended light. We may all
assume that a certain law is unconstitutional. That
right belongs to every citizen. But such assumption,
and no other assumption, can make a law unconsti-
tutional or otherwise, until it is finally passed upon
and determined by the regularly constituted judicial
tribunals of the land.

But how is the question-take the validity of the
" Army bill," for instance-to be settled ; how is it
to get there-to the Supreme Court ? In cases of
this kind, the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court is
appellate. The matter must first go through the
ordeal of a trial before the District Court, before it
can reach the Supreme Court. The District Judge,
after due hearing, may decide that the new Election
law is constitutional, or that it is unconstitutional.
So far as his jurisdiction extends, the authority of
the District Judge is ample. In either event, an
appeal lies directly to the court of last resort, which
must be granted, and there, and there only, can a
final decision be had. And, until the case passes out
of the handsof the District Court, and into the hands
of the Supreme Court, the power of the former is as
legitimate as it is complete.
Had the appointees under the " Army bill" desired

a final determination of the cause, it could have been
had, we doubt not, long since. Their political opponu
ents were willing and anxious, and the Supreme
Court did not adjourn until after the middle of June.

ROBBERY OF TIHE U. S. MINT IN SAN FRANCISCO.
The San Francisco Herald, of the 20th ult., states
that Win. Bein, who had been for some time employed
in the coiners' department of the U. S. Mint in that
city, was arrested, on the previous day, on suspi-
cion of having abstracted gold from the establishment.
His apartment was searched, and about s000 in gold
found, together with deeds for property to near the
value of 120,000. He admitted his peculations, and
restored $3300 of the amount. It was supposed,
from the wax in which the gold filings were found,
that he committed the thefts by means of wax placed
under the instep of the boots, to which the gold,
when trod upon, adhered. The Herald srys :
Since writing the above, we have learned that the

attentionef the Sulperintendent swa list ced to the
affair and suspicion aroused from the fact that three
small bars of gold, in a rough state, were received at
the Mint for coinage, which were •ound to, I.e o1 the
standard funenes, and must have pased through the
Mint. It was ascertained that it camne thlrouglh Helcs,
Fargo & Co., from a man in thi city who called hi,
name Carl Klops, but who was a'terwards reccguizcd
to be William Beint. Since his arrest, he ias ackiw-
tedged that he has heen carrying ou the piilfering crter
since the establishmenlt of the Miut in thins cty.
