of practical value so far as the South is concerned, or
Kansas is concerned, or the pro-slavery party in that
Territory is concerhed.

We care not what the President may write in his
"annual message to Congress." A veteran politician
like Mr. Buchanan always writes well and plausibly.
No one understands the art of making the language
obscure the thought, or of making the better appear I
theworse reason, or the worse the better reason, than
the present chief magistrate of this confederacy.
His reasoning will no doubt be pronounced satisfactory
by his partisans and office-holders, and they, anques.
tionably, will endeavor to make it satisfactory to the
people. but the great fact-pregnant with ominous
results to the South in the future-will be as appa- i
rent as the noonday sun that blazed with such vivid
intensity yesterday-that Kansas, and all other Ter-
ritories of the North-West, have been, under his ad-
ministration, irretrievably lost to the South--to that
very section of country that almost exclusively
elected him to his present exalted position.

What is the use of condemning the President, or of

"Young America " crowded her decks to take the
first ride on this splendid specimen of home architec.

speed, threw away their hats, and almost their lungs,
while under the excitement of the moment.

The Atchafalaya is 123 long, 24 feet in breadth,
and 3 feet hold; built of strong, durable, native
white oak, and is a credit to her builder, Mr. Duggan,
and the enterprising State Engineer who designed
her. She will be,decidedly, the best boat in the ser-
vice of the State.

After the launch was over, a collation was partaken
of by the crowd, which was provided by Str. I)uggan,
his Excellency, Gov. Wicklifle. and some of the spec-
tators, doing the honors for the worthy and respected
mechanic, whose skill and workmanship was the gen-
eral thelme of conversation.

The Gov. Hebert is now at the ways to be repaired
by tIr. Duggan. afrter completing which the David A.
Randall will be commenced by the same gentleman
whose work we above commend.

When we reflect on the abundance of ship timber
in the immediate vicinity of Baton Rouge, and the
number of excellent mechanics in our midst, we are
astonishcd that steamboat Iuilding and repairing are
not carried on to a greater extent. Capt. WT. F. Tun-
nard has the premium for Southern railroad cars, and
Capt. Duggan is even with him in the steamboat de-
partment. We trust that both branches of industry
may prosper as they deserve to prosper. Who knows
but that Red Stick, when her railroads are completed,
may yet become the seat of manoufacturing industry"in the South. (Baton RIouge Advocate.

Edilors Crescent : In your issue sometime ago,
under the head of "Interesting from Panama," you 11
quote the answers of Gnu. Mora, of Costa Rica, to 1i
questions put to him by Capt. Thatcher, relative to
the forcible 'detention of American citizens by the
Costa Rican authorities, on Lake Nicaragua, deny-
ing, in tote, that any such were forcibly detained, b
and that those in the service of Costa Bica on the p
captured lake steamers were so employed of their d

own free will and accord, and that none were do- '
tained for any longer period than they chose or had t
contracted for. As I am one of those so detained, to a
the injury of my healthl and danger of life, I beg
leave to offer a few statements of facts contradictory
of the above, and to exhibit the case in its true light

I was serving on board the steamer San Carlos as
first officer, under Capt Ericsson, on the 3d of Janu-
ary last, when that steamer, having several hundred
California passengers on board, bound for the United
States, was captured by the Costa Ricans, under
Spence, who informed the passengers that they
would be allowed to proceed.

A guard was stationed on board, with orders not
to allow one of the officers or crew to leave.

This order was modified afterwards so much as to
allow Capt. Ericsson and aIr. Birdeall, the Chief En-
gineer, to proceed as far as Greytown, conditioned r
that they would give their word of honor to return
from thence with Spence. This they did not, and t
for the best reasons in the world-that they did not I
intend to place themselves again in the hands of the
Costa Ricans. Capt. Bunker, Mr. Harrington, first
officer, and Mr. Wise, Chief Engineer, of the La Vir
gin came on board the San Carlos to obtain leave to
proceed to Greytown, also. Capt. Bunker was allowed,
on the terms granted Capt.Ericsson and Mr. Birdsall,
leaving his trunk, clothes and money as security for
his return. None of the other applicants were
allowed-nor did Capt. Bunker return, as stipulated
for.

