doctrines of the Democratic party, and dangerous to
our institutions in this;

fhat he has attempted to influence the free action
of the people of the Territory in framing their con-
stitution, by threatening them with exclusion from
tie Union unless they obeyed his dictation.

He has attempted by the like unfair ifluences to
substitute the will of persons not authorized by law
to vote and who are in open rebellion to the laws and
authorities of the land, for the legally expressed will
of the people of Kansas ;

He has attempted to persuade the people of m-
sas that their country is unfit for slavery on aco,
of its climate, character of productions, etc., anud
thereby, as a federal officer, directly intervened
against the institutiona of one section of the country,
in favor of another.

He has given aid and comfort to the rebels in said
Territory, by promlsingto join with them in their
illegal resistance to the constituted authorities of
Kansas,unlesa his unconstitutional dictation was sub-
smatted to by the regularly organized government of
the Territory.

Your committee therefore recommend the adoption
of the following resolution :

John Brown and a Mr. Talley were badly eculddl :
the latter has since died. The explosion was caused
by the water getting too low in the boiler, and fillingit ulsuddenly with cold water. The loss is estimated
