The Coming Theatrieal Season.

As gaiety is by no means the least element of New
Orleans winter life, it may please our readers to be
posted as to what theyare to look for duringthe
comingseason. We accordinglygivethem the •ipedit
of all the availahe information within our reaeh, and
from it they may form a very good geneil.ld as to
"what's ahead" In the amesement ealendar. The
first theater to open, and of consequence the first
we shall notice, Is-

SB•LDero & Roon's AxrPTrHtnTBa.-Under the
superintendence of Mr. Bidwell, this establishment
has been mnch improved and beantified inside. A
second and third tier have been erected around the
anditorium, from wing to wing, the second as broad
as the first, resting on pillars, and all lisodemely
decorated. The old blank walls that disfigaurd the
theater are visible no more, and the interior • now
that of a complete,regUlleybeilt, anddfelyafnished
theater. The museum, balls and psiage ways, and
scenery are receiving new embellishments of paint,
and the house will open on the 5th of next month
with the iminortal Matt Peel and' his Ethiopian
troupe, now the best in existence. The troWpe, we
learn, has been reorganized, but without deteriooation,
and will offer many new and good things to the pub-
lic, in addition to what they have given before--
among others, a bras-sband perfotmance, which is
said to be the very perfection of that kind of mpia.
The troupe will perform six weeks; after tlit, the
great trained elephants will perform three ildes;
then the Keller Family and a ballet troupe, in con
junction, forthree weeks; next, the great triple circne,
for ten weeks; and finally the Marsh Children for
six weeks.

We
give a list of the stock company, which, it will be
seen, is almost entirely new to this city: Mr. Grattan
Dawson, stage manager; Messrs. C. C. Hamilton, C.
Hale, John Shackman, Wm. Floyd, Allen, Pitz-
gerald, Thos. McDonough, J. Ferris, Curran, Chip-
pendale, Blackwood, Ward, A. Nelson, C. T. Murphy,
Williams; Misses Louisa Reeder, E. Henrarde, A.
Henrarde, Sallie Steele; Mrs. Chas. Hale, Mrs. Laws,
Misses E. Wilton, Maria Duckworth, Leslie, and
others. Mr. Crisp's theater at Memphis opens on
the 5th prox., with a separate company, and it is
likely that as circumstances may direct, changes
will beimade, backward and forward, as is custom-
ary when one manager has theaters in different
cities. The theater here will open about the 22d of
October.

ST. COASLEs THaEATE.-Manager De Bar has this
this year, as we are informed, given thistheater what
it has so long needed. The interior has undergone, or
is now undergoing, a thorough rejuvenation. Mr.
Boulet, formerly at the Gaiety, is at work inside, and

is goingahead at such a rate that, as we are promised,
when the theater opens, its old friends will not know
it. The ceiling is entirely new, painted in panels,
with figures and devices ; the fronts of allthe tiers are
newly decorated; a new and splendid green curtain,
painted to imitate velvet drapery, with gold-fringes,
tassels, etc., has replaced the old one; and a new and
beautiful act drop is under way.

Other improvements are progressing, on and ofthe
stage. Mr. De Bar's novelty list, we learn, includes
the great New York comedian and author of"Po-ca.

The
fact that the building belongs to the McDonogh es-
tate is enough to forbid the lessee from hazarding
any great amount of labor or capital in brightening it 1
up. It answers all the purposes of opera, to be sure ;
but then it is shamefully old and scaly outside, and
plain inside. Mr. Boudousquie, however, is getting
up his opera company for the season with his charac-
teristic energy and line appreciation of the tastes of
our opera-going public. At last advices he bad or-
ganized his troupe, and was to send them from Havre
about the 3d inst. on the ship Johannisburg. M'me.
Colson, who is still here, is re-engaged. Mr. B. had
secured Mr. Rauche, a barytone of high repute, and-
pupil of the great Duprez. His tenor he had not en-
gaged; but he had engaged M. Holteen as successor
to M. Tournade, the former being of previous expe-
rience here, and having been for the last year and a
half under the tuition of the best masters of the
singing art in Italy.
