of the interior wilds of Africa or Australia, recorded
in a style of purely plain description, would possess
much less of interest than a journey over the old
beaten field, jotted down in the charming mosaic of
fact, fancy and feeling. We .have, read travel books
of both kings, and must say that we greatly prefer
thelitter land our booksellers, we opine, can readily
furnish a practical solution of the question, as to
which kind best meets the approbation of the read-
ing public.

In the "Souvenirs of Travel" of M'me Le Vert, we
recgnise a gem of the kind we have been describing
-- a gem of the first water. The classic spots of
Europe have never been visited, the brilliant circles
of its capitals never mingled in, by a tourist better
Sited, in respect to cultivation of intellect, refinement
oftperception, and geniality of soul, for their descrip-
tion, than the accomplished authoress of the volumes
before us. The qualities which for so many years
dlstlnguihed her at home, and caused her society to
be sought by all celebrities at home and from abroad,
were the golden passport of her travel through
Europe; and it may be said that in many respects
she enjoyed greater advantages of observation than

emost her numerous predecessors, in making the tour
of that contbnent. No one, at any rate, can read the
book, without thoroughly enjoying it, and deciding
that the literary abilities of Madame Le Vert are in
fbll keeping with the other accomplishments for
which she s so justly celebrated.

We should state, in justice to Mine Le Vert, that
her " Souvenirs of Travel " were never designed for
publidation by her, and appear in print now only at
the solicitatlons of her friends, who, being aware of
thelpgreat excellence and attractiveness, were loth to
sesthem confined to the comparatively limited circle
foerwhose entertainment they were originally written.
-A-large-part of the reading public must have enjoyed
the perusal' of extracts of Madame Le Vert's letters
bom tlte to time, for, whenever she wrote to a friend,
that Ifiend waas aturally apt to think the gratifica-
tiesn of the public would be equal to his own, and,
would accordingly furnish extracts to the public
press; and thus started, they seldom failed going
the rounds of newspaperdom.

I do not think Judge Douglas is a statesman-
that is, in the sene in whichlthat term was applied

to Mr. Clay and Kr. Calhoun. Thbt-lhis i bllities
no one can dispok. That he has a remarkably vigor-
bus and oautemind, is evident to any one who hears
or reads his speeches. But he does not appear to
possess that enlarged and comprehensive view of all
subiects appertaining to the wellfare of the nation,
which make up the character of a complete states-
man. He has been accused, too, of consulting more
the interests of his party than the interests of the na-
tion at large. Certainly, no one is more constant and
steadfast in his party fealty. If he has uttered views
at all incoosistent with the established creed of the
Dem ocfetioparty.be has made haste.to retractthem
at the irat. pportuoity. .Thus, te may have advo-
cated doctrines among his coltitoenits in Illinois
which he would not avow in the United States Sen-
ate. He may have enunciated eq•atterettilguty
in Illinois, but he has been always chary of doing so
in Washington. In fact, when pressed on one occa-
sion in the Senate by his colleague, he evaded the re-
sponsibility of an opinion by affirming that it was a
judicial question, to be decided by the Supreme Court,
and that he would not forestal the decision of that
tribunal by an opinion of his own. This is certainly a
new device for escape from an unpleasant position.

That he should be popular at the South has been to
me always a matter of surprise. His supposed deve-
,tion to the constitutional rights of the South, in
respect of the institution of slavery, moust be the
only reason-for there is no other question on which
his political views accord with the predominant senti-
ment of the Southern people. He is, notorioualy,the
advocate of liberal appropriations by the Federal
Government to the improvement of rivers and har-
bore. He is equally as well known for favoring the
grants of public lands to the railroad corporations of
the North-West. He is, avowedly, an advocate of
the Homestead Law-a measure to which the people
of the South, without division of sentiment, are in-
flexibly opposed. He is in-favor of alien euifrage in
the Territories-a " monster of such hideous mien"
that even Democratic Senators in the South opposed
it almost unanimously. What there is, then, to com-
mend him to the affections of the SBothern people it
is difficult to understand. The abuse heaped upon
him by the Abolitionists may be the principal cause-
but that constitutes no valid reason, of itself, that
the South should cherish him with a peculiar af-
fection.

While Judge Douglas is a man of remarkably
acute and subtle intellect, he is no scholar at all. He
knows nothing of the classics-is unfamiliar with
history, except that portion of modern history which
has come under his immediate observation. He is
not even a grammarian-and his best friends have
been frequently mortified at the gross grammatical
solecisms which he commits in his speeches.

