tack upon a train of Mexican cartmen about twenty
miles from that place, on the 12th inst. Troubles i
have for some time existed between certain parties
not easily identified and the Mexicans employed as
cartmen, and the latter have been attacked several t
times. The Herald says:

It appears that seventeen carts belonging to the I
large train under charge of Mr. W. G. Tobin, of this
place, being some six miles In advance of the main t
body, were attacked amile or two this side of Helea,
by an armed body of men with faces blacked--that in
the attack two Mexicans were killed, and a number
wounded, as well as one American, the latter belong-
ing to the assailing party. Expresses were imme- t
diately sent hack to the main party, as well as to the
ranches on the river, from which latter an express
was sent to our city to give the news, as stated above.

On the animals I
taken, six in number, five were recovered, the other
had died. It seems that the horses of Mr. Baillie,
soa posed to have been stolen by the Indians, had
on y been frightened away by them, and were after- 1
wards recovered.
