Loss OF THE STAMSHrIP NonRoLc.-Capt. Kelly,
with the passengers and a portion of the crew of the
steamship Norfolk, wrecked in the lower pert of
Chesapeake Bay during the gale-on the night of the
14th, reached Philadelphia on the 16th. One of the
passengers furnishes the following particulars of the
shipwreck :

The steamship Norfolk, Capt. J. RIt. Kelly, which
left Philadelphia on Saturday last, at 9 o'clock A. M.,
for Norfolk and .Richmond, with twenty.sik passen-
gem, and a crew composed of twenty-one persons,
and ladon with a valuable cargo of merchandise, en-
Countered a heavy gale from E. S. . on BSunday
evening, which Continued to increase tj violence
during the night; between 10 o'clock P. . and a
A. M. she speang t leak, carried away jib, spanker
and fore-spencer, and, to lighten hen, a large portion
of the cargo was thrown overboard. Her head was
then turned toward the beach, with theview of ran-
ningher on, to save the lives of these on boad, but
the rudder broke off, and she was left a belolesa
wreck, in a violentgale andheayaea, asnd at dailght
on MIonday meke into pieces' then about ten ile
south of Chincrteagne, the paesengese and e ew
barely having time to take to the boat*, saving
nothing but what clothes thee-had op; before she
went down, and was lost entirely from view.

After being on board the small boats in a heavy
sea, and high N. N. W. wind foe apout nine hours,
they were fallen in with at 2 o'clock P. M. by thl
steamship Jos. Whitney, Capt. Howes, tfrom Bnald
more, bound to Boston, who succeeded in takingop
three of the boats, containing forty perona. The
fourth boat steered off in another direction i search.
of a vessel which was in sight, but which did not
heed them, and it was seen afterwards, bpt it is op-
posed made for the shore. This beat's crew, contain-
sug the first and second engineer and firemen,.was
afterwards picked up by the steamer Caledonia, boemd
from Charleston to Baltimore.
