Letter from the Purser of the Empire City..

NorBFLE, VA., Sept. 15, 1857.
We arrived at this port yesterday morning at sun-

riste--seven days out from Havana-having encoun-
tared a terrible storm, which exceeded even that Of
last January. The steamship Central America-our
consort from Aspinwall-with the California passen-
gers, mailsand treasure, had arrived at Havana the
day'revious to us, and left for New York at 9 o'clock
on the soroing of the 8th, followed by the Empire
City at10 o'clock-one hour later. Some little blst-
ering had passed between the officers of the respect-
ive ships as to their speed,, and our friends on the
other ship promised to report nous.

At snaet on the 8th-esme day-her smoke was
only visible ahead on the horizon, and next morning
ahe'was oat of tight altogether. On the 9th, the
wind blew fresh from northeast; on the 10th, daring'
the day, the wind continued.blowing hard and increas-
ing all day-at night increased to an ordinary gale ;
next day, (the 11th) the wind increasing all the
time, blew tremendously, with heavy sea running;
on the 12 it blew a hurricane,lullngat intervals only
to blow harder. The force of the gale at this time ex-
ceeded anything in my previous experience. I can
uompare it only to the roar of steam from an escape

'pipe,. Dsring all this time alow, gloomy, cloudy sky
ht out both sun and stare ; the sea did not rise in

heavy waves, but was one plane of foam over which
•ws d'iven by the force of the wind a heavy mist of
spry.

Our ship behaved well, bat rolled at times very
hevily, and the passengers were most heartily fright-
eoed On the 13th, the gale not abating, got out of
the Galf stream, and slowly made or way toward the
land, as our coal by this time began to give evidence
of exhaustion, and we found we cold not make New
York without a further supply. lot knowing where
we were, Capt. McGowan had to grope his wayalong,
and'fally, on the afternoon of the 14th, in the midst
of aheay rain storm, which shut in the horizon to
within a lew ship's lengths ahoead,and a frightful sea
rsnning, as the wind had partially abated, we lound
ourselves jaust about to run over the wreck of a bark,
)with bhmitzen-mast only standing, and a cast of the
lead gare as ten fathoms.

The crew of the bark we could plainly see on her
decks,but we couls not help the poor fellows, for we
,were running on a shoal of Cape Lookout, ten miles
from the land, and our only boat left would not have
lived a moment. Of co e, the firset thing was to go
abqut, and in:doing so, at the risk of having decks
"wept, we lay with our deck actually nearly perpen
dicalar up and down, and with two frightful rolls, she
cme bout against wind and sea.

At thistlme blew out a small hole in the head of
one of the boilers, which filled the cabins with steam,
and frightened the few courlageous ones left. After
this passed an anxious night, feeling our way with
the lead, not wabthng to run far from, shore, as our
coal was nearly expended, and yet afraid to run in
for fear of being loot. If we had touched the beach
not a soul would have been saved in the tremendous

Groping.along, at 10 o'clock at night, made out at
last Cape atteras light, and for the first time knew
where we were. Wet, bruisedand exhausted,we felt
like giving three hearty cheers. Next morning com-
menced tearing up berths in the steerage, bulkheads,
crates, berth slate, ladders, boats, etc., burning
them with our coal to eke it out, and werekbout
to commence on our cabinu as we reached this port,
but fortunately saved them.
