, It proclaims its devotion forreligioue as well as fo

civil and political liberty-its hostility to any re
ligious test for public office, and .its.abhorrence and
denunciation of any interference with or infringe
ment.upon the rights of conscience.

It advocates honesty and economy in the conduct
of public as well as private alfairs, and avows its de
termination to support as candidates for public office
those only who are capable and honest, and who will
truly endeavor to preserve the purity and independ-
ence of the elective franchise.

Passing from these general subjects, your attention
is invited to a consideration of mattersof immediate
interest to you under the State government.

A brief reference to the legislation of the State
will suffice to showthe mis-government, the asurpa-
tions ofpower, the open contempt for the injunctions
of the constitution, the corrupt and wasteful expen-
diture of the public moneys, the unconstitutional and
tyrannical oppression of a portion .of the people of
the State, the increase of the executive power and

patronage, the obstructions to Commerce and Agri-
culture, and the neglect of the great interest of pub-
lio education, that have signalized the rule of the
Democratic party of Louisiana for several years past

Under the 7th title of the constitution of the State
of Louisiana of 1852-the present constitution-it is
ordained that "there shall be a Board of Public
Works, to consist of four Commissioners ;" that the
General Assembly, at its first session, to-wit, in 1853,
shall provide for the election and compensation of
the Commissioners and the organization of the Board,
" and that the Commissioners shall exercise a diligent
and faithful supervision of all public works in which
the State may be interested, except those made by
joint stock companies ;" and that they shall " commu
nicate to the General Assembly, from time to time
their views concerning the same, and recommend
such measures as they may deem necessary, in order
that they may employ to the best advantage, and for
the purposes for which they were granted, thi
swumiss and overflowed lands conveyed by the Unites
States to this State."

It should be kept in mind that the terms " Publi
Works" mean " all the public works in which thi
State may be interested, except those made by join
stock companies," and embrace such as may be neces
sary to reclaim the swamp lands, nanl render then
most available for the purposes for which they wer
granted to the State by thbfUnited States.

The object of the framers of the constitution i
here clearly stated, and their will-their injunctio
in regard to it.-positively declared. What has bee
the action of the Legislature upon the subject ?

In 1853, the Legislature, at its first session after t•
adoption of the constitution, treated the object of it
framers of the constitution, and their positive injute
tions, with supreme contempt. They made no Boar
of Public Works, and provided" for no election c
comnissioners ; but in lieu of their prescribed action
passed an act dividing the State into "three leve
anddraiding distriots," and creating a distinct am
independent board of three commissioners, calle
"the SwampLand Oommismioners," conferring onith
Governor the appointment of the commissioners,
and on the commissioners so appointed, the appoint
ment of three engineers; one for each district, a..
providing a large salary, $3000, for each commissions
and for each engineer.

Thus, instead of a Board of Publio Works and
Board of Commissioners, to be elected by the peoph
the Democratic Legislatare created a- Board
" Swamp Land Commisioners," with attendant ent
neers, and gave the appointment of the commi
sioners to the Governor, and the appointment of tU
engineers to the Governorn' appointees.

The dominant party lbave~olo by their legislativ
acts multiplied public offices nhnecessarily, and tr
the great cost of thapeople, to provide for their hvopl
ites and partisans. .i

In the judiciary department the number of judig
in the parishes has been increased, and'sealarlthr
been created for the new judges without anyMleried
pondentinomease of litigation and law beOelna. '
stead of pursuing the liberal and wise course of dim
inishing the number of districts, and raising lhe asl
aries of the judges so as to secure judges from amont
the best lawyers, without adding to the publie ex
pense, the partisan policy has been adopted of .mak
ing many ofices and many salaries; thus fastesinl
upon the people the curse of an inferior judiciary with
an enlarged charge upon,the treasury.

The same kind of legislation is to be observeds
the numerous oficees created under the existing on
constitutional plans for draining the swamp lands,
and for carrying on internal improvement.

Another wasteful and partisan expenditure is to be
osen in the large sums appeopriated for publicprint.
ing.. The amount paid for the public printing in 185.
was $50,677. The profits from this sonree' iuketthe
fortune of a favored contractor in the spteti of tkc
:years.

The action of the Legislatnre, with respect to ths
banks, has been illiberal and injtgdclous. White
every care should be taken to maintain good faith amn
credit, and no issue allowed of paper not always eon
vertible into specie, restriotionsshquld notpeimposei
upon the banks which must operate only as obetruc
tions to trade and cbmmerce and the general busi
ness of the community. Thq interests of ll colasse
in the State call for a modilcatione f the late law
affecting the useful and proper operations of our mo
neyed institution•s.
The interests of education so essential to the char

actor and welfare of Louisiana have bee.bashmeallj
neglected. The 'Free School and' Seminary'Funds
the proceeds of all lands heretofore granted by the
United States to this State for the support of educt
tion-funds held in'trust, and sacred for educationi

'purposes-have been wasted and squandered, and the
Itegislature at its last session was compelled,in ordei
to replace this trust fund, to pass a law anthorizing

" the issue of State bonds to the amomut of asven hue
dred thousand dollars. The Comeon School svstes
i now in existence is acknowledged to be a wrehtibe
failure; and no plan has been devised as asnbsttieiit
by a party intent only on the possession and enjoy
ment of the public offices.

If turning from these acts of tyranny, oppreestor
misgovernment, corruption and ilu•der,ye•or atte
,ion is directed to the conduct of tide E-egotivr
