Report upon the Staking Out of the Located
Lltne between Opelousas and Sablle River.

Sir-After the preliminary examinationof the country north
and west of Opelousas, made in September and October of last
year, the Board of Directors under date of December 19th, 1856,
dtifnitely rxed and adopted a location for the eMlul Inse of
their road between Opelouas and the Sabi.e river, or eastern
bmudary of Texas.

This line is correctly represented on the several maps deposited
In the offie of the U. S. Land Commissioner in Washington
City, D. C., in omfe of the Secretary of the State of Loulsians,
in Baton Rouge, and in th eU. S. Led Office for ile South-
western Land District in Opelouas, Ls.
Pursuant to au order of the Board of Directors, I have made

and completed an instrumental survey of this line bet, een the
town of Opelourts and the Sabine river, for the purpose of ob-
taning the neceshry data for estimating closely, and for placing
the whole tunder construction. Stakes were driven every oe
hundred feet and observations taken at each station, and Inter-
mediate where necessary, as is customary. Of course the line
shown upon tlhe maps filed as above, has been serietly followed
and adhered to, there being but two tangents or straight lines

between Opelousas and tIle •bine; the one about twenty-five
miles, mad the other about sixty-fve miles in length. The total
distance, including thd curves at Opeloosas and Pine Prtlrie, is
about ninety-two and a-haif miles.
Tile instrumo ntal survey has fully confrmcd the lprelim.inary

examinations in regard to the favorable character of the ronte;
the comparatively low coat of construction, easy gradients and
value of lands.
