The results
anot belong in doubt. Nothing is easier than to ruin a bank,

and in England, in cormquetce of this facility, such attempts
are clased with the worst offens. At this moment two peroa
are lying in Newgate for endeavoring indirectly in a paralelna
ase to excite public distrust, and, although one of them was a

man of respectability, whlo actd upon a fancy that he had been
persnally injured, no one hea been found to utter a complaintof
the severity of the sentence. In New York on this point there
is perfect freedom. Hence no institution Is spared, and, indeed,
the leading concerns are the first to be attacked, alesm, if these
can be broken he minor ones are sure to follow. Thau at the
last date the New York Life and Trust Company, which has
hitherto stood among the Brat estblishmente in the United
States, appears to have been openly pointed a at holding a large
mste of qeationable securttles, while the Bank of Commerce,
alma well known corporation, wa coupled with it as another
weak concern. The Bank of New York was also ncluded. At
the beginning of the present year the stock of all these under.
takings was regarded with the highest favor. Since that date
the commercial pltion of the country hbs been wonderfully
strengthened by continued immigration, an abundant harvest,
and a total absence of all courage for speculation. Can it be
that they were then altocether unsound, notwithstanding the
general confeelea reposed In them, or that they have gone
medly to rniu in the few subsequent events? Each supposition
seems alike ineredible, yet against these benks and a number of
others the speculators have apparently resolved to try their
strength.
