ters have been turning it to advantage in pushing
forward their cotton picking. Cotton is now open-
ing very fast in this section, and a week or two more
of good weather will enable them to get out an ex-
tensive lot of beautiful cotton. We are gratified to
learn that the general health of our lorish is greatly
improved, and the prospect now is that all disease
will soon disappear from our midst.

The Baton Rouge Sugar Planter of Saturday last
says :

For the last few days, the Rain God has been as
prolific as usual with his favors. It will have the
effect of delaying, somewhat, grinding operations for
the present. If such weather continues we fear it
will retard our sugar making until a later day than
usual. Several planters in our vicinity have been
complaining that the cane had begun to " hollow,"
and they feared a falling off of the estimated crop in
consequence.
