The increase of beggars and mendicants in our
midst ha0 become an Intolerable evil, and the only th
meana,noderexleting laws, we have to rid the com- F
munityof them, is to arrest and commit them asti
vagrant to the Work-House. There is a class of T
persons other- than those named above, who area
constant annoyahce and cost to the corporation and
the prubli-those who, from the causes of disease,
dissipation, old age, etc., are unable to provide for T
their bwn support. This class is constantly relieved
from the limited Charity Fund allowed to the Mayor,
and yet only a limited number ts provided for; they
fIl our lock-up and prisons, and are not only an ex-
pense, but have become a serious reproach to the
city. g i

The remedy for these evils, I consider, would di
readily be found in the establishment of an Alms a
House, on the system which is in use in all the large u
cities of the Union. The vagrant and beggar, and i
even those of that other class named-those afflicted i
by disease, a long course of dissipation, or by old ci
age-would there be made to contribote to their own
support, by being compelled to labor according to w
their respectve ainity ; and the community would be b
rid of a class of population who are now a sore upon d
the bodypolitic. '

There is abundant experience in other cities in ci
favor of this recommendation, and I do not doubt, if n
an institution were established and properly con- ft
ducted, it could be made a source of revenue to the ft
city, instead of expense. In this connection, I would
most respectfully direct the attention of the Com- s
mon Council to the 2110t enumerated bequlest con- t
tained in the last will and testament of the benevo- tD
lent, late Judah Touro, which is as followsn ti

"I give and bequeth for the purpose of establishe.
ing an' Alms House' in the City of New Orleans,
and with the view of contributing, as far as possible o
to.the prevention of mendacity in said City, the sum t
of eighty thousand dollars, (say $80,200,) and I de-
sire that the Alms rouse thus contemplated shall be t,
organized acccording to law ; and farther, it is my
desire that after my executors shall have legally
organized and established said contemplated Alms
H ouse, and sppointed proper persons to administer
and control the direction of its affairs, that such per-
sons legally so appointed and their successors in office,
conjointly with the Mayor of the City of New Or-
leans, and his successors in office, shall have the per- t
petual direction and control thereof."

On the 26th Janum.ry, 1854, Mayor CrosJmao in.
formed the Common Council that he had been for- I
mally notified by the Enecutors of this bequest; and
on the same d• the Board of Assistant Almermen i
passed a resolution accepting the bequest, and ap-
pointed a committee to confer with the Executors in

With a view doubtless to carry into effect the be- I
nevolent intention of the testator, the Common Con- I

il in February, 1855, passed a resolutou requesting s
our Senators and Represenatives in the State Legis-
lature to have passed an act of incorporation for the

Touro Alms House," which was accordingly done,
and approved on the 14th March, 1855-p. 133, ats I
1855. This act provides that Rerin D. Shepherd, of
Virginia, A. K. Josephs, G. Kursheedt, P. A. D.
Casenave, (testamentary executors of said Judah I
Toure) William Newton Mercer, George Eostis and u
James Saul, as perpetual directors, together with
the Mayor and two citizens, tobe annually elected as
Directors by theCommon Council, shall be created a
body corporate and politic, under the name and style I
of the" Touro Alms House." I

The act further provides that the said Board of Di-
rectors shall, without delay, provide and contract for
suitable grounds and buildings for'the establishment i
of the Alms House.

I am not awre that any subsequent action has I
been taken by the Council or by those named as Di-
rectors with reference to this subject. It should at. I
tract your early attention. The means to accomplish I
an object so desirable and necessary for the well- I
being of the.public are within our reach; and I most
earnestly recommend that your honorable body will,
for the character of the city and the credit of the Ad-
ministration, take such early action as may accom- I
plish fully the objects contemplated.

City Insane Asylum.-This Asylum was established
by Ordinance No. 1794, approved October 2lt, 1854, I
as a temporary Asylum for the indigent insane.

The Recorders of the several Districts of the City
are required to commit all indigent insasne persons to
that institotion, where they are treated and provided
for until provision is made for their admission into
the Sta•t Asylum at Jackson.

The ofllters of the Asylum are appointed by the
Mayor, and consist of one Superintendent, one male
and two female assistants, who are required to board
and lodge in the Asylum buildings. The City Phy-
sician is required to vist those therein confined at
least once a day.

