Talk on m'ange.

The talk yesterday was, what are the banks going.
to do ? Well, we amight say what they are going to
do. They are going to sae their charters, parties-
larly the old chartered banks. It is useless for people
to be talking about our banks voluntarily suspending.
The banks of New Ark suspended to prevent the
foreign banking houses from draining them of every
dollar of gold. These houses and agents drew five
millions of dollars on the 13th inst. This gold was
undoubtedly drawn for future pirposes, say for in.
stance to be sent South to purchase sterling exchange
at 90 to 95, or below. These foreign bankers are up
to all financial schemes, and by getting gold from the
New York banks, saves the expense of bringing it
from Europe. Thereare no two ways about thisques-
tion. Mr. Bull must have cotfgn in December at some
price or another. It is no use to mince the matter.
It is just as much a question of life and death with
Lancashire as that the earth will revolve round the
sun the present twenty-four houos. Some Bears in
cotton say something aboutInm1ia.- We should sup-
pose the least said about India thl better at this mn-
ment.

If the growers of cotton in Louisiana and Misais
sippi are willing to send their cotton to market and
have it butchered, we cannot help it. We will not
believe that there is such an amount of money to be
paid in this city before the 1st of December. Every
planter is, however, bound to place his agent in funds
at some rate or another.

The telegraphic dispatches of last evening had a
flaming heading of the arrival of the steamers North
Star and Kangaroo at New York, and no specie
coming. Now, this is another of those dispatches
which has caused so much trouble in our community.
Who expected that either of these two steainers
would bring: any specie? . Let as know, Mr. Opera-
tor, as we have two days later advices, say up to
the 10th of October, and no speite was exp~ited to
come only by the steamers of the 14th and 17th. If
they do not bring any, then, Mr. Olferator, you can
exclaim, "No specie;" but do not give the public
any more of your nonsense. We have had a surfeit
of that for about four weeks.

The Northern mail failed yesterday. Of course, the
chronic failure takes place to-day, though possibly
the Asia'sa mails may come through.

PUBLICATION OF THE CENTRAL BOARD OF COX-
MrssIONERS.-The official publication of the Central
Board of Commissioners, by their Secretary, J. Ad.
Rozier, Esq., which appears on our fourth page in
French and English, designating the polling stations
in accordance with the provisions of the new law and
the names of the Commissioners of Election, will
attract very general attention. As there are forty-
seven, instead of twenty-three polls as heretofore,
voters would do well to look about and locate them-
selves as early as possible in order to avoid mistakes.
It should also be remembered that, under the present
act, voting commences at 8 o'clock, A. M., and closes
at 4 o'clock, P. M., instead of commencing at 9 and
closing at 6, as was the case under the old regime.
We respectfully suggest that it would be proper for
the Board of Commissioners to make official promul-
gation of this fact, at as early a period as may be
convenient and practicable. We doubt not thousands
of our citizens are unaware of the radical change in
the hours of voting.

Sheriff Bell is also out with his proclamation re-
garding the election, which, also, will be found on the
fourth page of this morning's Crescent. So, despite
the "panic," the "pressure," the "crisis," the hard
times, 'scarcity of money, difficulty in passing ex-
change, low price of cotton, etc., etc., etc., it is as
clear as the nose on a man's face that we are to have
an election on the first Monday in next month, if
there is any virtue in formal announcements.

As an evidence of the tremendous political enthu-
siasm now prevailing throughout the entire commu-
munity, we will state that our reporter heard that
somebody said that some other body positively de-
clared that the stentorian voice of " Rip Sam" was
heard resounding through some of the back streets
during the heaviest portion of the shower of last eve-
ning. If this be a fact, there's no telling what will
come next. So, look out, everybody, what's going to
happen no body can tell. We can't.

The Hon. William Wright, of New Jersey, ax-
Governor of the State, next claims our attention.
Goy. Wright is a small, mild-maiinered, placidloeok.
Ing gentleman of about ffty years of age. In early
life, I have unnderstod, he purssed the occpaop of
a saddler in Charleston, S.C. Returnming to New
Jersey, and throwing himself into the current of pol- .
itice, he soon acquired a hold upon .the ffeetions of
the Democracy, which led to his successve elevatlon
to the House of Representatives, the Ga~pruatorial
Chair, and the Senate of fhe United States.

If, however, there be inhmalything of the states.
manship that is ordinearilypresumed to qualify a man
for the United States Senate, he certainly gave no
evidence of it in the ldt Congress. True, the gift of
the gab does not necesarily imply ability-but then
on the other hand, a chronic taciturnity is regarded,
generally, as a suspicious circnmstance. In a body
like the Senate, where mighty questions of State are
of daily discussion, it certainly appears somewhat
strange that nothing could more a Senator to verbal
expreslon of his thoughts. Perhaps, however, as on
the stage, utility membe•s and " walking gentlemen"
fulfill also an apprpriateiaseloiWe thelSeate. Gov,
Wright is, in all probability,seonse in his seat as long
as he may wish to hold it. The antagonism -of the
numerous aspirants, if nothing else, will be likely to
keep him there.

Next comes the youngest member of the Senate,
with the exception-of Clay, of Alabama--and at the
same time one of the ablest-Mr. Pugh, of Ohio. I
have no sympathy with Mr. Pagh's political viens,
in any respect whatever-but I consider him, unde.L niably, one of the frst men of the country. So con-
spicuous was his ability in the Ohio Legislature that
he was elected at once to the Seite, withontpossing
through the usual intermediate grade of the House
of Representatives. And when he took his seat in
the Senate, he was immediately placed on the Judi-
ciary Committee-a rare and unusual compliment.
I have reason to believe that the jlamedted Butler-
the Ohairman of .thlt Committed--rearded him,as
a valuableaunlliary in theconsideration and disposal
of the legal and :constitutional poiats which that
Committee was called upon to decide.

