Talk on 'Change.

The sugar depot, however, is exhibiting signs of life
after about eighteen months dormancy. It will soon
show that it was not dead, "but sleepeth.' Various
estimates are made regarding the extent of thepro-
duct. From present indications 250,000 to 300,000
hogsheads may be assumed. The weather is now
quite cool and favorable, and planters are pushing-
forward with great alacrity. It will be observed that
prices have already declined,both sugar and molasses,
and in return for the reduction, we expect to have a
corresponding decline in almost every article of
Western produce. In fact, we expect everything
eatable, drinkable and wearable will come down to
" old fogy" prices before long. Retrenchment is th;
order of.the day, the flat has been issued and the i
exorable demands of the revulsion require it should
be carried out. Our city will be the chief point of
attraction for many thousands of mechanics, artisans
and laborers now out of employment in all Northern
and Western cities. They will be coming here by
thousands. Combinations and associations, will not
be able to keep up the feuds-to maintain the prices

of last year that ruled on our levee, and which was
productive of so much loss and detention to steamboat
captains, owners and proprietors.

The Northern mail failed yesterday. We wish Mr.

Brown would (after his feasting and visiting in New

York) turn his attention to mail contractors between
New York and New Orleans. If he will give us a
mail four times regular each week, we will use our

influence to give him a public reception when-ho
visits our city.

The claims of the orphan upon public sympathy
and sympathy of the practical kind, are disputed by

none; and of all the appeals which can be made in

behalf of the orphan, there is none so impressive as

that which is made in the presence of the dead-at

the gates of the silent cities in which, mayhap, slum-

ber those upon whom Providence has Imposed the
bitter necessity of leaving their children to the cold

and precarious qharitieas of the world.
And we may say of the Portuguese Benevolent

. Association, that no band of men have a better right

to appeal to public charity than they. Before asking

the charity of others, they show olean breasts in the

matter of charity themselves. They are a large organi-
r zation of honest, hard-working men, who have for

years shown their benevolence in the largest manner.

Their annual expenditures in relieving the-sick and

distresad, burying the dead, and providing for thea widow and orphan, are not exceeded by those of any

other society of similar numbers in this country, and

r are equaled by very few. It is with the very best of
g grace, therefore, that they step forward, and ask the

public to contribute their mites for the benefit of the

orphans-orphans in whom they have no more actual

interest than the public atlLrge.
