manufacturing industry is elaborately and ably dis-
cussed:
Were gratified to learn that every effort will be

madeth keep ou0 cotton manufactories in operation,
and that, if accommodations are extended by the
banks, they will not stop during the winter. This
will save us a vast amount of suofbring, and afibrd
sustenanoce to many families directly dependent upon
the mills. It is really sad to contemplate the extent
of the destitution occasioned bythe suspension of
the manufacturing interests throoghout the country.
According to the census of 1850, there were in the
New England States 300.000 operatives engaged in
manufacturing cotton and woollen goods; in New
York 200,000; in Pennsylvania 150,000; and in all
other States 300,000. The cessation of this immense
interest, throwing out of employment so many hands.
a portion of whom have families to support, must he
dreadful in its consequences. We cannot feel too
grateful if means are afforded to keep our factories
in operation, that our eleven hundred laborers, and
those dependent upon them, may he kept from suffer-
ing during the winter. Qui a number from our Irish
population ire retoreing to Ireland. Byindnstryand
economy many of tbemi have acquired means, and in
view on the favorable condition of the old country,
start off with the determination of spending the
remainder of their days at their early homes.'

So, taking the foregoing figures, which are under
rather than over the minimum, as a criterion, it
appears that nearly one million operatives are directly
dependent upon manufactories. With entire proba-
bility it may be calculated that three million more
persons-women, children, infants, aged and infirm
persons-are also dependent for a support upon the
labor of each operative. This would make the total
of operatives and dependents almost four millions!
Now, suppose a not impossible case, that the slave
grown cotton crop of the South should utterly fail
for a single year! What would become of these
helpless, starving millions? This is one view of the
case-a practical view-but we doubt much whether
any Northern philanthropist ever looked at it in its
true light.

Abstracts of a Decleton of Supreme Court

AUTHORITY OF INSPECTORS OF ELECTION.

The Supreme ounrt, in the case of Auld vs. Walton,
decided that " whenever the right of any person
shall be challenged at the polls, the certificate of
registry issued to such person shall be held conclu-
sive of the right of saidporson to vote, and no Com-
missioner or Commissionlrs of Election shall require,
under the pains and penalties imposed by the 16th
section, any other evidence of the right of said person
to vote, except that portion of the oath prescribed by
article 19th of the Constitution respecting dueling,
and the following oath or affirmation, viz :

" You solemnly swear, (or affirm) that you are the
identical person described in and to whom this certi-
ficate was issued, and that you are not a soldier, sea-
man, a marine in the army or navy of United States,
nor under conviction of crime, punishable by hard
labor, or a pauper."

" We also hold that, where the registry of the voter
is more than three months old, and there is no change
of domicile endorsed-on the certificate, the vote may
be challenged on the ground that the voter has
changed his domicile since the date of registry, and
by such change of domicile lost his vote in that
precinct; and upon such challenge being made, the
Commissioners of Election may lawfully swear the
voter as to the fact of his change of domicile. For

although the certificate of registry be, under the 20th
section, conclusive proof to the Commissioners of the
residence of the voter in the precinct, at the date of
the registry ; and although, by sections 7 and 8 of the
Registry act, it is the duty of the voter to notify the
Register of a change of domicile, and to have the
same endorsed on his certificate of registry; yet it
may be, that a voter who has changed his domicile,
has neglected this formality."

Under thisdecision, two questions can be asked :
First-Are you the identical person named in the

certificate of registry ?
Second-Do you now reside at the place mentioned

in your certificate of registry ? L.

Superlntendent of Electionas.

The Governor had no power to appoint a Superin-
tendent after the adjournment of the Senate. The
office was one created by the Army bill, and it could
not, legally, be filled without observing the provisions
of the law. If the Superintendent had been nomina-
ted by the Governor, and the Senate had given its
advice and consent, and the officer had, after the re-
cess of the Senate, resigned or died, then no donbt,
under the practice of the general and State govern-
ments, the Governor could fill the vacancy. But he
had no power to make the first appointment without
the advice and consent of the Senate. This is the
opinion of the most eminent members of the bar in
this city, and it is also the opinion of several Attorney
Generals of the United States.

