Tbune of the 10th inst. informs sno that Martin
Quinlan, the City Sexton, and a student of the Bush
Medical'College named Eli York, had been arrested
fo steieng dead bodies from the cemetery In that
city. A watch had been set for them at the ceme-
tery, and they were caught In a buggy, In which they
bad the corpse of a man and one of a women.

Mr. Wright, accompanied by a detective, went to
the cemetery on Saturday to examine the graves
which had been robbed, and during their searc,
found two other bodies concealed in the boshes, and
which were in sacks similar to those covering the
bodies found in the buggy. These, with the bodies
taken two weeks before, made eight which had been
disinterred. Another grave had been opened and a
rope placed around the body for the purpose of with-
drawing It from the caffin, but the scoundrels discov-
ered from the peculiar smell that the inmate had
died of virulent small-pox, and they fled from the
contagion, leaving the rope behind them.

The third man who was found in the wugon is still
at large, but he will be shrewd enough if he manages
to escape, as every measure has been taken to ensure
his arest. This is one of the most atrocious cases
which has been known in our city, and it is to be re-
gretted that the penalty, a fine of l00, ieso light.

In connection with the affair, we have learned that
about two years ago a stranger from the East died in
this city, upon whose person papers were found which
sbhowed him to be the owner of considerable property,
and Itwas deemed proper to cause inquiries to be
made in regard to his relatives, if he had any.

Curiosity now
ledi•tothe opening, one after another, of eleven new
made graves In tm public cemetery, and all but one
of them were frond to have been robbed of their
tenante.

The Altorney-General, accompanied by Hon. J. P.
Comegya and a number of others, proceeded to the
place designated, and had the remains of the negro
moo disinterred on Wodnesday last far the psurose
of examination. The hole made to the forehead by
the-shot was distinct in the ekeleton. Dowuham
was the owner of a large tract oflaud in Kent county,
a part of which, we believe, he atill holds, and has
severel relntivea living inthat section.

Irv nll~in 1I.41w...........eeAmM •TH FnUT.-In a late California paper we
fnd the following :

By far the most wonderful vegetable productions
which have ever fallen under our observation are
thbreemnammoth squashes, which exhibit their obese
figures on a table at the Mechanics' Fair. These all
grew on a single vine in Alameda, and, together with
one not picked, weigh eight hundred pounds. The
largest of the family weighs no less than two hundred
andthirty-nine pounds; and measures eleven feet in
circumference. In the valley formed by these moun-
tamn monsters are a cabbage weighing seventy-two

sounds and. a beet which weighs eighty.five pounds.
lut the tables laden with fruit form the most attract-

ive feature. The apples, peaches; grapes and pears
are splendid. There is one apple over five inches in
diameter, and fve poaches ever three and a quarter
inches through; but the merit of these fruits ceon
slasts rther in their delicate fullness and beauty of
color than in their sire. Luscious bunches of the white
grape from the Alameda gardens of L Hutchinson,
eall forth rapturous exclamations from the spectator.
These certainly surpass in size'and beauty any ever
exhibited in this Stae. The shell-mound nurseries of
Alameda furnish a pear measuring sixteen inches
in circamference, and weighing twenty-six ounces.
Thomas Fallen, of San Jose, has a number of Dchesse
d'Anguileme pears of incredible dimenslons, and
weighing not less than twenty-eight ounces. The
fruit on the table can safely challenge the world in
size, beauty and flavor.

HIstonY or A CANNON BALL.--At the commence-
ment of the action on board the President frigate, a
ball (an 18 pound shot) from the Belvidere came
over the waist cloths of the President, and such was
the force of the ball that It actually cut off, without
throwing down, the muzzles of several of the mas-
kets (left there by the marines) from six to eight
inches in length, killed one marine, took off the
wrist of one midshipman, Mr. Montgomery; killed
another, Mr. Bird, together with the quarter-gunner ;
and finally lodged upon the deck and was taken
below by the narrator of this and shown the lieuten-
ant, Mr. Dallas, who took it in his hand and wrote on
it with a piece of chalk, " Cousin, I have received
your present and will return it again ;" clapped it in
the gun himself, and fired the piece; and it is a
remarkable fact that it actually killed several of the
officers and men on the Belvidere, and finally lo ged
in the cabin of that vessel, and was afterwards hung
up in the Belvidere's cabin as a globe during the war.

New York Journal of Commerce gives the following
account of a new fortification in Algeria:

Fort Napoleon, in the center of the Kabyl moun-
tains and strongest tribes, and commanding the most
important positions, will have eighteen bastions; a
large portion of its walls will rest on the edge of
precipices two hundred yards high ; the thickness of
its walls renders a breach by the tribes utterly impos.
sible. Tlhe whole fertress may be defended by three
hundred men against any external force ; its regular
garrison, however, amounts to three thousand. it
will be abuudantly supplied with water. It covers
twelve hectares (1,S00 acres) and includes a magazine
of artillery, arms of every description, ammunition,
barracks, officers' pavilions, open spaces for training
and reviews,an electrical telegraph, a chapel, presby-
tery, prison and bureaux for civil and criminal admin-
traitioun. A city will, ore long, be built under the

protection of its ramparts.

HORN TAbNo.--We learn that several young men,
belonging to the Take a Horn Association on College
Hill, held a meeting last Monday evening. Alter a
shortdiscsion, in which the President and one ex-
Director took an active part, it was resolved that the
Association pay a visit, in a body, to the neighboring
pasture grounds, for the purpose of adding to their
collection of iornate curisities. They succeeded in
capturing a couple of horns, with the cow on, which
they conveyed up three pair of stairs, around four
corners, and between two glass skeleton cases, to a
hitching pest in the Philosophical Chamber, where
they deposited them for the night. Next morning,
the Freshmen, some of whom, by the by, appeared
to be intimately acquainted with the previous nights
doings of the Association, thronged toward the Cham-
ber for their morning lecture.
