Later from California.
By the arrival of the Daniel Webster we have files

of Ban Francisco papers to the 5th inst. From the
Alta California we extract the following intelligence:

The most important items of news by this steamer
is the display before the public of a large amount of
evidence, geoing to show that the party of one hun-
dred and eighteen immigrants, massacred in the solth-
era part of Utah while on their way to California-
news of which occurrence was sent from here by the
last mail-were murdered by Mormons. Mr. George
Powers arrived a few days since at Los Angeles from
Salt Lake, and reports having heard many Mormons
threaten to kill Gentiles passing through their coun-
try. He met a mixed party of Mormons and Indians
going toward a Mormon settlemcet from the scene of
the massacre, and they had in possession bundles of
clothing and otherarticles,apparently the spoil of the
murdered ; and the whole party appeared to be on
very friendly terms with one another, and to be in

This Mr. Powers also states that in San Bernardino
he heard Capt. Hunt, a man of authority among the
Mormons there, say he was glad for the massacre,
and believed the hand of the Lord was in it, whether
it was done by the whites or redskips. P. M. Warn,
of Genesee county, New York. who came through
abost the same time with Mr. Powers, believes also,
from numerous facts observed by him, that the Mor-
mons are guilty of the bloody crime. Messrs. Abbott
and Fine, two gentlemen who havelately been at San
Andres, from the Humboldt river, report great hos
tility on the part of the Mormons towards the immi-
grants coming to California by the South Pass, nd
great friendship with the indians, who had made
attaelh on immigrants. Both Mr. Abbott and Mr.
Fine know of cases where trains were a~cked in
the Mormon country, by Indians led on by numeros
white men, supposed to be Mormons. Mr. Abbott
says hive hundred immigrants have been killed this
year on the road between Salt Lake and California
by Indians and Mormoms, but this estimate is cer-
tainly very much exaggerated.

There was a little brush of a fight between the set-
tler at Honey Lake-a valley east of the main divide
of the Sierra Nevada, in latitude 39 deg. north-and
the Indians but peae has been restored.

The several Federal and County Courts adjourned
on the 23d inst. A meethig of the bar was held
upon the arrival of the terrible news by the steamer
Panama, of the loss of the Central America, with
hundreds of returning 0~ahfomlaus, imong whom
were several promineota members of the California
bar.

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Authentic Account of. the Cawnpore l I
S scre.

The London Times has a long account, occupying
several columns, of the massacre at Cawnpore, from
an officer of the commissariat department. The fob
lowing are given by the officer furnishing the report I
as the particulars of the mauecre :

Just after the defeat at Fnttehpore of the rebels a
few epied (whether real or itmaginary it is not known)
were brought to the Nena as being the hearers of let-
ters shppned to have been •rrteno to the British by
the helpless women in the prsndh, and with it some of
the Mahagons and the Bengalees of the city were
believed to be Implicated. It was therefore agreed
that the said spies, together with all the women and
children, as also the few gentlemen whoe lives had
been spared, (said to be six in number out of seven-
teen officers who had been captured abut the 10th or
11th of July, on their way by water from Futteghur
to this, and whose deaths were also delayed under
promise of a ransom,) should all be putto death, and
that the Baboh Of the city and every person who
coeld read or write Englis should have their right
hands and noes cut off. The first order was carried
out immediately, I. e. on the evening of the 15th of I
July, and a decree was issned to apprehend the na-
tives, Baboos, etc., after the Nena's return from the
field of battle, where he proceeded, as described
above, on the 16th of July, after causing the murder
on the 16th of the English prisoners.

The native spies were frst put to the sword, and a
after them the gentlemen, who were brought out from
the outbuildings in which they were confined and shot
with bullets; next, the poor ladies were ordered out,
but neither threate nor persuasions could induce
them to do so. They laid hold of.each-other by
dozens, and clung so close that it was impossible to
separate or drag them out of the building. The
troopers, therefore, brought muskets, and after firing
I a great many shots from the doors, windows, etc.,rasbed in with swords and bayonets. Some of the
helpless creatures in their agony fell down at the feet
of their murderers, clasped their legs, and begged in
the most pitiful manner to spae their lives, but to no
purpose. The fearful deed wae done most deliber.Satel and completely in the midst of the moat dread-
ful shrieks and cries of the victims.

There were between one hundred and fortyand one
hundred and fifty souls, including hildren,and from
a little before sunset till candle-light was occupied inSompleting the dreadful deed. The doors of the build-
ings were then locked for the night, and the murder-
ere went to their homes. Next morngit wonas found,
aon opening the doors, that some ten or fifteen women,
with a few of the children, had managed to escape
t from death by falling and biding under the murderedbodies of their fetlow-prisoners. Fresh order was
therefore sent to murder them also ; but the survivors,
not being able to bear the ideaon of being out down,
rushed out into the compound, and seeing a well
there threw themselves into it' without hesitation,
thun putting a period to lives which it was impossible
for them to save. The dead bodiesof those murdered
on the preceding evening were then ordered totbe
thrown in the same well, and, "jullads" were employ-sed to drag them away like dogs.

It is horrible to recouont furtheron this subject. On
sthe lght of the 16th of July the station was deserted

t y te rebels, noas tateodabove, and early next mqn-
ing the English troops took poseslsion of it, but not
before the wretches had set fire to and blown up the
magazine, which was done by the last guard left byI the Nena, at about 8 A. M.

The Tmports of linen,
woolen and iron manufactures have not materially
altered.

SEVERE PUNISHMENT-Dr. .t. D. Addington,aden.
tist, was tried a few days ago in Norfolk for a violent
assault on his brother last summer. Great difficulty
was experienced in getting a jury, which was at last
composed of five citizens of Norfolk and seven of
Portsmouth. The prisoner spoke in his own defense
about half an hour,and the case was given to the jury,
who, after an absence of fifteen minutes, returned a
verdict of guilty, assessing Dr. A.'s punishment at
two years' imrprisonment in the penitentiary.

A GREA OCITY.-It has generally been supposed
that London and Pekin were about as large as cities
usually get to be. But if we are to believe Mr. Doty,
who delivered a lecture in Philadelphiarecently upon
Japan, they both together would not make a city so
large as Jeddo. He says :

The city of Jeddo is, without exception,the largest
city in the world. It contains 1,500,000 dwellings,
and the unparalleled number of 5,000,000 of eople.
Some of its streets are 16 Japanese rls in length,
which is equal to 32 English mile.

The Jeddoans will be in an awkward fix when their
city becomes larger than the island upon which it is
built.

SUICIDE IN PRIsoN.-Dominick Regan, the shoe-
maker, who killed his partner, John Virtu, in New
York last summer, committed suicide in Sing-Sing
prison on the 19th, by hanging himself. His sent-
ence of imprisonment extended to but two years.

To BE HouED.--The youth James Rodgers, con-
victed in New York of the murder of John Swanston,
has been sentenced, and his execution fixed for the
15th of January. He is an Irishman.

BOILER ExPLosloo.-A steam-boiler in a factory
in Griffentown, Canada, near Montreal, exploded on
the 20th, killing one man and severely wounding
eight others. The building was shattered to frag-
ments.
