The Ledger
adopts the term, and the Mobile Tribune favors it,
bhut thinks the e in the first syllable should be stricken
out.

SrxTn DISTRICT COURT.-State vs. Lafayette Cold-
well.-This important case was submitted to the jury
last night (Friday) at about 9 o'clock, which has
created a painful interest in the public mind as to the
result of their verdict. The trial occupied two days
of the Court in almost constant session. The indict-
mnent was for murder, consisting of the killing of
John Toy by the accused during the affray with Mr.
Chinn at thie arney House bar-room. Mr. Caldwell
was powerfully defended by Maj. Herron. A. M. Dunn,
and J. W. Seymour, Esqs., the former surpassing in
his grand and pathetic appeal to the juryanything
we ever heard on such an occasion. There was
not a tearless eye in the crowded room when he closed
his powerful defense and peroration. The prosecution
was conducted with masterly tact and ability by the
Diatrict Attorney and J. M. Chilton, Esq., of New
Orleans.

Tie jury could not agree on a verdict. We under-
stand that ten were for acquitting, one for convicting
Sfor manslaughter, and the other for murder. Court
adjourned till Monday. [Baton Rouge Advocate, 28.
