Col. Field
for the defense. O'Connor showed a hole n his head, and gave
its history. One Furlong had him before Judge Daley on some
charge oar other but was always absent when the ease was called
The fifth or sixth time the case was fixed, O'Connor being on
hand and anxious for its settlement, Furlong left before it was
called, in company with Keogh. O'Conor followed them out
to bring them back or prevent Furlong from leaving. Spoke to
Furlong; Keogh ordered him o, but i, e would't leave;
IKeogh advanced to him ; O'Connor pat his hand on eogh's
breast to keep him back ; Keogh then beat him over the head
with his loaded cane, the last blow fracturing his forehead and
snapping off the loaded head of the cane. O'Connor aterward
got the headless cane, thrahed Keogh with it, and went back
to court, Keogh in advance, but Furlong had gone of abot his
buditan.s

When .iike Farrell came and arrested Keogh in eourt, O'Con-
nor hit him. Kleogb, another lick, for which he wai arreted.
Afterwards, he was so n ad that he dismissed his lawyer, and,
wounded and covered with blood as he was, he conduted his two
cases for himself; gained one ease, and loIt the other; went
home, went to bed, had spasms, became senseless, remained o
for a week, and escaped death by the .kin of his teeth all from
the fracture in his forehead-was a long time getting well IHe
swore sleo, and most positively, that Keogh would never have
been able to boat him Iso badly, had not Furlong held his hand.
whilst Keogh used the cape upon him. On the examination be-
fore Recorder Jackson, Furlong was discharged in the face of
O'Connor's tlutimony that he held his hands whilst Keogh gave
hihn the beating; and Keogh was committed. O'Connor did
not remember all that he tetified to before the Recorder, but
what he testified to on this occasion was not contradicted in any
essential particular by the record of hh first testimony, given
nearly two years ago.
Judge Elliott (who was opposing counsel to O'Conner in his
law-suits) swore that when O'Connor left the court to follow
Keogh and Furlong, he said, "1'il bring the d-d scoundrels
back. dead or alive." Furlong swore not only that he did not
hold O'Cnnor's bhands while IKeogb beathtm, but that he was
not presentat the difficulty, having,parted company with Keogh
previously, andnever knew anything of the difRiulty till some
one told him about it after it was all over. O'Connor, being
recalled, swore positively tbhat Furlong bhad sworn falsely. The
prosecution called one O'Neill, who swore that he would most
decidedly not believe Furlong on oath. The defence, after
showing that O'Nhll was a friend of O'Connor's in the grand
row, and had been arrested with him, called one Dougherty,
who swore most positively that Furlong was a man of inte-
rity, honor and truth, whose oath was as good s any man's,
and whose general knowledge would be found equal to that of
any man in court, were he only examined once. The prosecu-
tion showed that Furlong had been arrested as a dangerous and
suspiciousbharacter. The defence showed that he had been
dismissed from the charge upon examination before the Re-

the case was somewhat mixed, andsmelt rankly of perjury.
We, of tile Crescent, were one of the unfortunate twelve who

had been empanneted to decide the right in this case. Being
much mystiflod by the cross-swearing in the cas, we, and the
rest of the Jury, awaited with more than ordinary anxiety the
learned digestions of the ease by the counsel for the defense and
the counsel for the State. Col. Field, taking Furlong as the
true man and O'Connor ae the perjurer, made it appear ar clear
as the noonday sun that Keogh was innocent orlustiafible - for
thle Colonel did not try to get over or around the hole in O'Con-
nor's bead- and was entitled to acquittal. Mr. Foute, takmng
O'Connor as the true man and Furlong as the perjurer, made
out an overwhelming case of cvonction. So the unlucky jurors
were no better of than before the speaking commenced.
They retired at three o'clock. In threeminutes thereafter,

the jurors found themselves divided into three parties, each
party as firm n adamant. For three hours and a half they staid
out. At the and of that time, the pluck all round having been
fortibed by a good dinner, served in thse Jury room, the majority
party formally announced that they would stay in the room two
weeks before changing their mindsb . The party next in sin,
vowed that they would hold out for two months at least. And
tile little minority party swo4 that they would hold out for two
years, or till deathl, beforue giving ulp an inch of tile ground
taken. The debates eo the jurorson the testimony, and on the
character of the witnesses, and the pastimes of those who got
tired of debating, would make a rich column or two, did we not
feel bJund to preserve the secrets of the jury room.

At half past six o'clock, Judge Hunt went for the Jury; and
inding from them that they had mol t eordihlly agreed to dls-
agree, dismissed them, by consent of the District Attorney and
of Keogh, from the furtler c, nlderatiou of the case. We pity
le next twelve who may be called upon to decide the case of
O'Connor it Keogh.
The taking of testimony in the cabe of Jewell was concluded

at three o'clock, and the arguments of c uniel lasted till night.
The jury, afler being out some tinme, reported their inability to
agree; upon which Judge Mlc'aleb ordered them to be locked
