Still, as it shoots at present follies, and is original
in some respects, it is acceptable; and it proved
itself so last night.

having been very heartily received by an audience re-
spectable in numbers and appearance. The piece
was well cast, with an exception or two. Mr. Bate-
man as John Unit, a rich old fellow, knowing the
value of money and the follies of the times, was, of
course, the feature of the piece.

Tw- NEW LaxE STEAMER VRsoINIA.-Yesterday
we paid a visit to the new iron steamer, the Virginia,
recently built in New York for the lake trade, by the
Mississippi Sound Company, and now lying at the
terminus of the Jefferson Railroad. We found her a
staunch and beautiful craft, well adapted to the navi-
gation of the lake and gulf shores.

The Virginia is of very sharp build and graceful
shape-looks as if she intends putting the other lake
clippers to their trumps, in preserving their laurels
for speed and popularity. She is 230 feet long, 35)
feet wide, and has 9 feet depth of hold-her hull
being made of iron, as well as her paddle-wheels.
She is differently constructed from any other steamer
in these waters, being in some respects like the river
steamers, and in others like the lake steamers. She
has a single horizontal engine on the lower deck, the
boilers being in the hold; and as no part of the ma-
chinery reaches to the upper deck, and as she has
two smoke-stacks, widely set apart, the upper cabin
runs the whole length of the boat, without division
or obstruction.

As on the river steamers, the forward part of the
cabin is appropriated to gentlemen, and the after
part to ladies. This cabin is sumptuously furnished;
the carpets, furniture and ornamental work, being of
the richest description. The state-rooms are airy, or
can be made so, and luxuriantly fitted up ; each con.
taining life-preserver stools, which may be pulled
open and clasped around thebodyi a second-some-
thing new in this region. The pantry and the silver-
room are equally admirable to look into. In the
former is a new arrangement called a steam table, for
keeping dishes warm for any length of time after
coming up from the cook-house.

On the main deck, aft the engine, is a large and
sumptuously fitted-up saloon, with open berths for
gentlemen. As all the eating is done in the upper
saloon, this lower one is reserved for sleeping, loung-
ing and dancing, whenever dancing parties may be
on board. The chief feature of the boat, inside, is
her roominess; all the cabins and passages being unu-
sually high and wide, and there being abundance of
stowage room on the main deck.

The Virginia is commanded by Capt. J. McoD.
Baker, an experienced and capable officer, and a gen-
tleman with whom it is a delight to travel. He is
ably seconded in his labors by Mr. Stewart, the clerk;
and were weto omit mentioning that the steward is
Mr. Dustin, formerly of the river packet A. L. Shot-
well, we would be doing the traveling public a slight,
for which the old members thereof would not speedily
forgive us.

It is the intention of the Virginia to run between
this city and Mobile. She leaves on her first trip
this afternoon, from the Jefferson Railroad wharf,
immediatelyupon the arrival of a special train,which
is to leave Tivoli Circle at twenty minutes past 2 ;
will stop atthe Pontchartrain Railroad wharf to re-
ceive any passengers that may go down in the 3
o'clock train; will stop at all the wartering places,
going and coming ; and will be back early on Monday
morning. We cordially recommend Capt. Baker and
his gallant craft to all lovers of delightful traveling.

OPENINo OF THE GREAT PANORAMA AT ARMORY
HALL.--An intellectual feast of the first quality will
be set before the public to-night, at Armory Hall, in
the shape of Smith's great panorama of the "Tour of
Europe." When it is known that this parorama is
the work of one of the first of American artists; that
