The Celebratlon of the Eltght•.

Yesterday, the forty-third anniversary of the vic- t
tory of Chalmette, was ushered in with the usual
cannonading on the squares and the snafrliag of
bunting to the brepze. The day was anything buht 1
pleasant, so far as regarded the weather-which was I
cloudy, darktd rather chilly. Still, as therewas
no rain the celebration was observed oat-doors, more
or less, by all classes of the population ; the e•nseo.
sion of busines being general, and the holiday spirit I
gaily manifest in every quarter.
The chief feature of the day, as a matter of coare,

was its celebration by the military and the veterans
of the battle celebrated. The different military com-
panies turned out in their ylj th, and formed in
procession at the City Hall, forming an escort of
honor to the veterans, of whom a goodly number had
assembled, the colored veterans included, under the o
care of the Mayor and Recorders. The procession,
when under way, was a very long and imposing one,
and paraded the principal streete of the city in the
following order :

The Louisiana Legion, under Gen. Palfrey, Includ.
ing the different down-town infantry companies and
the Orleans Artillery Battalion--a long line of orphan
boys-the Mayor, Recorders, and some of the Alder-
men, followed by the veterans of Chalmette and the
colored veteranb, all in carriages, and forming a long
line-Governor Wickliffe and Staff, the latter includ-
ing fifteen or twenty distinguished military and civic
citizens--and Gen. Tracy's brigade, including the up-
town companies, to-wit : the City Guards, under
Capt. Dean; the Louisiana Greys, Capt. Strong ; the
Washington Artillery, Capt. Walton; Company C,
National Guards, Capt. Dreux; Company A, National
Guards, Capt. Campbell ; and the Continental Guards,
Capt. Todd.

Throughout the line of march the streets were
crowded with holiday lookers-on, and the balconies
and windows glowed with the delighted faces of the
ladies and children. Though the military, by their
brilliant uniform, manly appearance, and precise
order in marching, excited the admiration of all,
those who naturally'attracted the most attention, and
were looked upon with the sincerest respect, were
the veterans of the great battle, as they filed past in
the carriages, with the badges of honor at their
breasts. They were, of course, all old men, and some
of them very old-and the interest felt in gazing
upon them was enhanced by the reflection that the
passing years are gradually lessening their number,
and that, ere many more years shall elapse, there will
be none of them left, to join in the celebration of the
day whbth they rendered so famous, or to receive
the honors of their children and fellow-townsmen.

The c]lored veterans. who brought up the rear,
were all respectable looking old men, and were re-
garded with searcely less interest and respect than
the others. Jourdan Noble, or "Old Jourdal," the
colored veteran drummer of Chalmette, also had his
place in the procession, with his band, and rattled
away upon his pet drum with all his accustomed
vigor and marvelous perfection. lie is getting quite
old, but still tuuada peerless as a drummer.

lihe procesin, after winding about through the
central part of the city, and the military portion of
it undergring a review by the Governor, disbanded.
Some of the Companies afterward paraded independ-
ently, and made fine displays of marching drill in
passing through the streets; whilst the Governor
and Staff, tie Mayor, the Recorders and the Veterans
rep'shed to the St. Louis Hotel, and partook of the
banquet which the city authorities had provided for
the occasion.

The population continued to throng the streets to
a late hour, and at night all the places of amusement-
each of which had prepared something extra for the
occasion-were crowded with gay and mirth-hunting
multitudes. And before the theaters let out, there
were bluaes of gaiety in the Odd Fellows' and Armory
Halls ; in the hret of which the LouisianaGreys were
dancing the holiday to a happy termination, with the
aid of their ,wecthearts and cousins; and in the lat-
ter, tie Jackson Benevolent Society doing likewise.
Nothing occurred anywhere, that we could hear of,

to interfere with the pleasures of the day's celebra-
tion.

Sqgeerzeville must be a lively place-nearly as gay
as Princeton. A traveler says of it, in his journal :
"Went there once -- only rode through the town-came
aga•n elven years after, and heard one chap y to
aoo: hr, ' L k--he's got a new snapper to ha whip-lash this time."'
