Mr. Besjamln presented a petition of the city of
New OrleMs, preying that the title to ceetain lands
bequeathed by the late John Me•rosaogh to that city
and the city of Baltimore may be conirmed by the
United States ; which was referred to the Committee
on Private Land Claims.

Mr. B. also presented a memoril from the city of
New Orleans, prayng Congrem to relinquish to that
city the interest of certain linds bequeathed to the
cities of New Orleans and Philadelphia by the late
Stephen Girard; which was referred to the Commit-
tee on Private Land Claims.

On motion by Mr. Slidell,the Senate proceeded to
the consideration of the bill to amend an act entitled
" An act to authorize a relocation of land warrants
Nos. 3, 4, and 5, granted by Congress to General La-
fayette," approved February 26, 1845. The bill hav-
ing been amended, was read a third time and pased.

Soon after the Senate went into executive seions,
and then adjourned.

House-Mr. Mason, of Kentucky, from the Com-
mittee on Accounts, to whom was referred the reor-
ganization of the offices of the Clerk and Postmaster,
reported bill fixing the number and eompensation of
clerks, •teesngero, pages, and laborers of the House
of Repreentatives.

The iOil was read, and provides that the pay per
annum of the Clerk shall be $3,600; of the Chief
Clerk shall be $2,160; Journal Clerk *2,160; five
clerks eech $1,800; three clerks each $1,400 ; four
clerks ech $1,200 ; that the Clerk may employ three
messenger during the year, and eight during the
aesoion at $3 per day ; two laborers during the year,
and six during the time their services may be requir-
ed, at $1 50 per day; also one clerk at the rate of
$1,800. and one at $1,400 per anomm, to continue
the alphabetical indexing of private claims. That
the pay of the Doorkeeper shall be $2,160 per an-
nolm ; that he may employ a superintendent of the
foidingroom at $1,00 ; and, under the direction of
the Committee on Accounts, such folders end laborers
as may be necemary ; that he may employ fourteen
memedgers during the year and eleven during the
session at $3 per day; five laborers during the year
and fiee daring the session at $1 60 per day; and
twenty pages, between the ages of ten and sixteen
years, during the session, at $2 per day; that thepay
of the Postmaster of the House shall be $2,160 per
annum, and he may employ an assistant during the
eessios at 80 per day ; five mesmenger at 2 per
day, and four mail boys at $2 ; but during the receaa he shall reduce the number of his employees to the
number which may be neceary ; the meengers to
furnish each a horse and carry all at a price not ex-
ceediag $2 per day.

Mr. Stephens, of Georgia, moved that the bill be
recommitted and printed; which motion was agreed
to.
