to a higher steadead of popularity than was ever
before enjoyed by either iWte or the PF Depart-
ment, when they exsied and acted epeatly. It Is
therefore not to he wondered at that the tiauty-first
annual celebration of the Orgalsation of the Fire
Department, yesterday, shoul4 he chactwired by
ao unmunally large and triiaont turnout of the tre-
men, and an ununeally extensive sespeMe of boad-
nee and turnout by the other part of the population,
to ernectlo and applaud the Areonm n their celebra-
tion by their nmutitadlnoae presence.

BD I weather blessed the ecaseon. The eav-
ew' wsr bright, the atmosphere balmy cod fll of
the sweet breath of spring, the etrets properly bal-
anced betbmes dust and mud. If the Fire Anocia-
ion had contracted with that InVitble genoat known
as the "chrk of the weather" fr a fine celebration
day, a Aer day could net pmosibly have beee furleab-
ed for the occasioen. At a early boar the city was
agog, and the grand rendezvoue,Canal •reet, oon
wore its most brilliant and exhuberant holday aspect
-the different Fire Compae•es, in their gayest uni-
forms, and banners waving, and music brentbing, oe-
o)pying both sides of the street for equares, whilst
the popalation Ailed the neutral ground, the ban-
goettes, and the balconies and windows on every
side; the ladiem, m aesual on such eecaleem, embel'
lishlag the street nmulttuod and thb buildngs with
the surfeit of their beasty and gay attire.

The companies, all being on the grouad, and
ranged in proper order, the proeeeloa headed off
down Royal street; and so long was it, that it was
nearly three quarters of an bdur befl re the last Corm-
pamy left Canal tredL Meantime the Ceal street
multitude of spectators dispersed, and threnged to
the most available corners and standla places of the
streete through which the proceseion was to pass.
In consequence, Royal and Chartes streets, and Ca-
eacalvo and Espleeade, and Camp and Prytania, and
St. Andrew and Magazine, and Annunciation and
Tehoupitoulas streets-all the streets laid down In
the programme-were arging waves of humanity,
with the procession for their glittering crests. We
never eaw as large a turnout, to behold the anniver-
sary proceesion of the firemen.

We have not the space to describe the pecemssion,
ua we feel inclined. As a whole, or as much of it as
could be distinctly viewe0 In elt•teof the long streets
through which it passed, it was exceedingly beautifl
to behold-the gay uniforms, decorations, lags and
baneer, appearing doubly brilliant in the undimmied
luster of the snn. The procession wound about
through the city in the following order :
