Miss Avonia Jones is a young lady of considerable
personal beauty, who last year made her firt appear-
ance on the stage n Cin Cncnnati. She appearedin the
bills simply as " a young lady," and made her debut
as Partenia, in " Ingomar the Barbarian." The asm
dience, apprehending a failure, orone of those "~
elty gags ' which are sometimes introduced on b
nights, gave her no cheer when she first appeared.
But she proceeded with such graceful ease, such on-
common self-posession for a debutante, that at first
she aroused surprise, and soon afterward admiration.
Her triumph, in short, was so unexpected, so com-
plete, that shabe was called out at the close of the third,
fourth, and fifth act ; and the furore was unequalled
by anything which had been seen in Cincinnati for
years. She bised meteor like into the theatric firm-
ament, but remained a fixe and lustrous star. Since
then she has trod a triumphal path through the west.
