We therefore await, with no little interest, her first
appearance before the New Orleans public to-night.
She is to appear as Blanche, in Mrs. Mowatt's play of
" Armand, or the Peer and the Peasant." In regard
to Miss Jones' acting in this play, we may with pro-
priety subjoin the following extract from a critical
notice of the erudite editor of the St. Louis Leader :

We said, last Sunday,that we thought Miss Avonia
Jones a peculiarly refined and lady-like person, but
that we had not seen her act, not considering Ingo-
mar anything in which acting could take place.

Miss Jones is a handsome young girl, who seems
to have preserved her woman-nature uncontaminate.
She looks and acts like a lady. Her very defects
seem to result from youth and delicacy; her faults
are those of natural refinement, which wars against
the necessity of appearing in public. * * *

We went last night to see a play called Armand,
or the Peer and the Peasant. We did not see all,
because our phtience gave out; but we did watch the
young ladj, of whom we write, through one act, in
which she faints or dies, we dun't know which, and
we were eminently struck by the humanity of her
acting in that. She did not gasp, nor fling herself
about the stage, nor grunt, nor inhale with unnatural
inspiration, nor kick. nor shriek in demoniac tones,
"a-haoha !" but she fell and fainted as a lady, whose
heart has been broken by her suitor's unworthiness,
might fall or faint. Every act, gesture and posture
was refined, yet girl-like-passionate, yet with the
passion controlled by refined aims and habits-strong,
yet none the less delicate for being strong. She, in
a word, played perfectly well the part which we have
described above, that of a human, refined woman.
We will not call her a great actress because she is a
beautiful young woman of much promise : but we
will profess our hope of seeing her rise like a life-
boat above the course surges of popular applause,
and by earnest religious study of the art that she

,rfesses, become one of those grand units of which
uachel was and Ristori is the only planet.

RePeAL OF THEn Coa LAWs.-The following anec-
dote appeared in the London Morning Post of the
24th June, 1850, and as one of the parties happens
to be in our city at present, and has been very promi-
nently before the public for some time, it will no
doubt be read with interest by many :

One line morning as the Princess Mary of Cam-
bridge was walking in the garden of Buckinghaum
Palace, she met Sir Robert Peel, the well-known
author of the scheme for the repeal of the corn
laws of Great Britain. "( Good morning, Sir Robert,"
said the Princess. "Good morning, yonr Royal
Highness," answered Sir Robert, and after a few

salutations the Princess informed Sir Robert that
"she had received a very elegant album from
Prince George, and would be delighted If he
would be the first to write in it." Sir Robert said
"of course, of course, I shall do so with pleasure, if
your Royal Highness will send it to me." After
parting, Sir Robert, who had been, as was well known,
a great martyr to bunions, went to the celebrated Dr.
Ealingand received his skillful aid, and when he re-
turned to his library he found the very elegant album,
set with precious stones, sent to him by the Princess
Mary, with the request that "he would return It
soon.' Sir Robert, being still delighted with the
great benefit he had received from Gr. Ealing's ope-
ration, opened the album and wrote the following
lines :
