Editors Crescent: I have made a discovery which

you may laugh at, hut about which I am in very dead
ealnest, as becomes a discoverer. I have found that
meteorology and polities are identical sciences. The
latter can only be interpreted by the light of the
former. As we had no true scienre of mind until
c;ull and Sourzleim nfmbled and mapped out the i
skulls of the human rare, sowe shall have no science
of phitics until the weather is reduced to the condi-
tion of pI,•oitivity and predictable.

This, he
de lared, wasnot the law of the and. and it was Im-
portant itshould ehe known ltwsoathelaw. Within
the realm the laow made no distlnction between the na-
tnral tlon subject aod the abe. While within thm
realm the alien was within alltelaee to thne onwn,
and frc any crime could be tried by the rame pro-
cedore m a s•uijeckt A alik eoaseari todo any-
thing mnlamn ira e, In thi coanntry, onldhe tried tar
the crime. He approved the bill of the Governoeot,
andl hould nupport it.

What these views were
Lord Cowley thus explalne In hiu note:

SI have now your lordhip'a letter before me, in
which, while vindicating in language worthy your
lord*hip's name, the right of arylom which Great
Britail has ever eorded to strangers f all ranks ann
natins, and while declaring in terme as explicit as
they are determined, the Impontibility of infringing
on that great principle of our constetution you show
how utterly insuffllicent must ally enactment be tH
preverul men of dr.perate minds Irom enteling upon
desperate ndertlakrlgs. As your lordship' tree but
very inadequlate organ, I have faithfully represented
your f eelinu and your priloilesr, and rold Il call
up,i the Emperor or Count Walewske as witnerse,nelther. I feel certain, could belie omy words. I know
not what nmay te the result of lat night'as vote ; but,
at all events, I lose no time in stating my convlictions
that to your lordshlp's judicious and prudent conduct
at a vcry critical moment, it is owing that, withont
the shadow of the morifice of a aingle principle, our
relations with the government have not received a
chuck which might have teen fatal to the friendship
which happily prevails between the two nationso."
