Talk on 'Chawnge.

The fine weather was one topic of comment yes-
tarday, another was cotton, freights and exchange.
The stiffness of last week in freights has given way,
and the prospects yesterday were in favor of shippers.

The freight market in New York on the 17th lnst.
was in favor of ship owners. The rate for cotton to
Liverpool was 7-32d. to 4d. per lb., six thousand bales
having been engaged at these figaes ; flour, Is. 6d.
to In. Pd. Several large vessels had sailed from
Northern ports for the South, attracted hither by the
advance in freights. Three ships were chartered to
load with cotton in this port at id. to ld. Coastwise
freights were dull. We do not desire that ship-owners
ehould loe money by coming here-a ld. to Liver-
pool will pay; nor do we desire that freights sonuld
advance to lgures that might force Western produce
to other markets.

We note the sale of vessels in New York as fol-
tows: Ship Queen of the Pacific, 1,360 tons, built
in Maine in 18t5, at $1i,000 cash -tolerable low price,
if the ship is anything in order; bark Hermitage,
217 tons, thirteen years old, at $2,600 ; bark Luzerne,
200 tuns, ten years old, at $1,625 cash. These may
e called low prices, and the purchasers could allied

to carry freight low-that is, they might have some-
tiasg more to show at the close of the year than a
new dollar for an old one.

The further talk yesterday was the movements in
cotton for the past two days. Many of the purchases
are believed to be for local account-that is, they are
to be held here for the present. The talk is, there is
about as much money to be realized on Laying and
selling cotton in this market as by shipping to Europe
or to Northern ports.

The question of crop appears to be settling down
on 2,900,000 bales. It will not vary materially from
thoe figures ; of which, it is presumed, Great Britain
will get 1,700,000 bales. This, with cheap food
and cheap money, will undoubtedly sustain present
prices. Political questions may arise to disturb the
last favorable aspect of affairs in Europe. We have
een how the recent change in the British Ministry
was wrought on to influence commercial and flanu-
cial interests. In the meantime, if Manchester spin-
oere want American cotton, they will have it, cost
what it may. If there is any dilfficulty in facilitating
exchange for the purchase thereof, there will be socme
method devised to pay for it. The low rate of ex-
change will bring gold from England, but it is so
mouch at variance with custom and established rules,
that a Manchester spinner will consider twice or
three times before he sends 10,000 sovereigns here to
nvet In cotton, paying insurance, freight, and losing
at least four months' interest. So those parties who
talk so much about gold coming hither for this ex-
preol purpose, must consider that shipments depend
on many contlngenties. Dealers in exchange may
import gold, or order the proceeds of these invest-
-enta to be returned in the stuff.
The arrivals of steamboats yesterday were again

mmerous, with heavy loads of produce. Croakera
and agitators about the destiny of our city will do
well to take a walk on our great landings daily.

The Northern mail partially failed yesterday, but
we received some Northern mails in six days from
Loisville and Cincinnati. No accounts of the
Niagara, with one week later intelligenre frm
Liverpool, up to a late hour last evening. Her ad-
vice are looked for with some anxiety.
