Then, why not permit 0u to moake It? or why bouid
the Company refuse, at least as it may be able to ap-
ply the SoS,O00 exprealy appropriated by the State
uf Mismippi to thi objeot ? Or why should not the
Company, at some filrn r period, aid in this great
work, either by Iat credit or te income ? One of two
things in certain: eitsher that you ought never to
have appropriatd the $2,000,00, or thin work ought
to be carried forward to itn falu conummatlon. As
it now stands, your city ha simply made a stoek ion
vestment in a rilroad that can never be of any great
commercial beneflit to your city. But adopt the poli-
cy of the extonthonis, and you will commnnd an
overwhelming trade that you ean neverotherwise ob-
tale. I admit tht you wil get this trad at the an
peone o f the city of Mobile, but yoN commnea d yer
road with that object. Your road, after reching
about eighteen mare north of C•nton, will begin to
ommand trade that will otherwise gouto Mobile; sad
thin it continuea to do until you reach the Tenoneee
river. There r those who wil itl you that the
making of the Central Road has ouperceded the no
crenity for your road. Thin l nottrne, TheCentral
Rood will never bring you any article of commerce
which has not heretofore come to your city. To

tilsfyTyoormelf on this point, examine your malp,
and you will we the truth of the otatement. I truet
that every notinee of New Orleane will examine this
question for himself and that he will he able to give
a good reason for taking the $2,000,000 of stock In
the road to Can, or that he will act with those
who go hr carrying out the origlal objects of the
Company. Or, I would like for some one to tell me
why n rad to Canton of 20r miles would be better
for the city than a road of about 406 mile to the Ten-
nessee river. More espeaoly when yoors is the reat
trunk road, standing to other rcids, as the river at
your doors-the great Father or Waters-stands to
its tributaries.
Bt thills matter of extenion Is the moot monstroua

and co tradictory sobject with which I have ever had
to deal i in Iedlssippi the only objectio I have ever
heard t, its con niotrti I, that it would do toe
much busineo, and thereby greatly injure the Central
liad, the Soithero, Hobile and Ohio, and Charleston
and lMemphis Roado. if it uhould do thiu it would lae
because it was bringing trade and travel to your city.
But I cnm, drwn here, and I am told thlt the rlud
passe over r a pooir contry not worth mkingl a road
trlniogh, and that the $2,000,000 -f stck t.tkeu by
the city would be destroyed In value, if so vulueless
a road was made. That is, that it would reqltire all
the prontt of the southern end ot the road to pay up
the tore on the northern end. That both thel e er-
gumenta ore trite is itlpooiile, and those who, use
them ought never to repeat them to the same man It
the same day, or he might be suspected of conflund-
iug two auhier. If the city of New Orleans had ori-

Irear Sir--Tlle Lergilatnre of lnoieliana, at the

session which wras adjourned on the 18th of March
ult.. on the last day of the seesioe, passed an Act
entitled " An Act to authorize the Governor of the
Statei of Louislana and Mississippi to vote at all the
meetings of the Stockholders of the New Orleans,
Jackson and Great Northern Railroad Company.
uporn the Shares held in said Company by maid
States.

Thi ennactment imposes upon me, an Mayor of the
City of New Orleats, the duty of votrg at tlhe meet-
ing of Stockholders, wlch is called for tile 10th
inst., upon the Shares held by the City of New Or-
eans, amounting to $2.I00U.O0l, fhr the acceptao.e or
rejection of the Act, which vote, when cast, I am
advised, will have a controlling influence in the de-
termination ot the question then to be submitted.

Awrm e of the reasprrtliility which will attach to
my action, and in v.ew of the imlortance to the best
interests of New Orleans, I have thought proper to
approach you as the legal adviser if the City Cor-
poration, for the purpose of obtaining your opinion
and aoking your adtvice.

