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Crime In nyllmldA, etc*.
In looking over our fies of English papers of late,

our attention has been attracted to the number of
aggravated crimes which are reported. A Liverpool
paper thus refers to this matter :

A glance at the assize ntelligence shows a prolific
crop of crime in this country, and some of the eaes
exhibit crimes of the deepest dye and magnitude.
Murders and aggravated manaughtee are frequent,
and it Ia clear that the comparative mildoesa of the
criminal law In our time does not deter from the
commission of atrocious offences.

The progress of crime throughout the civilized
earth is awfully appalling, and there is no apparent
abatement into its strides, espects ly in this country
and in England. As yet, however, we know of no
such terrible increase in continental Europe over pre-
vious years a in the two countries named, and we
trust there never may be.

England may charge to her own account, either of
folly or obstinacy, a large amount of the criminal ills
with which she is so ely afflicted. She not only
tolerates, but affords a secure harbor of refuge to a
vile set of men who preach up asnsesiatoa• as vir-
toue, who openly maintain that murder, uder certain
circumstances, is indisputable evidence of the poses-
sion of loftiest patriotism, and who are constantly
fomenting disturbances, instigating inebnordination
to all established law,and stimulatlng reckless spirits
on the continent to acts of bloodshed and revolution.
As long as she consents to do this, abhe need not be
surprised If the fell spirit spreads among her own
subjects, and that horrible crimes become compra-
tirely common.

In the United States, in addition to the ominoos
abundance of native scoundrels with which we are
unfortunately cursed, we receive annually from
Europe large numbers of the most Infernal villains
that ever infested a country. True, the large mass of
emigranta are honest, worthy and Industrious; but
it is, nevertheless, a well known fact that hardly an
emigrant ship reaches any of our ports but doa not
bring with it desperate and abandoned characters.
By this process the old world gains in the proportion
that we lose. Would that some mode could be de-
vised whereby both continents could be compelled to
retain the custody of their own rascals. Even then
the offcers of justice would have ample work to do.

But where is all this to end, it may be asked. We
don't know, and coneeqeonty can't tell. That there
is a moral epidemic prevailing is self-evident. As
soon as it reaches its maximum, it will begin to sub-
side ; but when that maximum will be reached it is
impossible to predict. Soon we fervently hope.

FATAL ACCIDENT.-S. B. Pierce, of Bay St. Louis,
met his death while deer hunting a few days ago, in
the following manner. His horse took fright and ran
with him and stumbled and fell with him in such a
manner as to canse his gun to fire, probably after
dropping from his hand, and lodge its contents in his
thigh, severing the femoral artery, causing death in
a few minutes. Mr. Pierce wasalawyerof standing,
and had represented his county in the Legislature.

Tao Lirw or BATTLE SHIP Fona tmtL.-In a
communication to the President of the Senate, the
Secretary of the Navy saysthatthe old line of battle
ship Franklin is now on the stocks at Kittery, Me.,
and will shortly be converted into a screw steamer,
with full steam power. The Secretary thinks that
when these alterations are finished the Franklin will
prove a very valuable addition to the service. This
vessel has not been in commission since 1824, when
she was flag-ship of the Pacific squadron under Com-
modore Stewart.

STEAMER SUNK AND Loss or LIP,.-On the after.-
noon of the 12th lust. the Portsmouth and Pomeroy
packet Venture, was sunk opposite Gallipolis, by a
gale of wind, and eight of her crew were drowned.
The passengers were all saved. The boat and cargo
were valued at $7,000.

Fo UCTAH.-The St. Louis Republican of the 16th

Maj. Ben. M'Cullough, in conjunction with Gov.
Powell of Kentucky. a Commission to treat with Gov.
B. Young and the Mormons, arrived in this city yes-
terday morning, on his way to Utah. The proposi-
tion originated in the very best motives, no doubt,
but we are very well satisfied that Gen. Johnuston will
be in Great Salt Lake City long before any reinforce-
ments can reach him Irom the States, and that he
will have established Gov. Cumming and others in
their offices, without consulting Brigham Young.

The same paper of the 17th says :
We hear from a source entitled to confidence, that

an explress messenger passed through this city some
two weeks ago, with instructions to Ge ..lJohnston,
in command of the troops at Camp Scott, not to com-
mence offensive operations against Great Salt Lake
City, and the Mormons, until the arrival of the com-
mis.toners, Messrs. Powell and McCullough, to treat
with Gov. Young and his rebels. The express will
have to make great haste if he overtakes Gen. John-
ston this side of Salt Lake City.

We really trust there may be no chance to tempo-
rise further with the foul horde of murderers and
traitors in Salt Lake City.

Toe llsuHo WATEa AT LAKE PaovIDnESc.-The
Lake Providence Herald of Saturday last says:

We are happy to record a fall in the river at this
point of some three feet within the past few days.
In two or thlree days more. should the river continue
to recede at its present rate, we trust we shall be out-
side tile pale of danger from an overflow, notwith-
standing the prospects of an early recurrence of high
water, as indicated by the news from St. Louis. The
lake is tie rear of the town io now very high, caused
Iby breaks in the levee above, which let the water
filst into the Bayou Magon, and tihen itno Baxter'n
Bayou, which connects with the lake. We hear of
several plantations along those bayous, more or less
affected by the water.

The twelve thousand dollars taken, a few days
since, from tile Grafton Bank of Massachusetts, have
been recovered.
