The Msy Party and Ball.

The May celebration of oour young population at
Odd Fellow's Hall, night before last, was really mag-
nificent. Whilst the arrangements for the occasion
were characterized by a proper poetic taste and by
a liberality bordering upon extravagance, the attenad
ance was brilliant in the extreme, and unalloyed
joyousnes filled the fastflitting hours. The party,
being tendered by the young gentlemen to the young
ladies of New Orleans, was a complhment to beauty,
the triumph of which was all that the most ardent
gallantry could have desired; and, aside from this,
as an observance of the ancient happy custom of
paying tribute to the queen mouth of the year, in the
election iand coronation of some sweet young girl as
queen of the queen month, it was perfect-charming
in every detail.

There was but one incident, which was not
altogether satisfactory ; and this was the delay of the
fair queen of the occasion, in coming out for corona
tion. The ceremony was announced to take place at
9 o'clock, but did not come of till half past 10; thus
subjecting a swelling sea of beauty and whole breakers
of gallantry, all impatient for the terpsichorean storm,
to a needless and rather vexatious delay. But it is
not often that the fair young sovereigns of America
are honored with the queenly prerogative, and so,
perhaps, the new Queen of May was pardonable in
making, like Semiramis of old, the most of her reign.

The stage at the head of the hall was handsomely
fitted up for the occasion. It was covered with a
whole grove of arbor vitae, with an avenue in the
center, at the head of which stood the throne, cano-
pied by a bower of evergreen enwreathed with flow-
ers. Almost hidden among the trees to the right of
the royal arbor, were Denigrl and his band--a band
which, we may remark, en passant, has no superior
for festive service. After an interval of mauic and
promenading, the Queen-Miss Hortense H. Tiffin, a
beautiful girl, most charmingly dressed-made her
appearance, escorted by the President of the Board
of Managers, and ascended to the front of the throne,
followed by a number of equally beantiful young
ladies as maids of honor. The President then ad-
dressed the Queen in the poetic and gallant manner
becoming the occasion, though somewhat bothered
by his diffidence in appearing thus publicly before so
brilliant and critical a multitude as the one present.
lie concluded by placing the crown upon the pretty
head which bowed to receive it, and formally invest-
ing the pretty person with unlimited authority as theQueen of May. Being crowned the Queen stepped
firward, and delivered, in charming style, her coron-
ation address. She returned her thanks feelingly for
the honor conferred upon her, made some pretty girl-
ish remarks appropriate to the occasion, took her
seat on the throne, and then, through her Prime
Minister, issued the order to the multitude to proceed
with the festivity. It was evident that her authority
was fully acknowledged : for we never saw any order
more unanimously or instantaneously obeyed. In a
few moments the hall was one vast whirl of youth
and beauty, and her majesty, the Queen of the Night,
with her maids of honor, were not long in descending
to the floor and lending their potent aid to the joyous
"keep step to the music" of Denigri and his coad-
jutors.

But before going further, we must, in justice to the
young gentlemen who gave the ball, describe the
crown which they presented to their Queen. It was
a crown of beautifully wrought silver of the bona
fide pattern, studded with sparkling stones of differ-
ent colocrs. We never before saw such a crown pre-
sented to any May Queen. On its front was finely
engraved the inscription :

We will not fatigue our readers by dwelling upon
the festivity, which was unbcounded from first to last,
or descanting upon the different bright cynosures of
beauty's brigade. Charming as was the corotation,
and delicious as was tile dance, a new surprise, anid
by far the most solid charm of the night, was die
closed upon the throwing open of the supper room.
The tables did not groaon-heing used to such labor-
but fairly ascended heavenward, with pyramids of
fruit and obelisks of confectionery, amidst islands
and deserts of classic ruins, such as epicureans delight
to grope amidst. An arbor of evergreen, extending
the whole length of the room, shaded the central
tables from the gas above, but spread a geuial glow
over all below Iy its emblazonry of parti colored lan-
terns; the whole scene looking as if a storm of
flowers had swept over it.

The young gentlemen who got up this party ex-
ceeded all outside expectations, and made a mark in
the feelings of the young ladies and of all who were
present, which time will not speedily oblihterate. We
telicitate them upon their proud success.

ite MARsLNE IIO)llcITA..-This Government insti
tution, on tile other side of the river, above McDlo-
noghville, has for more than a week been surrounded
by the waters of the Bell crevasse, and the flood is
steadily ricing.
