In our Europeans advices, to the dilculties between t
the Montenegrinsand the Turkish Government, which tclaima sovereignty over the province of Montenegro.

It will, therefore, assist our readers to an naderstand-
ing of the difficulties, to give a brief sketch of the
history of the province and its relations with the I
Sublime Porte. Montenegro has an area of 4:0 0
equare miles, and a population of 120,000, maostly be-
longing to the Greek Church. It lies west of Bern.-
goirnia and Austrian IlIania, and is chiefly of a
mountainous character. It was settled by the remains
of theb ervian army, defleated by the Turks in the
battle of Kassova, and was afterwards conquered in
1470, by Mahomed II.

Since that time it has been nominallyadependency
of Turkey; but the Montenegrins, robust, brave and
attached to the principle of self-government, have
never shown much respect for their Mahommedan
neighbors and nominal masters. There is a spice of
brigandism in their disposition, and they have re-
volted frequently, sometimes receiving rather severe
punishment for their insabordination. In 1833, they
revolted, and their Pasha or leader was sent into
exile. Their present leader, Prince Daniel, is a bold, I
shrewd man, and instigated by foreign powers, seeks
not only to make Montenegro an independent state,
hut to stir up a general revolt of the Sultan's subjects
of the Greek faith.

Sometimes Austria, and sometimes Russia has
encouraged the Montencgrins to revolt, and now the
French Emperor seems disposed to make friends of
the Montenegrins and their coreligionists, by inter-
vening to prevent the Porte sending a sufficient force
to chastise the mountaineers for their recent revolt.
This intervention has encouraged the Montenegrins
and the Greek subjects of the Sultan in their insur-
rectionary designs, and a general revolt is not im-
probable. _

Mrs. Bridget Farrell, residing on Fifth avenaue, be-
tween Bergeu and Wykoffstreets, went out when the
stort came on to cll her little gir. When shbe wa
returning to her house, holding her eald, girl of
nine years of age, in her arms, she was stnck by
the lightning. and instantly killed. Coroner Ieddialg
held an inquest this morning, and a verdict aord-
ing to the above rcts was rendered. The child was
stnoned by the shock, and on returning to coascieo-
nese, said she knew nothing of it.

In Hamilton avenue the roofs were torn from se.
eral hourses, and carried to a considerable distace.
One of them fell upon an awnoing, tearing it away.
A manu was under it at the time, and barely caped
with his lifre.

Two large trees In Willoughby street were torn up
by the roots, oand blown down the street some dis-
lance. A man was knocked down by o of them,
but escaped with trifling injury.

A frame bouse on Fifth avenue was struck by
lightning sod eonaiderably dsmaged. A woman
standing near by at the time was aiso strck and as-
vrely hart.

A lorge tree on WasLington street, oppesite the
stlatiou house, was literally cut In two by the light-
niog. Signs, awning pOsts, et., In all ports of the
city, were upturned and whirled In all directlons like
o, manly feathers. Horses took fright and ran away;
wagons were tumbled over; in short, the cip was a
acmne of general confusion.

Pasoiong southeasrtward, the storm amnmed, if pen-
sible, more terrific proportions. Many of the tele.
eraph poles wee shivered b te lightning. Upon
(lowanus the tempeut descended with tropical vio.
lence. The air wa dorkenedaso thtlights were neo-rsoary in the dwellings. Two houses were leveled to
the ground, the occopaont happily escaping persoal
ijity ; and the rools were torn off sevrat buildings
in the viclinity. A dwelling by the Penny Bridge
was made altnust a wreck, the roof being blown ofl,
windowo braken, aid other ports of the frame greatsyshut ered.

The deep gloom, black almoat as night, the beating
tempest and tLic fat rolling biljpwa, gave the bhay its
most stormy aspect. Tihe ressels were fearfully
gicked, but fortunately held fat to their moorings
till the storm had passed by, except one large schoon-
er repolrted to have sunk, only the top or her mat
being visible.
