LAKE SHORE CORRESPOODENCE.

CULLUXs Srsnsos, BLADEM, July 10.
"Hull Columbli, happy land'."

Messrs. Editors-The more I se of .this happy
land, the stronger I reiterate the above sentiment, for
God has certainly given to this country all the ede
quatesto makq as a happy people, and when I look
out from"my cottage on the hill," opened to the four
quarters, with the aroma ladened and health invigor-
ating breeze circolating through it, the only drawback
t, my most perfect happiness is the reflection that so
many of you poor, wearied and chest smothered indi-
viduals, are not here to enjoy these luxuries with me.

On leaving New Orleans we had the wind from the
west and right abaft, and as the tLermometer ranged
at over 90 in the shade, you may calculate the lake
trip was anything but comfortable; on approaching
Pass Christian we heard salves of artillery, and on
coming nearer, saw Capt. Walton's noble and valiant
company drawn up. on the beach in front of the
hotel, saluting at sunset the glorious anniversary of
oar nation's birthday--"may that band ever flourish."

On arrival at Mobile, found no relaxation in the tem-
perature, although I acknowledge I found something

You have the most exhilarating air, the most umbra-
geous shade, the most romantic, handsome made
bridges crossing the ravines of the highest hills, the
best of medicinal and other waters, and the coziest
places to speak a sentiment or whisper the softest
tale of love-everythingin perfect keeping-and in
all my experience of "boxing the compass" have
never before fallen upon such pleasant scenes. A
superior billiard saloon and ten-pin alley are also in
the vicinity of the hotel and enlivened each day with
the bright smiles and merry laugh of the darling fair

My cottage is situated on the the tip of the top-
most hill, in the vicinity of the "Red Sulphur," and
although I am not its advocate, it has a strong run
upon it somftimes, and causes, they say, much giddi-
ness in the head and uneasiness in the pedestals:
therefore, it won't suit me. I have hathed in and
drunk of these life-inspiring waters, but do not in-
dulge to the extent of some novitiates, who think
that good can only come out of quantity.

Further Particulnrs of Foreign Neua
PEE STEAMSHIP CITY OF WASHINGTON

In addition to the advice•s eady published from
the malls by the steamer City of Washington, we
present the following:

Great Bretain.
In the Houseof Lords, on the 21nsto June, the

Binhop of Oxford moved for the-co respondene be-
tween the British Government and the Governor of
Hong-Kong, repecting emigration from Bong-Kong
and Chi ince 1856. Hib object was to ascertain
whether the principle of emigrationhad been abno*d,
and whether the unfortonate: Chinese, under the
cover of free emigration, had been induced to leave
China for What subeeqohntly proved to he slavery in
its worst form.

The Earl of Caernarvon seid the emigration of
coolies to British colonies had been satisfactorly con-
ducted, bathe was bound to admit that in refeence
to foreign possessions, the principles of free emigra-
tion had been grossly abused. Government had no
objection to produce the papers.

Lord Brougham thoaught it was the duty of the
Government absolutely and immediately to prohibit
the system.

Preparations were being made to welcome the Aga-
memnon on her expected arrival with the end of the
Atlantic cable In .Valeotia Bay. The caidllation Was
that she would reach there on or about the 28th of
June.

the 21st of June. Mr. Gough was placed upon the
stand, and under oath denied the charges bronght
against him ; whereupon Dr. Lees admitted, through
his counsel, that be coulnid not sonhebstantiate them, and
wholly withdrew them. A verdict was then taken by
cousent for the plaintiff, with five gnn•eadamager.v<,uac nor nosplnpiawn, wino nve gumneas unmges.

France.
The rumor continued to be circulated that Pell-.

Bier would soon retire from the mission to London,
on the grouild that the climate does not agree with
his health. The Paris correspondent of the London
Times thinks that the interview between'the Emhas-
sador and the Duke d'Aumale, which recently at-
tracted some attention, may have something to do
with the retirement. MM. Walewsakl, Moustlerand
Drouys doe I8uys had been named in connertion
with the scuoession.

M. Pletri, who had been summoned to Paris from
Corsica, was expected to reaume hii formner position
as Preoect of Police.

The Patrie devotes an article to the Anglo-Ameri.
can difficulty, in the course of which it attributes the
excitement in the United States to the desire of the
Washington authorities to divert publite attention from
their Kansas blunders, and from'the pitiful results of
the Mormon's campaign.

" The mania of the Americans," says the Patrie,
"is to go to war, but they have always indulged in
more noise than deeds, and their sword is never more
than half drawn. Quarrelsome but economical, they
hesitate before a heavy expenditure, and prefer a sat-isaoctory arrangement to costly laurels. We must,
consequently, pay little attention to the noise created
on the other side of the Atlantic. The warlike arti
cles which fill the immense columns of the Atneriman
journals, the vehement speeches, the orders given for
the fitting out of fleets, have already been witnessed
four or five times within the last twenty yeats with-
out harming any one; and the Mayor of New York
enjoys a light conscience, notwithstanding that a
journal denounced him as a traitor for having drunk
to the health of Queen Victoria at a banquet recently
given by the English Consul,"

Symptoms of improvement were visible in the
commerce of France, and a return to activity was
confidently loollt for after the harvest.

