The license of language, the grossness of insult,
the swell of Jhe bully, the large number of informal
challenges, Ashow that in everything but physical
courage, we fully match the Americans.

THE ATLrNTIC TELEoGRAP FLEET.-The New
York Times of the 13th says:

We have at last received some news, though brief
and unsatisfactory, of the Atlantic Telegraph fleet,
which left Plymouth in England on the 10th of June.
The steaulstug Blue Jacket arrived at St. Johns, N.
F., on Sunday, in twenty-eight days from Liverpool,
and reports having seen in latitude 51 deg. 37 min. N.
and longitude 32 deg. W., a large double-deck frigate,
with cog-wheels fore aft, and a large paddle steamer
-both English. These were probably the Agamem-
non and the Valorous. That same evening she also
saw a large steamer bearing down upon the othem,but she was lost sight of duringthe night. This lat-
ter vessel was probably the Niagara. The British
vessels made signals, but the Blue Jacket, having no
codp, was unable to understand them. Eighteen days
have now elapsed since these vessels were thus seen,
since which time the weather is reported moderate
and thick until the 3d inst., when there were steady
gales from the southwest, with a high sea. The pro.
gress of the Niagara in laying her portion bf the
cable must necessarily, therefore, have been quite
slow, though so long a period has elapsed since she
must have started from mid-ocean that the prospect
of the success of the enterprise is rather discourag-
ing.

A DANGERors LITTLs AN.-Gov. Gizzard Foot

on the 5th inst. The Charleston Courier says it (the
speech) was filled with demagoguism and ad captan-
duos flummery to a disgusting degree, and extracts
the following from the report:

A PrscINs CUaiostvT.-The Port Elizabeth Mer.
cury records the capture of two fishes of a rare spe.
cies :

About three weerks ago the manager of the Water-
ing Company's tank-boat, Mr. Thoroughgood, observ-
ing that two immense fish had got over a sand bar
intm, shallow water, rushed into the sea with a knife,
without waiting for assistance, and managed after a
severe struggle to kill them both. Upon examsina
tio thley proved to be a bull and a cow of a most
singular fish. Having cut the heads off to preserve
them for the novelty of their appearance, the eareases
were sold to Mr. John Stock tor 9, who succeed-
ed getting about fifty-one gallons of oil. Unfortu-
nately none thought of securing any other part of the
bodies. The back-bone and fins were thus permitted
to be washed away to sea by the returning tide. The
head had all the appearance of having an elongated
enout not unlike the beak of a cormorant attached to
a tith's body. The jaw, which extended about a foot
and a half from the tip to the throat, opened a foot
wide and was entirely deprived of teeth. One of the
fish was twenty feet in length and the other eighteen
feet. The dorsal fin was about six feet from the
head, with two small fins at a corresponding distance
underneath. The tail was placed horizontally, and
measured fully three feet from fan to fan. The stout-
est part of the body was about nine feet in circnmfer-
ence. For the sake of science we consider it a great
misfortune that no scientific person was called in to
examine it.

We are sorry to be Informed by planters fIrom tlhe
interior of the parish or Concordia that the waters of
the Teneas are continually rising at the rate of one
inch and a quoarterperday. Itis now idto be four
teen inches higher than it has been this year.
Thp Intelligencer poblishes a letterfromLake Con-

cordia, from which we extract the following:
Statements regarding the growing crops maust he

more or lee sectional, growing out of circumaloces
having more or less ioflp ooe-..such as high water,
crevasem In levees, continued heavy ramins, etc., with
all their attendert remah.t

In the first place, then, high waetr Ionjm toa
greater or lees extent all the aQp fronting on the
river, some of which cannot make half aerrop, either
of corn or cotton. CreVas i .t iwelt known, will
ruin all the crops in their Immediate ,vicinity, and
submerge, to a. greater or less exteqt, the interior,
owiog to the amount of water disehbrged and tie,
length of time the river remains over .it: anks
Now, although it is evident thatth hiht water
this season has not quite reached the hgis point of
the river in 1850, yet all men ofobaervation will tell
you that they have never known the river tanremain
over its banks and against the levees soch a length of
time. It is true we are not yet injured by bck water
to the extent we were in the former year. In this
parish, in 1860, back water from the overflow com-
menced receding early in June. On LaeJohn,fully
one-third of the place I waslthen managing wae under
water, and as the water left it I planted otton. Af-
ter the water went down the season was favorable,
and we estimated that this portion of the place, not-
withstanding the lute planting, produced three-fourths
of a bale per acre-certainly not less than one-half
bale.

The continued rainy weather this season is causing
more damage to the crops in this parish than it has
done for the pst ten years, theperiodof my residence
within its limits. Some of us have more rest in the
crop than I have ever before known. To conclude
the list, back water is now coming in behind us, and
is already inside of our fences on the lower portions
of the cotton grounds, and I am informed it Is quite
submerging some of the plantations farther in the in
terior. Back water, together with the Lake, is steadi-
ly rising. no doubt increased by the late heavy ramine.
The back waters now appearing is mainly the acco-
mulation of water from breaks in the levees in the
upper parishes.

Most of us on the Lake will make, (have already
made,) an abundance of corn. Whether we make
three-fonurth or even one-half of a cotton crop de-
pends entirely on the back water overspreading and
the character of the weather during the remainder of
the season.

The St. Mary's Banner of Thursday last says:
The rains continue to drench all parts of our parish

almost daily. The younger crops of corn are suffer-
ing much from an excess of wet weather. The cane
suffers less than the corn, but in some places, where
they have been unable to plow out the middles, it has
turned rather too yellow to be healthy. Hpwever,the cane is generally growing finely, and there are
yet good prospects of a heavy yield.

The wind last Thursday blew down considerable
quantities of corn below Franklin, and On Bayou
Sale, but we have not yet learned whether it extended
generally over the paurtsh.

The Houma Ceres of Saturday last says :
While other portions of our State are suffering from

the effects of high water, the parish of Terrebonne is
comparatively unaffected. Crope with us never were
better, and we may now consider this parish as the
Mount Ararat of Louisiana.

Booth was tried on the Indictment, found
guilty, and sentenced to imprisonment. Suoiequently
Garland recovered a judgment in his elil action, and
to satisfy the execution issued upon it, the Marbshal
seized the printing presses and other property of
Booth; Booth thtreupon brought, an action in the
State court to recover possession of this property, and
that action has just been decided in his favor,. The
case, however, will doubtless go up to Washington.
