The Erle Railroad Diesater.

The New York Daily Times, of the 17th inst., gives
the following particulars of this distressing affair :

The most serious accident that has ever occurred on
the Erie railroad, happened to the express train
(which leaves Jersey City at 5:30 P. M.,) on Thurs-
day, six miles east from Port Jervis, atabout 9 o'clock
P. M. The train consisted of a locomotive, six pas-
senger caro and one baggage crate. There were
about one hundred and fifty persons an the train.
They had just stopped at Turner's corner, where pas-
sengers take tea, and then proceeded westward at the
rate of about thirty-five miles an hour. On approach.
ing a place known as " Shin Hollow," where the
road is straight, with asteep embankment, some forty
feet in depth on one side, the locomotive struck a
broken rail, which it jumped, carrying along the crate
and the first four passenger cars. The two rear cars,
however, were thrown from the rail, and after being
drawn ovc.r the sleepers for some distance, the coup-
ling broke, which connected these two cars with the
rest of the train, and they were both throwh over the
embankment. The rear car turned two or three
times completely over, while the other made but one
turn an a half, remaining bottom up. The last car
was torn to fragments, one of the heavy Iron trucks
passing through the bottom and crashing to death
several of those within. All the deaths occurred in
this car, while in this, as well as the other, a large
number were seriously injured. A number had their
limbs broken, and were pierced by splinters and frag-
ments of the wreck. Six persons were found to have
been killed, viz s: three men, one woman, (colored,)
and two children. Two or three were living last
evening, whose injuries are so serious that it is thought
that they cannot recover.

It seems to be conceded by all who are able to form
an opinion, that the cause of this disaster was the
breaking of the rail. There was sufficient indication
that something was wrong, to attract the attention of
those in the first car, although no re of them were
seriously disturbed except the last two. Those expe-
rienced in running trains say, that although the rail
had been broken when the first car was upon it, the
strain from the engine in front and the care in the
rear would have been sufficient to keep it in the line
of the road. and that none of the cars would run off
until the draught strain had become too slight to
keep them in a line with the rails This, they be-
lieve, was not the case until the last car struck the
broken rail. That then it passed from the track, and
in turning down the embankment, the second car
was drawn over from the rear, and the coupling
breaking, it ran down the slope.

SUPRExr Corner or LOUItANA.. From the fbl-
lowing, which we extract from the Shreveport Ga-
zette of the 17th inst., it would appear that one of
our Supreme Judges contemplates resigning the
office he now holds :

We learn from a reliable source that Judge Spofford
will resign in a few weeks. In that event, it will be
incumbent upon the people to elect his suaccessor.
The Hon. T. T. Land and the Hen. John Ray are
spoken of most favorably in connection with the
office. These gentlemen are worthy of every honor
which could be conferred by a people; either of
them would discharge the duties of that dignified
and responsible position with ability. Judge Spof-
ford was unquestionably the leading spirit of the
bench ; on that account, it is the more important
that his successor should be qualified to take his
place in that learned body.

FPaoe MONTEvDo.-The New York Daily Times
of the 17th has dates from Montevideo to the 28th
May, from which we extract the following :

Business is very dull. Many houses have failed
and although the crisis seems to'have passed, it will
be some time before the trade is fitive. The Gov-
ernment appears to be firmly mated in power, and
the late revolutlonary party perfectly quiet. The
wanutof rain was severely felt until the pjat ten days,
during which it has rained almoset steadily. There
has been no yellow fever at Montevideo this year.
At Buenos Ayres they have had a number of cases,
mostly brought from Rio by the steamer. The .u-
thorities have been prompt and energetic in their
quarantine and sanitary regulations, so that the dis.
ease has not become epidemic.

It was contemplated to have in the procession the
horse Quitmdan rode in his Mexican eampaign, beb,
like his master, that noble charger.ii" numbered with
the dead. Henry, the faithful body servant who
followed his master and was with him in all his bat-
ties, was one of the humble, but mach kobserved,
most sadly beartatricken mourners At the faneraL
