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The fact that there is yet " balm in Gilead"-that
there is yet reasonable hope of restoration to health
and the joys of life-for the multitudes of suffering
human beings who pine under the ordinary medical
treatment, experience a sickly expectation of re-
covery under aelf-drenchings of patent medicines,
and at last sink like phantoms into the grave, we re-
gard as a fact so important, that it should be published
far and wide, and in such a manner as to compel the
attention of those for whose benefit it is uttered.

PartIculars of the Breaking of the Tele-
graph Cable.

From.the Boston Courier, of the 17th inst., we ex-
tract the following interesting particulars respecting
the failure of the attempts to lay the submarine tele-
graph cable :

Our own reporter visited the Alice Munroe at Quar.
antine-six miles down the harbor-returning to
the city at an early hour this morning, bringing the
lollowing information procured from the first mate,
Mr. John Richards :

The Alice Monroe left Liverpool on the 13th of
June, three days later than the date of the sailing of
the Telegraphic Fleet from Plymouth. She experi- i
enced almost constanteoutherly gales,and was forced
to take a mach more northerly course than she other-
wise would have done. Being a very staunch vessel,
she rode outof the storms with entire ease and safety,
and was subjected to no injury.

On the morning of the 27th, about 8 o'clock, saw
the frigate Niagara lying toin lat. 520 05 min, long.
33 o 15 min., and was shortly boarded by a boat from
her containing Mr. Cyrus W. Feld, of New York, and
a lieutenant of the Niagara. It was then foggy, but
the weather was very calm. Mr. Field and the lieu-
tenant desired Captain Cummings to take certain let-
ters and papers relative to the telegraph expedition
to the United States, and wrote one or two letters on
board the Alice Munroe during the hour or more
they remained on board of her. They also com-
monicated to Captain Cummings and Mr. Rich-
ards a statement of their doings for the past fortnight.
They stated that both vessels, the Niagara and Aga-
memnon, experienced the most violent southerly gales
from the day they left Plymouth, and were driven as
far north as lat. 54 0, nelob higher than the rendez-
vous, thus delaying their operations for several days.
The Niagara behaved in all respects like a thorough
sea-going vessel, and was none the worse for the
storm. The Agamemnon, on the contrary, suffered
severely. Atone time the commandler of the Aga-
memnon inforamed the first officer that he had no
hopes of saving his vessel two hours longer, so great
was her straining. But the storm subsided at last,
and the Agamemnon rode out the gale. A most un-
fortunate accident occurred on board, however, caused
by the breaking loose of the " cone,' which held the
cable in its position on the gun-deck. The cable "got
adrift," and was pitched about the deck, undoubtedly
much to its damage. Two hundred tuns of coal also
" got adrift" on the same deck, and caused infinite
trouble. Two seamen were injured by these accidents,
one of them hirving an arm broken, and the other
having a leg broken.

The two vessels and their tenders finally arrived
on the ground, and on the morning of the 26th a
connection of the cable was effected-the weather
being then sufficiently calm. The paying out of the
cable had scarcely commenced before the wire
snapped. Alter a few hours' detention another splice
was made, and the steamers started-the Agamem-
non and her consort for Ireland, and the Niagara and
her companion for the American eoast. Signals were
kept lip between the two fleets constantly, a message
being transmitted every filteen minutes, and all was
going on well till about forty miles had been paid
out, when the electricians on board thle Niagara dis-
covered that the current was broken. This was at
12 o' clock, A. MI., on the 27th. The Niagara wan
immediately put about, and she had already reached
the mid-ocean rendezvous, when at 8 o'clock she was
first seen by the Alice Munroe. It was believed on
board the •t•igara that the cause of the second
breaking was a kink in the Agamemnon's wire,
caused by its disarrangement during the gale, but of
this there is no certainty. Nothing was said to Mr.
Richards about the working of the new brakes-pro-
bably there had been no occasion to put them in use.
Mr. Field could not conceal his evident down-

heartedness; he certainly had occasion for much
foreboding. The theory that June was the most pro-
pilirrur month for carrying out the enterprise was en-
tirely destroyed ; tie rvaunting bIrasts of the London
Times as to the superior capacities of the Ngamem-
non, was put to rest by the narrow escape of that
vessel from going to pieces without the aid of rocks
or icebergs; and the two breakiorgs of the wire at the
very beginning of the trial--these were certainly
enough to dismay the stoutest coonfidence.

