Then sllowing thIe boy exactir
how many notches, lie bid hIim, stilllaughing. to dratir
him ip. iThe boy did so, and drew him off' his feel.
Once up, he could not, bIecause cfthle ratchet get him
down, and when, in answer to tihe little girl's atnxiety,

Mrs. Elliott came mtt, her husband hung dead, iis
feet touching tihe floor, arid the hook preasiog hard
against hisjnguilar.

ARRII'.IL OF TIHE STE.'A5•.SIi' 1MOSES TTAYLOR.

NEW YORn, July 27.-The steamship Moses Taylor
arrived from Aspinwall this morning, bringing Cali-
fornia dates to the 5th inst., fifteen days later than
previous advices. She brings $1,100,000) in gold.

The nrush of miners to the Frazer river gold mines
continues unabated.

The town of Victoria is crowded with Americans
from California, Oregon and Washington Territories.
Eligible building lots are selling at the most exor-
bitant prices-in some instances as high as $20,000
have been paid for a single lot.

The tludsou Bay Company are buying gold dust
from the miners at fifteen dollars per ounce.

The miners had experienced some trouble from the
Indians in the vicinity, but no serious outbreak is re-
ported.

Almost fabulous stories are told of the richness
and proliic resources of the Frazer river diggings,
and the great success of the miners now there.

Immense sums are said to have been realized in a
short space of time by the earliest discoverers.

During the fortnight which had elapsed since the
sailing of the last mail steamer from San Francisco,
no less than fourteen steamers and sailing vessels
had cleared for the new El Dorado.

The Supreme Court of California had rendered a
decision pronouncing the Sunday restriction law un-
constitutional.

A destructive fire had occurred at Oroville. by
which one hundred houses in the Chinese district
had been destroyed.

Another large fire occurred at Stockton on the 4th
of July, which destroyed the Massachusetts House,
Brown iBrothers' establishment, and other valuable
property adjoining.

Business at San Francisco had received an unusual
impetus, owing to the great demand for goods from
Fraz-r river, and the constant stream of miners from
the California diggings emigrating to the Frazer
river mines.

Great activity prevailed in the provision market ;
provisions and mining goods of all descriptions being
purchased in advance of their arrival from the United
States.

Mess Pork was selling at $34 00 to $35 00 per
barrel; Bacon, 23c per ponud; Lard, 22 to 21tc.

Turkey.
The Turkish troops have gained a decisive victory

over the Montenegrins. After three severe conflicts
with the Turkish troops, the Montenegrius were
forced to retreat, and were driven to the mountains.

India.
The Sepoys in India were again collecting a large

force in the vicinity of Lucknow, and threatened seri-
ous trouble.

U. S. East India Squadron.
The United States ship-of-war Powhattan, sailed

from Hong-Kong on the 12th of June.
The Germantown remained in port. The steam

frigate Miunnesota, the Mississippi and the Antelope,
were in the Gulf of Peckheli. (?)

OLD PoIar CouonT.--The Norfolk Herald of the
20th inst. says :

It may not be generally known that Old Point
Comfort is now among the most important military
posts in the country, having been made such by the
estallishment there of a military school of practice,
under the shrewd auspices of the present Secretary
of War. There are now here five companies, and
about thirty offiers. In a llhort time there will he
three more companies, and a proportionate increase
of officers.

LosT HIs PAS.--The Bulffalo Express makes the
following curious statement :

Central Road have taken up the"pass" of C. L.
Skeels, Esq., of Lockport. The offense of that gen-

We
regret to learn that the army worm has made its ap-
pearance in some of the fields on Manchac, and fears
are entertained that its ravages may result in consid.
erable loss.

The Holly Springs Herald, of Saturday last, has
the following:
Until ten days ago, the weather had been quitese-.

sonable, and our crops, both corn and cotton, never
looked more flatteriug, but a continued drought for
the last ten or lifteen days, with hot and dry winds,have had a tendency to injure the corn seriously.
Cotton does not appear to be suffering a great deal
yet, but we fear if the dry spell continues any length
of time, that the cotton also will be damaged, as the
young bolls and squares will soon commence falling
at a rapid rate.

On Thursday last we had a delightful season. The
rain fell sufficiently to saturate the ground and insure
a full corn crop for this county.