I From this date up to the 6th of June. in company
with Mr. hasten, as engineer, I was forcibly detained
as Captain, or sailing mnnster, of the San Carlos, as
were Mr. Harrington and Mr. Wise on the La Virgin.
A guard was constantly maintained over us, and all
our remonstrances against our being so detained were
unavailing. We were, at different times, informed by
the various Generals, Commandants, and other offi-
cials placed over us by Gen. Jose J. Mora, " that we
could not and would not be allowed to leave," for the
best and plainest reason in the world-that they bad
no other persons in all Costa Rica or on the lake of
Nicaragua, competent to manage or handle the
steamer, and "that, if we did' not perform the service
peaceably, we should do it forcibly."

We were not allowed to correspond with any person I
beyond the guard of the steamer, either by letter or
otherwise; nor were we released from this state of
Sbondage and servitude until Mr. Masten was allowed I
to proceed to Greytown, in company with the super.
cargo of the San Carlos, David Murray, a Jamaica i
negro and aid-de-camp to Gen. Canas, conditioned I
that he would return to the lake again. While at
Greytown, Mr. Masten obtained an interview with B. _
Squire Cottrell, Esq., U. S. Commercial Agent, who I
furnished the necessary papers to procure our release.
With these he returned to the lake, and on the 2d
of June the four American citizens referred to above,
myself included, proceeded to Rivas to obtain an in-
terview with Gen. Canes. It was finally agreed that
we should be released on the 6th of June.

We had repeatedly refused to receive any pay, pre-
i ferring to consider ourselves forced into service and

held as prisoners; but, as often as we did refuse, we
were inlbormed that any act of this kind would be
considered traitorous, and we would be shot. The

, money paid was in gold, at the rate of $17 per ounce, I
which was worth but $14 in New York. My own
health has been seriously impaired by our confine-
ment and treatment. The fact must be evident to
I any intelligent person, ' that the constant and valua-
ble service rendered by the steamers to the Costa
IRicans had to be performed," and that they had no
Costa Ricans competent to perform it, and that re-
sort to force proceeded Trom necessity, and that my-
self and associates were the victimsof that necessity.
And I have yet too high an opinion of the value of
American citizenship and the character for veracity
which it should bear, to believe that my statements
will go for nought against that of the highest officials
: of Costa Rica, or the race from which they spring.

electric telegraph cable, belonging to the Atlanti
Telegraph Company, were picked up on the tth anl
12th of August, in Queenstown Harbo•n.

It was noticed that, in laying the chble, the centipn-
ityof the electric current was by some imans, at
present unknown, temporarily destroyed. fleot-
Brooke, U. S. Navy, well known as the inventor of
an instrument for deep sea soundings, offers the fl-
lowing explanation of the phenomenon :

The conducting wires broke ; the gitta pereia
stretching with the soter wires, drew the broken ends
apart, and conatinuity was then interrupted. But-
when that portion of the cable appreached the hotb
tomit became slack. "The cable will be deposit~
in waves upon the bottom." Then the gutta percha,
relieved of the strain, by virtue of its elasticity con-
tracting, drew the broken, separated ends of the
conducting wires together and continuity was re-es-
tablished. This re-establishment of eontieuity is I
striking proof of the fact that the conducting wires
were broken, while the gutta petrhao emsathde nf-
harmed. Had it not been re-established the inter-
ruption would have been generally attributed to ab-
sion of the gutta percha,and the error of conatrkctte
would have remained unexposed.

He then tested the bones by weight,
a•ld foimond the thorough-bred by far the heavier.
olvowing their superior substance and solidipy. They
were hard and dense as ivory.