As Chairman of the Committee on Territories, the
whole Kansas imbroglio was committed to his man-
agement during the two last sessions of Congress.
He discharged this duty with fearlessness and firm-
ness. Frequently thrown into collision with the
acutest intellects of the other side, he held his own
with rare ability and address. But where argument
was lacking, he was at no lose for the weapons of so-
phistry and special pleading. Though unhorsed in
the tourney, be was always sure to fall on his feet.

The object of his ambition for the last eight years
has been to achieve the Presidency. He will never
succeed in it, unless he become an avowed Black Re-
publican. The election in 1860 will be the last time
any party calling itself national will ever succeed-if
then. In 1864, the overwhelming majority of the
North in the Electoral College, arising from the re-
apportionment of representation, and the admission
of half a dozen new free States, will enable that sec-
tion to dictate the President at its own will and
pleasure.

The seat adjoining him will be empty at the next
session of Congress. It was filled by the manly form
of Thomas J. Rusk of Texas. The echo of the cry
thatRusk is no more has scarcely yet died upen the
popular ear.

The early history of Gen. Rusk-his gallant partici-
pation in the straggle of Texas for independence-
the love and affection in which he was cherished by
the people of that State, are all familiar as household
words. There was no office in the gift of the people
of Texas, which Rusk could not have had for the
asking. The highest office of the nation would have
been his, had Texas been able to direct it. That he
should have fallen, by his own hand, in the midst of
his fame and usefulness, and when at the zenith of
his popularity, is indeed a distressing as well as mys-
terious circumstance. What private grief may have
unbalanced that calm and powerful intellect, it is not
given us to know. It must have been something of
terrible weight that could crush the herculean spirit
of Rusk.

As a Senator, he was held in universal esteem. No
one ever ventured to impeach his patriotism. Calm,
quiet, dignified, earnest, sincere, and manly in every
thing he undertook, he commanded the respect, if not
the admiration of his associates. Often when excite-
ment ran high in the Senate, and Senators were losing
their dignity in the heat of the moment, the massive
form of Rusk would be seen to rise, and oil would im-
mediately cover the troubled waters. The confidence
reposed in him was attested by the last act of the
Senate in electing him the presiding officer of that
body in the absence of the Vice President.

His latest effort was an earnest advocacy of the
appropriation to the Atlantic Telegraph. It was
assailed by Thompson of Kentucky, with all the wea-
pons of argument, ridicule and wit-hbut he held his
position with cool firmness and ability, until it was
placed beyond all danger of attack.

Gen. Rusk was Chairman of the Committee on Post
Offices and Rost Roads, and discharged the duties
with fidelity and energy. He seemed to be warmly
attached to his colleague, Gen. Houston-the latter
being his principal associate. With Clayton and But-
ler and Adams and Bell, he has gone to hielast rest,
and sleeps the sleep that knows no waking. Among
the familiar faces that appeared in the last Senate,
the absence of none will occasion a more poignant
regret than that of Thomas J. Rusk. EssEx.

PERPETrAL hOTIoc.--The editor of the London
Times thinks the following instances come as near
perpetual motion as any one can desire:

It was glorious then in its
solitude, relievednly by the roar of tlets atract and
the mormurhig of the contracted raplilrj Ifyonwoul
see Niagara for its own aske-for the love you bear
to the beantiful and suanblime in nature-visit it in'
winter. Then your wanderings will be undisturbed
by the empty laugh and puerile jest of frivolity. Then
you may linger among the many enchantIng spots
with which the place abounds, with your gaze undil
turbed by the gaudy dresses or dashing equipages of
fashion.

Now, the scene is changed, and what a change ! It
has been said that 'ortjt thousand people visit this
place yearly, and the statement monst betittle. The
hotels, old and new, are crowded. A traveler must
needs speak of them. The Clifton House retains its old
popularity, though the death of its former proprietor
has interrupted the many improvements which he had
,commenced. He was a lordly inn-keeper, of great
wealth, and not sparing itn the noble style and ex-
tent of his decorations. The grounds, cottages,
stables and the lhke;ail evidence the exerte .of taste
and wealth. No wonder, that with its advantages of
gardens, walks and drives, the hotel is crowded. The
view of the cataract is unquestionably finer from this,
the Canadian side. The International and lthe Cata.
ract, are pleasant houses, well kept-th' former,
popular with New Orleans travelers, while the other
supports its ancient fame, and is the resort of the
habitues who yearly torn their steps in pious pilgrim-
age to do honor to the " great thunder of waters."

Of course, with so much competition, everything is
done which man can do, to prolong and render com.
fortable the stay of the guest. But in the consequent
noise and confusion, one cannot help thinking that
there is something which jars upon the finer feeling-
In your room you seek for the noise of the water.fall,
and your ear is saluted with the roaring of the gong,
the music of the band, or the shouting of drivers as
theyhorry to and fro with carriage or omnibus. The
song of the cataract is very pleasant, but you cannot
dance by it, nor eat by it, and how could a, place be
fashionable without eating or dancing? .