The cost of maintaining the Asylum, including
transportation to Baton Rouge, has been--

The fees collected during that -period from those

who were able to pay, and from owners of slaves,
amount only to $215 50, while the actual expeope for
maintenance, salaries, etc., amounts to $2,545 46. It
will be observed feom the foregoing; that the annual
expense for the support of this useful and necessary
establishment vaies but little from $15,500 per an-
num. It is. nevertheless, an institution worthy of the
most liberal coonsideratlon of the Common Cooncil,
providing, as it doesl, for the temporary relief of those
unfortunates who otherwise would be thrown upon
the cold charity of the world.

In connection with the subject of cbearity, it is pro-
per that I should direct the attention of your honor-
able body to the fact that the late John D. Fink, all
old resident nod valuable citizen of New Orleans,
who died dnring the Past year, bequeathed the whole
of his estate, after the payment of his debts, and
several legacies, for the erection and maintenance in
this city, of an Asylum for Protestant Widows and

"It is my wish and desire, and I do hereby declare

the same to be my will,that after the payment of my
just debts and the several legacies herein above-men-
tioned, that the proceeds of the whole of my estate,

lum in this city, to be used solely as an Asylum for
Protestant Widows and Orphans, to be called " Pink
Asylum ;" and I do hereby, request .and authorise
my friend Bullerdeick, after my decease,te nameand
appoint three worthy and responsible persons as
trustees, to carry ot my said intentions, respecting
the aforesaid Asylum.

During the mont' of March, 1856, the helrs-atlaw
of the testator, Instituted •nit against the executor,'
praying that the above recited clause of the will be,
declared null and void, and that they, the heirs, •e
put in posession.

Upon this application the Sopreme Court said that,
" Theclsarity created by the will was, in their opitn-
ion, legally to be administered only by the City Cor-
poetitOn of New Orleass.

This large expenditure of money should certain p
give as well-repaired and clean streets, and wold
doubtless, under another system ; the health, and in i
a great measure, the prosperity of the city depends
upon the streeats being kept in order and clean ; and, a
in my opinion, that branch of the city government
should be under the immediate direction of the muni- ti
cipal authority. n

The inhabitaonts anud tax-payers want clean streets, p
without regard to cost ; the contractors want profita- ti
ble jobs, and it is not reasonable to suppose they wi
do more than is absolutely requaired to enable them to
get their certificates and draw their pay.

aitively refused to do so, not desringto inavolve them-
selvoes inany controversy between the other lessees
and the authoritiea.

I apprehend, from the statement of the Surveyor,
that no remedy can now be applied, the city having
no machinery nor materials, and is entirety oupre-
pared to perform the required work. In the mean-
time, the commerce and shipping, which contributes
oo largely to the support of the city government, will
uher from the baid faith and negligence of the les-

I reapeotfuly recommend your honorable body, In
view of this state of facto, to proceed with reference
to them in uch manner as will remedy the evil,
and either compel a compliance with the conditions
of the lease or annul the contractwith thedlesaes.

. He states that notwithstanding the general pres-

sure of financial matters, which will to some extent
interfere with his collections, he will be able to de-
clare afTurther dividend about the 5th November, of
live per cent., which will produce to the city the sum
of $17,500. Another dividend of a like amount will
be declared at a later period, which will probably
close the liquidation, so tar as the city's interest may
he concerned.

These two dividends, to be declared, will swell the
total ,mount of dividends on the stock owned by the
city to $189,000, and the total amount derived, and
to be derived, in cash, from.the liquidation, to $78--
59)5 30.

Under all the circumstances, I cannot refrain from
congratulating you upon the very favorable result of
this liquidation.

wATER WORKs.
The city of New Ocleans owns 5,000 shares of the

stock of Commercial Water Works Company, and is
represented in the Board of Directors by two mem-
bers elected annually by the Common Council.

The dividends derived from the stock for the year
ending July, 1857, amount to $34,400.

This corporation is under able management, and
accomplishes all that is desired for the interest of the
stockholders; I regret, however, to be compelled to
report to you that the interests of the public are, in
a great measure, sacrificed by that other conflicting
interest.

Toe supply of water is lnadequate to the wants of
the coimouaity, and the complaints made upon this
subject are general and of long standing. TIhe sub-
ject has claimed the attention of each succeeding
Council since consolidation, and so far.as I am in-
formed, no amelioration (to any extent) has been ac-
complished.