Mr. Pugh gained his re•pitaon in Ohio, in the ca-

pacity of a lawyer-not a politician. His mind has
been exercised, almost exclusively, in legal studies.
In consequence, like Geyer, of Missouri, his speeches
partake somewhat of the dry and didactic character
of a legal argument. But they consist, nevertheless,
of a strong chain of logical dednctions, which lead
the hearer, almost irresistibly, to the conclusion he
seeks to establish. Admit his premises, and you had
as well admit his conclusions at once. Trained in the
d severe discipline of the law,he gives no play to fancy,
and finishes off his speeches with no ornate periods,
but steadily pursues the single objett of convincing
the judgment.

His speech on the Kansas imbroglio, during the
first session of the last Congress, was peculiarly
st trong and powerful. It carried consternation into
the Black Republican ranks, and threw Wilson and

d Wade completely on their beam-ends. His scathing
analysis of the whole question, and the divesting it
of all immaterial points, reminded one forcit of
I- some of the best efforts of Mr. Calhoun. His speech,
too, on the celebrated Thompson claim, in which he
Is and Bright had an animated contest for several days,

developed the extraordinary powers of his mind.
Perhaps he is as fair to the South as any of the so-

called 
" N

ational" Democrateof the North; but, for
1 all that, it will be a bad day for the South when she

te accepts the tenets of his political creed. Unlike Big
rd ler, he is, without doubt, honest is his g iments;

but the effect is the same, whether the doFtrines be
r promulged by the one or the other.

r In all likelihood, however, he will have but little
opportunity of longer doing us either harm or good.
For, Black Republicanism is rampant in Ohio; and
a fitting associate of Wade will soon dispossess Pugh
of his seat.

The Senator from North Carolina, Mr. Biggs, oc-

copies the next seat. He served several years in the
House, but his career there was as little distinguished
asas s been his Senatorial service. Contrasted withhis colleague, perhaps Mr. Biggs would show to the
better advantage. His aims and intentions are all

to good, I have no doubt, and if he lack the ability to
impress them upon the heart of the country, we
should not, perhaps, set it down too severely to his
discredit.

There is one service which he rendered at the last
session, for which the people of the South should
hold him-in grateful remembrance, at least. I allude
to the vigorous opposition he made to the odious fea-
ture of alien suffrage in the Minnesota bill. It was
on his motion that this provision of the bill was
struck out. The House reinserted it, and, when it
came back, Douglas, with the aid of his drill ser-
geants, managed to pass it by a slim majority.
Against this abominable legislation-I record the
fact with pleasure-every Southern Senator voted,
with the exception of the immaculate Toombs.

Mr. Biggs also made a very elaborate speech
against the famous Naval Inquisitorial bill. There
are no prominent statesmen of his party in North
Carolina, and he will, without doubt, retain his seat
as long as he pleases, unless there should be a re-or-
ganization and a reconstruction of parties.

I come now-with a feeling of sadness-to the last
Senator on the list, and the conclusion of my task-a
feeling heightened by the fact that his seat too, like
those of Butler and Rusk and Bell and Clayton, has
been made vacant by the hand of death. Stephen
Adams, of Mississippi, was a man whom everybody
loved and respected who knew him. He was not a
brilliant man intellectually, nor yet was he distin-
guished for comprehensive views as a statesman, but
a more honest man and a purer patriot never crossed
the threshhold of the Senate. A warm Union man-
perhaps too much so-he spurned the trammels of
party when they came in conflict with his convictions
of right. He was elected to the Senate, after having
served several terms in the Hduse, on the heel of the
great Union contest in Mississippi, when Foote was
victorious for Governor. In 1854 and '55, he was one
of the leaders in the movement for the organization
of an American party. To the principles of this
party he adhered with unftiltering fidelity, and per-
haps the best speech he ever made in the Senate, was
an incontrovertible demonstration, by official facts
and figures, that the security of the South absolutely
required the adoption of some of the measures of the
American party. This truth is gradually admitted at
the present time, even by some of those who were
most bitter in their opposition to this organization;
and I venture the prediction, that five years will not
elapse before the sagacity of Judge Adams' states-
manship will be vindicated in the universal recogni-
tion of these doctrines at the South, by men of all
parties. Unfortunately, he has not lived to see even
the first indications of it. Indeed, his early death
surprised no one who observed his wan and weak ap-
pearance at the last session. Broken down in health
as he was, he was ever to be found at his post of duty
in the Senate. Boarding at the same hotel with him,
I have often observed him come into dinner at 5 or 6
o'clock in the evening, utterly exhausted from an en.
tire day's work in the Senate, and yet promptly at his
post again the next morning.
But he has fallen, " like ahn oak In the stillness of

the forest," and we may only profit by his example
and his teachings. Green be the sod that covers
r him !

I have thus completed these hurried and imperfect
" sketches,' written in the intervals of leisure from
severe labor, and not, by any means what I could

e have wished to have made them. I have given my
honest impressions of every Senator on the floor of

d the last Congress, In many things I may have beenr mistlten, hut I am conscious of no intention to do

aught than justice. " Would they were worthier-
but what is writ is writ." If they have served, inid any respect, to relieve the tedium of the summer

vacation, or to give any ose a clearer and more dis-
tinct idea of the men who compose the higher branch
of our National Legislature, I shall be more thanre.