Judge Cotton's commission then is void-all his
acts are void, and his appointments are void-and he
has no more authority now than he had before his
appointment. No one is obliged to obey any of his
orders, and his deputies and extraordinary deputies
can regard his notes as blank slips of paper. He, and
those under him, cannot legally make an arrest.
Resistance to his summons is no resistance to any
law. On the contrary ,Judge Cotton and his deputies
are liable, in damages, for any arrests they may make,
and any resistance to his commands would be justi-
fiable. He is not an officer, and he cannot justify
himself for any act or order as Superintendent, as his
commission is a nullity.

handled that sailors would rather reef one of them
several times than any other once."

ASKS A SusPrBIO.V.--Major Louis Schlessinger,
who was tried in this city a few years ago for theft
and in Nicaragala more recently for treason, writes a
letter dated Rivas, September 3, to this country, ask-
ing a suspension of public opinion regarding his con-
duct in Nicaragua. If the filibusters get hold of him,
or if he will come back to this country just now, he
can get a suspension of almost any kind.

Ih18 Bi Our total exports amounted to $195,489,718,
of which the North furnished less than one-fourth-
say $45,000,000. The Bouth furnished $112,315,317
in cotton alone, and $9,219,251 in tobacco.

In 1852 the total exports were $192,3608,984. .Gv'
ing thirty-seven millions of specie to the North, she
exported only about $72,000,000, or a littlemore than
one-third. The value of cotton exported by the
Southwas $87,965,732; tobacco, $10,031,283.

In 1853 the total exports were $213,417,697. Giv-
ing the North, again,all the specie-twenty-threeand
a half-millions--she exported only some $63.000,000,
or less than one-third again. The South furnished in
cotton $109,556,504, and in tobacco $11,31•,319.

In 1854 the total exports were $253,390,870. In-
eluding all the specie, some thirty-eight millions, the
North could not have exported more than $90,000,-
000, or a little more thaon a third. The South sent out
more than that in cotton alone-($93,596,220,) and
$10,016,046 in tobacco.

In 1865 the total exports were $240,708,533. Giv-
ing, kgain, the specie to the North (some fifty-four
millions,) she exported less than $104,000,000, or
about two-fifths only. Cotton, $88,143,844; tobacco,
$14,712,468.

In 1856 the total exports were $310,586,330, with
forty-four millions of specie included, the North ex-
ported less then $110,000,000-say one-third only.
The South furnished more than that in cotton alone
($128,382,151,) and $12,221,843 in tobacco.

It seems, therefore, by the figures, that when Mr.
Banks undertakes to enlighten commercial men, he
either knows not what he is talking about, or else for
low, sectional ends, he intentionally mistakes the
truth. Cotton alone freights more than two-thirds of
our outward-bound vessels. The following table will
show how large a proportion of our imports, includ-
ing silks, satins and embroideries, principally con-
samed at the North, it has actually paid for six years
past:

ARRIVAo OF THE STEAMlsIP PHnLADELPnIA.-
The U. S. mail steamship Philadelphia, Capt. Boggs,

from New York 17th and Havana 28th ulnit., arrived
on Saturday last.

The Philadelphia was detained four days at
Havana, waiting for the California mails and passen-
gers per Star of the West, but as nothing had been
heard of that vessel at sundown of the 28th, she was
compelled to leave without them.

The United States mail steamship Granada, Capt.
Griffin, arrived at Havana on the evening of the 23d,
and left on the morning of the 24th for New York.

SONORA AND LOWER CALIFORNIA.-It is supposed
that Mr. Forsyth, our Minister at Mexico, has a pro-
position before the Government of Comonfort at this
time, for the purchase of Sonora and Lower Califor-
nia, under instructions sent him some time since.
Late advices, however, make it quite certain that the
negotiation cannot be successful, and even if it could,
the United States would be compelled to back ouot
from its consummation for want of funds.