I have doubts as to the legality of the action of the
Legislature, considering the existing law in relation
to ameudmenta or alterations of the present Charter
of the Company ; and there are considerations of
giMd faith to the State of Mioiatplpi invoIlved In the
objects avowed. in the pnamsme of the Act, which
cause me to hesitate as to my course.
I am sincerely desirous in this, as I have ever been

in all matters in which the interests of the city, or
her prosperity, in in atny manner invovled, to e,r act,
as to promote their progress and advancement ; and
in my present embarrassment, as regards the course I
shall ipurue, I ask of you your views, fully and
frankly, in relation to the law, its legality,s Ipolicy
and how in your opinion, our iuterests a a eorprrM-
tion and a people will he affected by the aeceptoace
or rejection of it. Without moro detail, you will, I
apprehend, discover the extent of the dnry I prp.we
to impose upon you, and eonvinctd that, that zeal
which you have always maniested, will indtice yoil at
an early day to give me the benellit of your retlec
tiona and advice.

the railroad north of Canton.

The Company has ala received the sum of 20,000
from the State omfMierlsippi, out of the three per
cent. fund, upon the same condition as above.

The Company is bound, in gCad faith, to the State
of Missiasippi. to construct the Railroad to the Ten
neseee or Alabhma line, within the time prewm-ribed,
ead to sxpend Utme money advanced bly her on the
above-named condition, north of the City of Canton.

The present organisation of the Cosnpay, oosdM-
erieg the Acts of the I.eglBlatre of LoMistana, and
her appointment f three Directors ; the conlrlibotion
or the City of New Orleans with her appointment of
three Directors; the contrihbtions made and privl-
legentgranted by the State of Missisppl; the sub-
s•ctiptions and payments by private ladivlduale and
tax-payers of railroad taxes, ormso a ontract which
no party is allowed to change, alter or maodify,with-
out the mousent of the other contracting parties.

With the view if protecting the interest of all, the
Legilatnre of Loeitasna in granting corporat fran-
chises to the Company, (see Act of April 22, 18a3,
10,) declared that o " Whenever the New Orleansra
Jackson a Great Northern Railroat Company de
sire any change in this Actrf Incorporation, or any,
additional rights, powers., immunities or privileges
pabile notice shall be given of the same, by adver
tieemente in one or;more newspopers poblished in
the city of New Orleans, at least six months in ad-
vance of the pamage of any lew. by which mid
change may be effected ; or said rights, powers, im-
munitier or privileges granted ; and no alterution of.
or addition to the charter of sid Company shall bhe
made in a manner didrent from that provided in
this section."
Six months' uaice is her required to he given of

any intended change in the Charter of the Cimpany.
in order that any one having rights in said Company
may have time to inform himself what best suita his
Interest.

The Act of the Legislature of the 18th March,
1-.0s, opkon which you request my opinion, was not
preeded by a notice of six months, u required by
section 10 of the Act of April the 22d, 1853. It wah
not even submitted to the sual delays lon legislation.
It was presented, passed, and signed by the Governor
win one day, without notice to the public. Such pro-
ceediig antd such changes iun the Charter of the
Company are prohibited by the Act of l153, abuve
mentioned. Such a lawr is null, and annot be enu-
forced.

Indcpendently of the above canese of nullity in said
Act of the lath of March, 151,, there are considers-
tiona which, in my oplinon, should have weight with
the Chief Executive of the city ol New Orietan in
resisting the nbove-mentioned law, and opposing its
adoption at the polls to be held for that purpoe.

No political element should be allowed to approach
the corncil-room oif Its Directors; fir it wiuld very
soon be donverted into all arena for contests Iitweee
demagogues, and its present fair p-ropects saeriiceid
to their aonhition. The Glovernir of the State mnst
necessarily, in the present cotdition of tliugs, be tlhe
representative of a polilical faction or party, hound
by party obligations to sustain the interests of his
political friends, and to beoatow rewards upon such as
have nerved his cause. Such a voter, under the large
subscription of the State, would be dangerous to the
best ilterecta of the Railroad Coiupany, and wilild
hold the ipner oi a dictator at the annual elections
of the Stckhhlders.