The crops were reported to be in splendid condition,
and at Paris and elsewhere the advance recently
quoted in wheat had been graduslly lost. Other pro-
vincial markets, however, still maintained an upward
tendency.

Accounts from the wine-growing departments an-
nounce that everywhere the viheyards presented a
magnificent appearance, and gave promise oc a most
abundant vintage. Little or no business was doing
in brandies.

The loeiteur publishes the official returns of the
customs revenue, showing in the first five months of
1858, a diminution of receipts compared with thecor-
responding period in 1857, of over 5,000,000 francs,
while compared with 1856, there is an ircrease of
li,000,000 faucs.

ltaly.
Considerable uneasiness is said to have been excited

in Romeaby the important fortifications the French
are making at Civita Vecchia.

Some heavy failures are reported in Turin, and it
is said that considerable misappropriation of money
by certain Directors of Cuneo Railroad Company had
been discovered.

It is denied that Piedmont has made any demands
upon Naples for indemnification in the Cagliari affair.

It is announated that the Pope is going to increase
his navy from two corvettes to ten.

A desperate attempt to escape had been made by
the prisoners confined at Pallano,and sixty of them
succeeded in getting away. Half of them, however,
had been recaptured.

Russia.
A grand public ceremonial took place at St. Peters.

burg on the 12th of June. The new cathedral of St.
Isaacu was consecrated by a solemn religious service,
which blended all the magnificence of ecclesiastical
and military pomp. The Imperial family and Court
were present, and 30,000 troops were under arms.

Letters from St. Petersburg state that the Emperor
was gathering about him every day men belonging to
the progressive party ; that the Cabinet was im
pressed with the necessity of approaching Western
civilization, and that the next generation will not find
any trace of slavery in Rlussia. This policy isopposed
by the old Russian party, headed by Prince Men
ehikofl:

voting all their energies to the preparation of a fresh
expedition against Grahovo, Montenegro, unless the
peasants quickly submit. The Turkish force was ex-
pected to amount to 12,000 men. The peasants
showed themselves less disposed than ever to ac-
knowledge the Turkish authority.

A report was current that the Montenegro question
was to be arranged by Commissioners sent there to
define the boundarie.s In that case Admiral de La-
graviere, who commands the French ships in the
Adriatic, would act for France. Two steam gun-
boats were to be sent to the Adriatic to facilitate the
Admirals communication with the shore.

The Blount and DeRiviere Case.

The New York Times, of the 7th, thus states the
attitude in which this domestic imbroglio remained
at that time:

DeRiviere stands committed nominally, but in
reality is living the same us before his arrest at the
Hotel Napoleon, where, it is also asserted, Mrs. Blount
and her daughter are both concealed. He is in the
custody of officer McDonough, who declares that he
shall neither escape or be kidnapped. On enqluirlng
the meaning of the latter phrase, our reporter was
informed that desperate efforts had been madeby
certain Jersey City and New York policemnen to kid-
nap the prisoner, and take him away by force, to be
conveyed to New York, or placed on board of some
steamer or sailing vessel bound for a Southern city ;
that a half dozen or more men armed to tile teeth,
came to the IHotel Napoleon as early as 4 o'clock yes-
terday morning, with that end in view; that the real
reason why DeRiviere did not appear at the examina-
tion was, because it was the intentlon of the prosecu-
tion to consent to his discharge, when he was to be
suddenly seized and spirited away, as aforesaid, etc.
Statements inmilar to the above were made to our re.
porter by one of the counsel for the prisoner, who
added that the charge of larceny against DeRiviere
contained in the complaint of MIr. Blount was so
utterly ridiculous and untenable, either in law,
or in common sense, that it would not stand a
three minutes' examination before any magistrate
even in New Jrrsey; that the prosecution did
not expect to succeed on that charge, but merely
wished to gain time to trump up a better one, or.
(what he thought more probable) to manage the
thing so that the prisoner might slip into the hands
of the aforesaid kidnappers; that this prosecution of
De ltiviere was only one way of giving vent to a long
standing domestic feud in which the patents were
more interested for themselves than for their children
-that it had now reached a crisis that would utterly
and forever exclude the possibility of a reconciliatioh
-that Mrs. Blount averred with the solemnity of an
oath that she would never live with her husband
again, and that it was very doubtful whether he would
ever be permitted to see either her or her daughter.
Capt. De Riviere has made no effort to obtain bail,
and there appears to be no necessity of his doing so,
as he is allowed, under the nominal custody of Officer
BlcDouongh, the free run of the Hotel Napoleon,
which, though not a very extenaive or inviting-hlook
ing establishment, nevertheless contains within its
walls, probably sufficient to satisfy the cravings of
his French heart for Ile heart.

If he chooses he can waive the examination on
Thursday, get bail, and await the actione of the grand
jury.

Meantime he may enjoy the society of Madame and
Mademoiselle at the Hotel Napoleon, and await with
the injured husband and father, the tardy movements
of the law. There don't seem to be any remedy for
it-at least not in New Jersey.