The Alice bMuorore narted from the company of the
Niagara shortly after noon of the S7thoand lost sight
of her ahout 4 olclok. Tile Agamemnon had not
then iom, in sight. The Niagara had hoped that
her consort would arrive in season to make another
trial that day ; but as the weather was foggy, though
cahln, it is hardly probalble that anything was done on
the 27th. For two days subsequently the weatherwnas quite calm and favirable but after that there
was another succeseion of heavy southerly gales, and
tile weather on tile bank-, as experienced by the
Alice Munroe, was ex:eedirngly rough.

[Jackson (Misi.) Eagle of the South, 24th inst.

William B. Astor, says the New York Daily News,
has determined to build three large steamships, so con-
structed that they can be used for commercial or naval
purposes. The object that Mr. Astor has in view, is
to give work to several thousand suffering mechanics
and laborers at present out of employment. When
the vessels are completed, he will offer them for sale
to the United States Government, and in case that
it should decline, to the European powers. Any sur-
plus that may remain after payment of the cost of
construction and a reasonable interest, Mr. Astor in.
tends to divide among the workmen. The cost will
be about $3,000,00)0.

COMPRESSING ELECTRICITY.-The London Morning
Chronicle states that a great experiment, heralding
an important scientific discovery, was tried some time
since at Vincennes, in the presence of many eminent
and practical judges. From the demonstration then
and there made it would appear that the secret of
compressing and governing electricity is at length
discovered, and, according to the Chronicle, the
power may now be considered "as the sole motor
henceforward to be used." A small mortar was fired
by the inventor, at the rate of a hundred shots a min-.
ute, without flashing, smoke or noise. The same
power can, it is claimed, be adapted to every system
of mechanical invention, and is destined to supersede
steam, requiring neither machinery nor combustion
for its successful operation.

SPECIAL COBRE PONDENCE.

BexAR COUrTY, TeXAS, July 16th, 1858.
TsRxAs-Its period of excitement and warfare-the

adventurers attracted during that period -the
change affected by the Mexican war-the attrac-
tions now prsented--the opening afforded to the
8outh-the prospect of a Southern population--
the country east of San Antonio--its water facili-
ties, etc., etc.
Paring the past thirty years, Texas has afforded

more interesting and exciting matter for the news-
paper press of the United States than any other por-
tion of the continent. From the time of the settle-
ment of Austin's colony, up to the close of the Mexi-
can war, it was the greatest theater of wild and ex-
citing exploits in America. It was a powerful magnet
of attraction to those who loved the excitement of the
buffalo chase or the deer hunt; to those who de-
lighted in Indian warfare; to those who wished to
escape the restraints of civilization i; to those who de-
sired to get beyond the reach of their creditors; to
fugitives from justice; to men of ruined character,
and to adventurers of every description imaginable
from brutal assassins, thieves, robbers and unprin-
cipled gamblers, up to the most courageous, perse-
vering, noble and high minded men, that the world
ever saw.

With the close of the Mexican war, Texas pre-
sented an entirely new phase. She was no longer de-
pendent on adventurers. Hter difficalties with Mexico
were settled and placed beyond the possibility of a
revival. She relied on the Federal Government for
protection against hostile Indians, and thus secure
in life and property, her people gradually settled
down from a state of wild excitement, tormoil and
ancertainty, to one of calmness, peace and surety.
The industrious speedily engaged in the develop-
ment of the natural resources of the State, by which
they proved to the world that Texas was one of the
best agricultural and stock raising States in the
Union. The attractions which drew within her
borders reckless adventurers, nolonger existed. They
were succeeded by others more peaceful and prollta-
ble, which consists of rolling prairies with soils unsur-
passed in fertility, ready for the plough. Hills and
valleys, affording luxurious and almost boundless
pasturage for cattle, sheep and horses, and a climate
well adapted to the growth of the staples of the
South, and of every variety of cereals and fruits
grown in North America.