The cars are constantly arriving, bringing a new
crowd and carrying away an old one. It • astonish-
ing with what a rush many people do up Niagara.
A hurried toilet to get rid of the dust, a hasty meal
to fortify the body, and then for one of the numerous
hacks in attendance. This secured, the driver hur-
ries around Goat Island, then across the suspension
bridge to the Canadian side-one rapid glance at the
sublime view there, and then back again, That ru-
minative pa, sitting bolt upright and musing on the
rise or full of stocks-that anxious ma, by his side,
facing their two lovely daughters, so superbly dressed,
so keen-witted and quick-sighted-they have had a
delightful drive. They have taken quick but eonclu-
sive observations of every other carriage encountered
upon the road-have measured accurately the dimen.
sions of every skirt and the cost of every bonnet-
have caught occasional and hurried views of the
falls, and shrieked so musically while crossing the
bridge! They return in delightful contentment.
They have seen Niagara! The view from the Canada
side is so pretty! A grand toilette for dinner or the
evening soiree, and, while all eyes are dazzled and
all mouths are dumb with the splendor of their ap-
pearance, they are off for Saratoga and Newport.

But, thank heaven all are not such who visit
Niagara. Messrs. Doolittle, Prattle, Tattle & Co.
will tell you that Niagara is not fashionable. " One
meets with so many rude people there-so little good
dressing, so few of our set, you know." Flunkyism
sends but few representatives to summer it at Niagara,
but in their stead come some of the true nobility of
human kind, unrestricted by clime or nationality.
That unassuming party, simply-but neatly dressed,
stealing away with guide-books and sketch.books,
for a morning ramble, are some of Messrs. D., P. &
T.' rude, ill-dressed people; and yet they possess a
-lineage and a reputation for Intelligence and high at-
tainments which well nigh drives Mrs. Tattle to de-
spair. These are but representative people. While
you meet here with vain and frivolous parties, sim-
pering and smirking in the ball-room, going mechani-
cally and sleepily thronglhthe sights, gratified only
in the ability to say that they have visited the falls,
on the other hand you find earnest, intelligent, high-
souled men and women-not all artists and poets,
nor all enthusiasts, yet all impressed with some trace
of the sublime beauty of nature, and glad to linger
here while yet the heart beats and the pulse throbs
in unison with the grander genius of the place.

A few days at Niagara glide away delightfully.
Goat Island is a source of unfailing pleasure, and
abundantly compensates for any advantages claimed
by the Canadian side. The viewof the American
Fall is truly grand, and at every step of your pro-
gress around the island, some new prospect discloses
new scenes of beauty. One bright, souny morning,
I strolled up the banks of the river, where the stream
comes down silent and sullen in its unbroken smooth-
ness. The first interruption of the rocks is splendid.
Bubbling and boiling, its green waves dashed into
foam, nothing can be more fascinating. It was a de-
lightful walk. but too long for description. It is
almost a peculiarity of the place that it gratifies
many whims and caprices of disposition. Are you
scientific 'Visit the spring where a jet of inflam-
mable gas issues from the water patriotic? Ride to
Lundy's Lane, and hear the old man on the tower
which crowns the hill discourse the brave deeds of
the living and the dead-" all of which he saw, and
part of which he was," if you believe him. Would
you bathe ? There, just by the edge of the American
Fall, an enterprising Yankee has turned a small part
of the stream through his little house, and rushing
through at twenty horse power, you may have the
finest shower bath that ever refreshed the wearied
limbs.

If you would be lonely and contemplative, you can
stroll down the hill side to the very rocks which con-
fine the lower rapids, and beguile the hour with pen-
sive thought while the waters are gurgling at your
feet, and the moistened air lends a delicious cooluess.
More adventurous, you can cross "the ferry," and
become the plaything almost of the swift current,
trusting your safety to the frail boat and the frailer
oar, which bears you across the river, just below the
cataract. Hardier still, you can trustyourself to that
wonderful little prodigy, the " Maid of the bMist,"
and be rocked to and fro upopen the waves, bathing in
the very froth of the fall, with the rainbow above
you. Become reckless-you can descend into the
cave of winds, and, while you feel the foot slip upon
toe wet rock, and see tihe overhanging cliffs threaten
you every moment with death- while the ear is
stunned with the thundering roar, and the eyes
blinded with spray-if your thirst for the beautiful is
not satisiled, you are hard to please. RiA[lLER.