Communications from the Board of Commissioners
and from the Chief Engineer of the Fire Departmeat,
of the most urgent character on this subject, have been
transmitted to the Common Council, and are now
under consideration by the Committee on Fire. The
Committee, accompaed by the Chief Engineer-
shortly after the adjourmet of the Council for the
summer recess--visited the engine house and reser-
voir of the Water Works, with the view of personally
investigating the causes of the evil so.generally com-
plained of, and I trust they will at an early day pre-
sent tq your Honorable Body the result of theirinves-
tigation, in the form of a report and recommendations
on the subject. A statement of the situation of all
the water pipes, throughout the city, has been pro.
cured, and I have caused it to be appended hereunto
for present and future reference. Your special atten.
tion is directed to the size of the pipes leading
through Levee, Commerce and Tchoupitoulas streets,
and the oroas streets from Girod street down, which
possibly may account for the almost total want of
water during onflagrations in these valuable local-
ides. Thre Is no pipe running thraough Fulton street,
and.but a very limited epply of water cams be ob-
tained from the hydrants on Front street.

Some protection from conflagrations is demanded
Sthe large interest on the front part of the oity.

Water cannot be obtained in eases of fire for the
protection of the shipping andsteamboat. The ton-
stroction of our engines and the height of the
wharvasand landings, preventing them from availing
of the direct use of the river.

CITY PROPOTY.
l am greatly indebted to the City Surveyor for the

complete list of the-city property which itfurnished
herewith. It has' been prepared by him at the coot'
of much time, labor and pecessary research, and is
believed to embrace the property, of all descriptions,
in which the city has a title.

Extraordinary as it may appear, there s no register
of the property belonging to the city to be found in'
any of the departments of the City Government;
nor can find that it is made the duty of any of the
officers of the Corporation, by any existing law, to
keep such register, or to assume the duties and re-
ponsibillties of custodlan of such property. Much

of the property belonging to the city is constantly
requiring attention, the neglect of which occasions
adnually very considerable loss.
In view of these facts, and that a considersablead-

dition will be made during the yeqr to the property
of the Corporation, by the final settlement of the
partition suit in the case of theMceDonogh Estate,
and by the probable acquisition of the property be-
queathed by the late John D. Fink. I would respect-
fully recommend that a subordinate department be
established in the Surveyor's Deportment, to be
known as the " Department of the City Property ;"
which shall be under the control and direction of the
City Surveyor, who, for the purposes of the Depart-
ment, eoll be authorized to employ an experienced
and competent person to perform the additional
douties imposed in consequence of the new organiza-
tion. Thore should be kept by the person so em-
ployed, under the direction of the Surveyor, a Begis-
ter of all the property belonging to the city, whether
public property for publio use-such as the City Hell,
iecordero' Offces, Station Houses, Lock-Ups, Mar-
kets, Engine Houses, Armories, Public' Squares,
Parks, etc. ; property held in trust ; property ac-
quired by purchase, or in liquidatlon of indebtedness
to the city ; property bequeathed for charitable pur-
poses, or otherwise acquired apd belonging to, or
administered by the Corporation. ' h

It should be made the duty of the Surveyor to
watch over the preservation of the public property,
protect It from injury, and keep it inorder. A book,
containing a plan of each piece of property, should
be kept, showing its location, measurement, how ac.
quired and how occpied, and all other particulaeo
in relation to each property, and such other books
as may be necessary to complete the Department for
the purposes intended. .All titlee, and other papers
relating to the property Of the Corporation, should be
carefully obtained from all the departments of the
City (Government, and deposited and filed in the Sur:
veyor's Office, referenoq to which should be obtained
by an index prepared for the porpoe a d

The Surveyor should be charged with the duty of
cperintending and nIakling 'all necessary repairs to
all the public property, with the adviceand sanction
efa Committee of the Council, when the amount of
cost of sach repairs does not exceed --- ; and
when in excess of thatamount, with the sanction of the
Common Conncil, regularly obtained. He should he
'required to make allleosescollectnd payovertothe
'reesorer, all revenue derived from the public pro-
perty, andreport once in each month, in detail, to the
Commou•Qeoncll, all the operations ofthis Dep.rt-
ment, withisneh recommendations in relation thereto
as he may from time to time consider of interest or for
the public good.