AN EARTHQLUAK IN NEW YonR.-At half-past
three o'clock on the afternoon of the 23d the shock
of an earthquake was felt at Buffalo, N. Y., and at
other places in that region. It was so severe that the
people rushed out of their houses. No damage, how-
ever, was done, At Forrestville, N. Y., the shock
lasted about five minotes, and was accompanied by a
rumbling noise like the rolling of an engine. At
Dayton the shock was also felt.

FRao NICARAGUA.-Advices have been received in
New York from Nicaragua to the 29th ult. All Amer-
icans suspected of sympathizing with Walker have
been expelled from the country. At the Presidential
election, held in Nicaragua on the 26th ult., Gen.
Martinez was the successful candidate. Great defen-
sive preparations are going on for the reception of
the next filibustering expedition under Walker. The
correspondent of the Times says that the Central
American States have formed alliances with two or
three South American powers, and expresses the
absurd opinion that no force under 10,000 men would
suffice to re-establish Walker'sa government.

TnE CESAREwITCH RAce.-The following are the
facts of the race for the Cesarewitch Handicap, in
which Mr. Ten Broeck's mare Prioress was victorious:
The race for the great Cesarewitch Handicap, at

Newmarket, resulted in the triumph of Mr. Ten
Broeck's Prioress. Thirty-four horses ran, and on
the first attempt there was a dead heat between Pri-
oress, El Hakim and Queen Bess. The deciding race
between these three was won cleverly by Prioress, by
a length and a half. The success of the American
mare was greeted with great cheering, and Prioress
immediately became first favorite in the betting for
the Cambridgeshire stakes, to be run for at Newmar
ket on the 27th of October. Before the race 100 to
1 was laid against Prioress. The value of the stakes
exceeded 2,000 sterling.

The celebrated American horse Lecomte died
from an attack of colic. The horse Pryor had been
stricken out of all his engagements for the present
year.

EXPEGTED DEATH OF MR. CRAwFORD.-Crawford,
the American sculptor, is probahlyere this, no more.
Letters frrm his family, dated the 8th and 9th in.
stants, express the opinion that he would not live
more than a day or two. Though utterly prostrated
by weakness, Mr. Crawford retained his cousciors-
ness unimpaired, and bore hie sufferings, which are
believed to be acute, with true Christian fortitude.

WASHINGTON NOT A FRsNCn MARSHAL.-A state-
ment went the rounds of the press some months ago,
on the authority of the late Mr. Custis, to the effect
that, in our revolutionary times, the French Govern-
ment conferred on Washington the title of Marshal
of France. The statement arrested the vigilant eye
of Mr. Walsh, in Paris, who, distrusting its correct-
ness, addressed a note on the subject to Marshal
Vaillant, the French Minister of War. The following
is Marshal Valllant's reply:

No trace of a decree conferring on Gen. Washing.-
ton the dignity of Marshal has been found in the
archives of this ministry. The research, begun at
the date of the treaty of alliance (Feb., 1778) and
carried down as far as 1786, three years after the con-
clusion of the peace, (Oct.. 1783,) has produced no
other result. There is an order of Count do Rocham-
beau, (8th Join, 1780,) which directs that the honors
due to a Marshal of France should be paid to Gen.
Washington. These honors and the dignity itself
have, perhaps, been confounded. In all the corre-
spondence with Rochambeau, Vashington receives
and takes only the title of General.

This must be accepted as finally disposing of the
matter. " If the title had been bestowed," remarks
Mr. Walsh, " 

s u
rely the evidence would not he want-

ing in the official register of the appointments of
Marshal." And we presume that nobody will dispute
the force of this reflection. Of course the point is
of merely historical interest, as no one imagines that
a legion of foreign honors would add the slightest
laster to the name of Washington.

FrIs.-The Mobile Tribune of Saturday informs
us that for several days the harbor there had been
swarming with the choicest kinds of fish-trout,
ground-mullet, croakers, etc.,-and they were being
caught in immense quantities.