With these attractions, Texas now looms up before
the Southern States of this Union as the only reliable
field presented for the extension of Southern institu-
tions and Southern political power. That the South
will avail itself of this opening, that Southern men
and Southern institutions will prevail here, and that,
in a comparatively short space of time, this great ter-
ritory will be cut up into six slave States, is my firm
conviction. Existing circumstances will, in spite of
all opposition, effect this muchto-be-desired resulc.
From the Potomac to the Sabine the prices of good
lands range from ten dollars to fifty dollars per acre,
and nearly all the lands that can be profitably culti-
vated have been taken up by actual settlers, conse-
quently the sons of planters and others who wish to
engage in agriculture in a slave State cannot obtain
good lands within a convenient distance of shipping
points without paying exorbitant prices. In Texas
there are millions of acres of as good land as the sun
ever shone upon-equally as good for the cultivation
of corn and cotton as any in the South, and better
than any on the continent for the raising of stock--
which can be had at prices ranging from fifty cents
to three dollars per acre. When these facts are taken
into consideration, and also the fact that the young
men of the South who are just entering upon the
stage of action, are imbued with a strong love for
Southern institutions, and possess a deep-rooted pre-
judice against fanatical free States, the conclusion of
every sensible man must be that the present vacant
lauds of Texas will be speedily occupied by the sons
of the South.

Impressed with this belief, I am induced to think
that much may still be said of this country that will
be interesting to the readers of the Crescent and to
the people of the South generally. Therefore I have
determined to seed you descriptions of the country,
accounts of such things of interest as I may see, bear
of and experience, together with reflections and com,
ments thorann

In pursuance of this determination, I will corn
mence with the locality where 1 at present reside
which is ten miles east of San Antonio, six miles eas
of the Salad river, and about ten miles west of the
Cibolo river, which are the nearest running streams
Consequently the residents of the country lying be
tween these water courses have to depend on then
for the supply of their stock, or on the rain water
which accumulates in gullies. Thesegullies are vert
prevalent in this locality ; they are formed by th,
rain water, which runs from the rolling prairies int,
the valleys. After heavy rains these gullies presen
the appearance of rivers swollen by a freshet. Fo
many days, and sometimes weeks, the water run
with great rapidity, tearing away earth and trees on
each side, piling up embankments of earth and rub
bish in some tlaces, and plowing deep basins it
others: thus furnishing dams and reservoirs, bh
which large bodies of the waters are retained. The
water thus secured is used by the stock, and often fo
domestic purposes. During seasons of extreme
drouth these reservoirs not being replenished by rains
become dry, and then the distant running stream
are the only sources from which water can be ob
tained. This extreme drouth, however, is of rare oc
currence. It prevailed last year and the year before
but for eighteen years previously there had been at
abundant supply of rain water for stock and domestic
uses. This occasional failure in the supply of wate.
is the only inconvenience to which the stoel raiser i
subjected; but this inconvenience may be obviates
by the erection of dams across these gullies at differ
ent places capable of holding water. In this way im
mense bodies of water could be secured ; and, as
there is an abundance of sandstone, limestone asn
clay in the beds and along the banks of these gullies
the expense ofbuildiug strong dams would be corn
parutively light.

There is another mode by which a sufficient quan
tity of water could be obtained to supply the demaun
during the driest seasons, such as the digging of a
series of tanks in the earth, making them water-tigh
and filling them by drains from the water course.
during the wet seasons; but decidedly the best ant
most reliable method of obtaining water for thi
locality is by means of artesian wells, by which I an
satisfied enough could be obtained for irrigation ant
for stock and domestic uses. My reasons for this be
lief are, first, that many of the streams which floe
from the mountains in the north-west are said to snlt
into the earth, often running a short distance, and do
not again rise to the surface; second, the scarcity o
springs, and the fact that where springs do appea
the water gushes forth with great force, and some
times affords a supply sufficient to form rivers, as io
the case with the San Pedro, San Antonio and othe,
other springs that I might mention. The geologica
formation, too, sustains this belief. A few feet belot
the surface is a strata of clay, which dips at a alight
angle toward the south-east. It is of variable thick
ness. I have visited wells which have been dug is
this clay to depths ranging from sixty to one hundres
feet, without meeting with any other formation, ant
consequently without getting water. In other places
I have seen water obtained at depths from forty tt
fifty feet. This strata of clay extends over a large
portion of the State. It grows thinner toward thi
north-west. It rests on a strata of sand and gravel
which has always, when reached, yielded a good sup.
ply of excellent water. The water from the moun
tains flow below this strata, and I have no doubt
th:at by means of artesian wells of ordinary depths, ii
could he raised to any height that might be necessar_
for irrigation or motive power.