Tns ToxAs IsanIANs.-In the Washington Union
of the 26th, we find the following offcial intelligence :

Mr. Robert S. Neighbors, the supervisory agency
of the Texas Indians, in a letter dated the 8th of
October last, informs the Commissioner of Indian
Alftirs that he had, on the 20th of September last,
entered into an agreement with the several tribes of
Indians on the reserves in Texas by which all the
prisoners in their possession are to be given up at
once. the agent agreeing to give $50 in presente until
the 20th day of October ; after which time all the
captives were to be taken from the tribes who might
hold them without any reward whatever. This
agreement prohibits the Indians from taking prison-
ers or holding them in future.
Already ten Mexican prisoners had been given up,

and handed over to the military to be sent to their
homes. It was expected that all these prisoners
would be given up within the month.

The agent calls the attention of the department to
the treaties now existing with the Camanches and
other prairie tribes, by the stipulations of which all
captives are to be given up. He hopes that these
provisions will be strictly carried out, and that all
presents in future will be withheld unless they are
complied with.

The agent was informed that a party of Caman-
ches and Kiowns, numbering perhaps two hundred
and fifty, well equipped and well armed, were on
their way to Mexico for the purpose of committing
depredations. They expressed themselves to be
friendly to the whites, and certainly had not molested
any of the American citizens.

Recently one Kiowa chief and several Camanche
chiefs visited one of the Indian reservations. They
expressed themselves to be friendly to Americans,
and highly pleased with the presents which they re-
ceived. When the new reservation east of Red river
should be completed it was their intention to settle
down ; but, for the present, most of the young men
were determined to continue their forays on the

texicoans.

Bunrve TREASURE FOCND.-The Peninsular (Dela-
ware) News says :

The people of the lower part of Sussex continue to
pick up silver coins along the coast. A friend in-
forms us that, according to the best information he
can collect, there have been from eight to nine thou-
sand dollars collected altogether. The coin dates as
far down as 1718, and is in circulation all over Balti-
more Hundred. The prevailing opinion is that it is
the money which was buried by Gibbs and Wamsley,
the two notorious pirates, who, after conviction, con-
fessed that they buried money in the sand in that
neighborhood. WVe have used several Spanish quanr-
ters of the beach coin. They are not much worn, but
quite dark.

TAE BLUB RIDGe TuNNEL.-The Charlottesville
(Va.) Jeffersonian publishes a letter from Col. Crozet
in relation to the rumor that through a mistake of
the engineer, the tunnel through the Blue Ridge had
been made too small to allow a train of cars to pass
through. Col.C.says:

You know that the tunnel is eliptical and closes.in
towards the top ; it is not quite as easy to cut out a
regular elipse, through the veins of the hardest rock,
as to whittle a pine stick. There is always some
trimming of projecting points to do in the end. It is
not possible to detect, with certainty, the jutting
points in the way, until a track is laid; accodingly,
as soon as this was done, I caused a frame of the full
size of the largest Central Railroad cars to he made,
10 feet wide and 11} high, and moved it along the
track ; in a few places its upper corner touched, and
we set about removing those points. One-half of
this small job is already done.

NuARY ED TO NARY BROKER.--The devices of the
banks in the west to save specie, the commodity so
scarce with them, are original, to say the least of
them:

The Springfield (Ohio) Nonpareil says the citizens
of that town last week adopted a new plan for pro-
tecting their banks from being run by the brokers.
Learning that a broker had reached town from a
neighboring city to run the bank for coin, they
promptly placed on one side of the bank entrance a
bucket of tar and a brush, and upon the opposite a
long, rougb-looking fence rail, bearing this inscrip-
tion: Nary red to tanry broker." As the broker
approached tihe bank he read the inscription, glanced
atthe tar bucket aud retreated. The bank went on
as usual.

SINGULAn POWER.--Dr. A. C. Stiles, of Bridgeport,
Ct., has a boy professing to possess the faculty of
locating and prescribing for the evils which flesh is
heir to by clairvoyance. Mr. Win. Clarlie, of West-
vile, had an ox which appeared to be ailing, and out
elf a lock of the hair under the chin, which hair so
nearly resembled that of the human head as not to be
distinguishable from it by any ordinary observation.
The hair was sent by letter to the boy at Bridgeport,
and a prescription requested. The boy advised Mr.