So much for water facilities. In my next I wilt
present other matters of interest connected with thhi
aectlon of Western Texas. Onssa.ov.

The weather was considered quite favorable for the
growing crops.

A terrible explosion had occurred in London of a
large manufactory of fireworks, by which one hbn.
dred persons were injured-many of them fatally.

It is rumored on good authority that Sir Allen Me-
Nab will receive the appointment offirst Governor of
New Caledonia.

The Liverpool Chamber of Commerce has memori-
alized the Government, protesting against the en.
forcement of the forced loan on British subjects by
the Mexican Government, and asking the Govern-
ment to protect British citizens in the exercise of
their legitimate rights.
In a leading article the Times argues that the an-

nexation of Cuba to the United States would be an
advantage to England in a commercial point of view,
and encourages the enterprise.
The British war steamship Agamemnon had at

length arrived at Queenstown.
It has been determined by the Directors of the At-

lantic Telegraph Company to make another attempt
to lay the cable this season.

The telegraph fleet was to have started on their
new expedition on the 17th inst.

France.
In France commercial atlairs are improving.
It is rumored that another conspiracy has been dis

covered. Several arrests have been made of those
supposed to be implicated in this matter.

Naples.
Advices from Naples report that the Government

had offered the owners of the Cagliari one hundred
thousand (?) for the detention of the vessel, but that
this offer ents declined.

China.
The allied fleet had anchored off the mouth of the

Pei-Ho, and expected to capture the forts in a few
days.

Later from India.
Later advices have been received from India and

China, but the news is not of an important character.
The rebels in Central India are somewhat trouble-
some. Sir Colin Campbell was still at Fultzghur,
where he arrived on the 25th May.

Massacre of Christiana
A serious outbreak has occurred at Jeddah (7).

The Mahommedans rose on the Christian residents of
the place and massacred upwards of twenty.

The French and English Consuls are among the
number killed.

Three British men-of-war have been ordered thither
to demand redress for this outrage.

Free-Soil Legislature for Kansas.
ST. Louts, July 29.-The Kansas Herald, received

by the last mail, states that Mr. Calhoun, President
of the late Kansas Constitutional Convention, has
issued certificates to those who have been elected to
the Legislature.

The Free State members from Leavenworth county
have received certificates of election, which gives the
Free State party a majority in both branches of the
State Legislature.

The terald exhorts the people of Kansas to vote
for the English ordinance, and thus secure a State
Government.

TRIUMPHS Or TII,. LIBIRAL PARTY.

The steamship Gen. Rusk, which arrived in port
on Satarday last, brought as files of the Brownille
Plag up to the 21st inst. The Flag contais news or
considerable importance, indicatig the earlytriunmph
of the Liberal party in Mexico. Indeed, the whole
of Northern Mexico lits been for a long time under
the control of the patriot Vidanrri, sand the latest in.
telllgent announces the capture of the Important city
of Ban Lois Potoel by the troops under command of
his officers.

From the Flag we glean the following:
MATAMOROS -Col. Goadalope Garcia last week

left Matamoros with troops to reinforce the Tamaonl
pas division now in the field. We learn that it is the
intention of the commanders of the troops of all the
frontier States to unite their forces, and together
march upon the capital. Gov. Garza, it is said, will
also leave Matamoros in a few days. The greatest
esnthosiasm prevails in the ranks of the liberal party
from its recent successes, and the confidence thus in-
otilled into the rank and file of its army is equivalent
to another victory.

LaTesr FouM M xTA oaos.-- We learn that Gov.
Oarna left yesterday for Victoria.

A rumor was in circulation there that President
Zolosga had abandoned the city of Mexico and left
the Government in the hands of Canto, one of his
subordinates, and two Bishops. The news is sid to
have come from Monterey by private letter.

The following is from the Flag of the 14th :
The progress of the Constitutional party in Mexico

seems daily approaching the haven of suceess. By
the mail that arrived at Matamoros from Monterey,
on Saturday last, we have tiles of the Boletin O ieial
from the latter place, which announce the final nou-
cesm of the long-contested siege of the city of San
Louis Potosi by the forces nder Gol. Zanaz. The
fact is announced in an official dispatch from CoL
Zuazoa to Gov. Vidanrri, dated from bheadqnarter in
the villsge of Sanstiago, on the 30th nit., as follows:
Excellenolt Sir: Yesterday at ten in the morning we

arrived here, and immediately dLupatohed to the com-
mandaont of the plnua of San Lola, the commuonirca.
tion, a copy of which, marked ho. 1, I have the honor
herewith to transmitto yourExcelloncy. (This copy
is a brief order to surrender the place in the space o
two hours, or take the consequences of a refusal--Ed.
F ag.]