Larrey, the Sol4ir-Surgeon.

If thee is any man of whom the Pyrenees may be
proud to have given birth,ilt Is he who was pro.
nounced by Napoleon I tohe the mnost honest man in
his empire. Endowed with a noble heart, vast intel.
ligence, and a vivid imagination, Larrey was, indeed
worthy of thefriendship given to him by the greaaten
man of modern times. His name, too, holds an
eqnally distinguished position at the present day, not
only among men of science, but amongat all who are
benefactors of humanity. "f evr the army raises a
column of gratitude," said Napoleon," it owes one to
Baron Larrey." This debt ha been paid. The Gov.
ernment, the army, all France, has joined ii the
national labor of love, and the truthful bronze now
recalls to us the venerated traits of him whom we
may jusatly term the Father of French military sur-
gery; for, from Ambrose Pare -of .whose illbst•rin
memories bat an incomplete fragment has been trans-
mitted to us-op to the first revolution, medicine
was in its infancy. In the first days of the Repblic
everything had to be done. It was neceassary to
create, te organize, and the genius of Larrey alioe
was capable of this immense undertaking. Formerly,
our wounded soldiers were carried toa distance from
the field of battle to receive the surgeon's firat atte-
tions; and many, too many, alas I died before they
traversed the route to the ambulancrs.

Larrey, seeing the insufficiency and danger of this
system, at once ordered that the wounded soldter
should be cared for, even under the fire of the enemy,
and that the military surgeona should share with
their comrades the dangers of war. From this arose
his system of ambulance carriages, containing every
necessary provision for acting on the spot. Frma
this time, too, the French army-surgeon, who had
before been considered a sort of accessory to the
army, gained defini

t
ively his place of honor on the

field ofhbattle. Larrey formed one of that phalanx
of shvans who accompanied Bonaparte to Egypt; he
was the friend and rival of Baron de Geoettee, who
immortalized himself by his heroic conduct ameng
the plague-stricken at Jaffa. In this rough and labori-
ous campaign, he rendered such services to theu
French army that this page alone in his life would
have served to hand his name down to posterity.
Later, in all the capitals of Europe, his voice was
heard among scientific men, and philosophers of all
nations came to listen to his instructions. Even
kings honored him with their friendship.

After the coronation of the Emperor, when that
great captain wished personally to distribute the star
of the Legion of Honor, he told Larrey that he in.
tended to name him commander of the order. Bat,
although a surgeon-in-chief he would not receive
alone this diatinction ; and he told the Emperor that
he would not accept the honor, without Baron Percy,
another eminent surgeon, were accorded the same
favor. Napoleon yielded, and the two representao
tires of French medical science were thus named, at
the same time, commanders of the Legion,of Honor.
This fact pictures the character of the man. Above
all else a man of heart, he always remained pure and
independent among the courtiers who only echoed
the opinions of their master. It was not obstinacy,
but a free spirit and a truthful disposition. Let us
see what he did at Esling, when tile French army
was surrounded, and want began to be felt, evenH
the ambulhcces. He told them to kill his own horses,
and, opon his responsibility, to sacrifice a great num-

Bee of those of the s Epersor ofiers, to make bouillon
for his sick and wounded.

The indignant generals, of course, demanded re-
paration against Larrey, and the Emperor summoned
the srgeon to his presence. "What ave you to samy
to this accusation?" said he. " ire," replied Lar-
rey, "the sick were my children ; under these circum-
stances, I but did my duty. Besides, of what do these
gentlemen complain? They have a horse each left,
while I have killed all mine.' What could Napoleon
do? He could not he angry ; he pardoned the man
for his intrepidity and honesty. When the harassed
and maimed relics of the Grand Army were crossing
the bridge of the Beresina, not one stayed to save hia
general, his friend, his father, not even to preserve
his flag. Suddenly, on the middle of the bridge, a
buzzing whisper ran through the crowd-a name is
pronounced-hands are stretched out, a man is passed
from arm to arm, with all the care affection can sug.
gest ; that was Larrey.