Ater the two hours fixed in this commoniestion,Sreceived the reply expressed in the copy marked
No. 2, [A refusal to surrender. Ed. Flag,] which do-
termined me to immediately prepare for military ope
rations, by making a rapid reconnoience of the forti-
fication of the plaza, and gave rest to the troops in
order, on the following day, to commence the attack
in form.

Thus we commenced the firs at 9 A.M., and by 4
of the alternoon, our brave troops had possession
themselves of the place, proceeding for more than
two hours through a very lively firing from all parts,
beoth from artillery and small arms.

All mysubordinates have deported themselveswith
their usual gallantry, and notwithstanding the formi
dable fortifications of the enemy, we have sustained
but a small loss, for which we are very grateful. With
sorrow I have to report to your Excellency, that
among the wounded, though not seriously, is the
meritorious and valiant Colonel of Artillery, Edward
H. Jordan.

The loss on the part of the enemy has been much
greater, and among the prisoners are several chiefs
and officers. I shall embrace the first opportunity tc
give to your excellency the particulars more in detail
concluding for the present by congratulating the nao
tion, the State, the Supreme Powers and your Excel
lency for this very important triumph that has been
obtained by the decision and bravery of the Consti
tutional forces.

Advices have also been received from the troops of
Tamaulipas under Gen. Carvajal. A portion of his
command had intercepted and captured a largd train.ol
goods, consisting, it is said, of 1400 rnie loads which
had left Tampico in the direction of San Luis. The
greatest enthusiasm pervades their ranks, and they,
as well as the other division of the northern army,
were being increased by the daily acquisition of vol.
nners.

DIGNIrr oF THE ParINTR'S ARTc-Under the above
caption, the July number of the New York Printer
contains the following tribute to the dignity of the
vocation of Printers, which we take pleasure in sub
joining, not only on account of the beauty of the Ian
gunge used, but for the literal truth it conveys:

Surely if there is any occupation followed by man,
that should be reganrded as ennobliag and elevating
it is that of the printer. The printer is the world',
schoolmaster. It is the printer who teaches the
world's "young idea how to shoot." Let printers,then, hold up their heds, and live lives that will
honor their proeseaion, and their profession will cer-
tainly honor them. in the early progress of printing
in England printers were inveuted, by act of Parlia"
meplt, with many of the privileges granted to the
nobility ; and the nct, we believe,still remains on the
statute book. B. F. Taylor pays the following poetib
tribute to the workers in the 'art preservative of all
arts:'

"the printer is the Adjutant of Thought, and this
explains the mystery of thie wonderful word that can
kindle a hope as no song can-that can warm a heart
as no hope can-that word 'we,' with a hond-in.
hand warmth In it, for the auhorand the printer are
engineers together. Engineers indeed! When the
little Corsican bombarded Cadiz at the diatanch of
five miles, it was deemed the very triumph of enine
eering. But what it that paltry range to this;whereby they bombard the ages yet to be ?

"There at the 'case' he stands nod marshals inte
line the forces armed for truth, clothed in immor.
tality and English. And what can be nobler than
the equipment of a thought in sterling Saxon--uaxono
with the ring of spear ard shield therein, and cost
missioning it when we are dead, to move gradnallf
on to the latest syllable of recorded time.' This
is to win a victory from death, for this has no dyi4
in it.
"The printer is called a laborer, and the office hs

performs is toil. Oh, it is not work, but a sublime
rite he is performing, when he thus sights the engine
that is to fling a worded truth in grander curve thar
missiles ere before descrired--fling it into ohe bosom
of an age unborn. He throews off his coat indeed
we but wonder, the rather, that he does not put hi,
shoes from off his feet, for the place whereon hb
stands is holy ground.

"A little song was uttered somewhere long ago; it
wandered throdgh the twilight reebler than a star it
died upon the eur. But the printer takes it ip where
it was lying there in the silence, like a worrded bird,
and he equips it anew with wings, and sends it forth
from the ark that had preserved it, and it flies on
into the future with the olive branch of peace, and
around the world with melody, like the dawning of
spring morning."