After the battles of Lutzen and Bantzec, a number
of soldiers were wounded in the hand by ill-con.
atructed weapons. At the same time, treason was
suspected in thle camp, andl tice gloomy mind of Na-
prleso saw in this a fresh iproof of it. He suommoned

is generals to a council of war; they confirmed his
uspicions, and, furious with jealosa rage, he ordered

Larrey to draw up a report upon the matter. Larrey
presented it, and the Emperor paced tile tent in great
agitation, digging up the turf with the end of his
cane.

"These men are guilty;' he said.
" They are not, sir," replied the intrepid surgeon

" tile accusation of treachery is a cahl'uy for which
you will have to account to history."

"Begone ! sai od the Emperor, " I will make you
know my pleasure."

Larrey, caln in the security of a good conscience,
retired, satisfied that he had done his best to save the
lives of thle innocent. A few hours passed, and at
last Napoleon summoned him.

"Thank you, Larrey," said he; "alas! why am I
not always surrounded with men like you ?"

Tonaparte sloke truly ; if he had only been ad.
vised by men of such energy and greatnes of heart,
in the days of his misfortunes, he might never have
fallen.

We most return to Larrey at Waterloo, where ha
had golle to assist at the obsequt oies of the Empire.
His horse was killed under heim; he was wounded in
two places; he was crushed on the ground among
the flying crowd ; they had made him prisoner, and
the Prussians were on the point of shooting him,
when one of the enemy's surgeons, an old pupil at
Vienna, recognised his old teacher, and hastened to
apprise Bnlucher.His life was sraved, and a guard of honor escorted
him to the French frontier. They could scarcely do
less for such a man.

After the restoration, he retired into the shade,ahnt
ent from the Court. Surgeon~in-chiefof the Hospital
of Guard, he had neither distinctions nor honors ; he
was neither Peer of France nor Grand Cross of the
Legion of Honor ; he had almost forgotten the road
to the Tuilleries of the Bourbons.

One day, a guard presented himself to him, with a
letter of recommendation.

" What do you wish? " said Larrey.
"I would like to bie a corpoal,bionsieuoor le Baron."
"Alas !" replied the surgeon of the Emperor," I

have made generals in my time, but tesday I don't
know if I have interest enough to make a corporal."

In 1t30, the Iiospital of the Guard was on the
point of being attacked by the mob ; the authorities
were unalo to check them, when Larrey appeared,
and said :

"My friends, we have only sick people here ; every
good Frenchman ought to respect this asylum."

The crowd instantly retreated, with a sound of
applaase to thie gallant veteran.

He was an old man, still active and energetic, how-
ever, and he felt that but a few years separated him
from the tomb, when the irresistible desire seized
upon himbu to revisit Africa, the scene of lia earliest
labors. The Government yielded to his request, and
he set out. Ils journey across the African pruvinces
was one continuous ovation, an immense triumph
and his son, a savant, worthy of thle great name he
bears, witnessed hIow his illustriuua father was vene-
rated by the French army.

The presentinsent entertained Icy everybody, as ti
the reselt of climate unsd campc-life cpons Larrey, soon
realized itself, and, on his return to Fr'a,,ce, he fell a
victim to the illness incurred by his devotion. His
remains were conveyed to t'aris. Tihe Government
of July refused the tomh of the fnvaslides to the cap-
tnre of Saint Helena, but the city of Paris spontane-
ously awarded a place therein to the citizen who had
so well deserved of his cocntry. A crowd of soldiers,
sernis, and people, mingled in one mocrnful proces-

sion, followed Larry to his last resting place. Hi.
nsamerons works, conceived, as it were, nn~der the fre
si the enemy, collected from nature usid enriched
with ideas tile most rare, ace mines of infrormation of
which France may be proud. Friesnd of the Em-
peror, philosopher, a mas of excessive escergy, noble
character, true heart; masculinc and imposing in
appearance, even among the greatest men of the Em.
pire, Larrey is worthy of-imsnortaility.--[Winter
