As It was, however, I ncosoeded, in company with
a party of others, in paying a vilit to the fctory of
the Boathern Oil Company, whichhas just been com-
pletdd and is beginning to get to work. The novelty
of-the businea in these partst- j anuiacture or oil
keou toosi-andthe else. beantyabd stylish fnish of
the actory-bare made the oenteirlie a decided ob
ject of interest with the peopleof lMobile, as well as
one of the prettlesf and most striing of the archi-
teotsral objects which arrest the stranger's eye in
eaing op to the city.
iT ef otory fronts the Bay, Inthe lower end of the

lty, sand is approached rorn the water by a broad
wham exclusively its own. The main building is a
large square structure, of the height of three stories,
thoegh inside there is no particular division into stor-
leo. It is an immense frame, covered with sheet-
Iron, palnted dark brown, with Bridgewater paint
and the paint oil made there; with slat windows,
ornented cornices, and three towering chimneys
witlernamented tops. Inside, it is very roomy, and
aeligiht and tlyisan sa bird-cage, whilst the apparatus
eo ialtong the oil is arragedwith a taste and an
Eoneomy of apace and Ofieaal labor which at once
enlggee the attention of the mist Inexperienced

There are on the granod fodr huge iron stills, or
retorts, encased in the most msasive brickwork, in
witie the rosin undergoes the proces of melting an
evaporating. Level with the tops of these stills is a
floo, upon which the remainder of the manufacture
is d4ie. Promeach still ahgeiron swan'sneck con-
v0ethe vaporized rosin-or rather oil, the adhesive
material remaining In the stills and draniing out be-
low in the shape of pitch-through a tank of water,
by wblch the vapor is condensed. The oil then passes
throegh a pipe intoa large copper-lined cauldron, or
purifer, with a steam pipe coiled in the bottom, for
the purpose of boiling it. Chemicals are here intro-
duced, and the oil, passing from still to purifer and
from purifier to still, in good time reaches the fnal
reservoir, whence it is taken, as beautiful and pure
an oil for painting and machinery use as is known to
4m00

me
rce.

The most admirable feature of the apparatus, is its
laborsaving feature. A steam engine is kept going,
for the double purpose of pumping water into the
conu4sing tank and hoisting the rosin to the floor
whidh, tops the stills. The rosin is broken up and
poured into the still through a hole in the top. The
hole Isa sealed up, the fire started underneath, and
thed the rosin fulfills its mission without further aid
of hurman hands. In the still it separates into its
three component parts-oil, pitch and naphtha-
each of which takes its way without Interference from
the others. The oil ascends in vapor, (as previously
described) is condensed in the tanks, boiled in the
purifier, and upon becoming perfect, takes its way to
the reservoirs in an adjoining building, where it is
drawn into barrels and headed up for exportation.

Besides the oil, the pitch and naphtha are market-
able commodities, which always find a ready sale.
The pitch is of a very superior quality-nothing like
it was ever seen, before the invention of the present
method of reducing rosin. Two of the stills only
were in operation on Thursday. When all four are in
operation they can tarn out one thousand gallons of
oil per day, with the proportionate quantities of pitch
and naphtha. The main building stands back in the
square. From each end a one-story wing extends to
the street, where they are joined by an ornamented
arch. One of the wings contains the offices of the
factory, and the other is usedas the barreling depart.
moent. It contains four tanks or cisterns capable of
containing 35,000 gallons of oil.

I am thus particular in describing the Southern Oil
Factory, because it is the great novelty of Mobilejust
now. The factory is well worth a visit by every one
passing through Mobile, and especially by every one
who would see how beautifully and profitably one, at
least, bf the natural resources of the South, may be
developed.

The abundance and cheapness of the raw material,
the prices brought by the different manufactured ar-
ticles, and the apparent great profit of the business,
are features of the rosin oil manufacture of which I
need not discourse, particularly as I am overrunning
my proper limits on the subject.

Of course I returned here to the Point in the even-
ing. I feel that I lack language wherewith to paint
properly the magnificence of these breezy moonlight
nilghts at Point Clear. I have not found one among
the large number of people here who does not speak
most enthusiastically of the comfort of the place, in
every particular.

On Thursday evening the regular weekly soiree
came off at the hotel. I have rarely seen a more
beautiful and brilliant representation of the better
part of creation than were drawn together on this oc-
casion. So surpassingly lovely were some of the
girls-•d smiling and full of life, so tastefully and
beautifully dressed, and so generally charming in
every respect-that I came near forgetting myself,
and fancying I was present at one of the Young
Men's Society balls in New Orleans.

You know I am patriotic, and like to assist a little
at a dance ; you will therefore be astonished to learn
that I did'at "pitch In," according to my usual cus-
tom. That evening's boat brought down a whole
raft of young Mobilians, each having under his arm
a clean shirt in a piece of brown paper. They came
down for the express purpose of pitching in; and
they did pitch in, with a looseness which left an Or-
leanian nothing to learn, to speak of. I was politely
invited to assist, but my native bashfulness restrained
me-Ifelt unable to face so much new beauty, and
so remained an admiring outsider. The fresh sea
breeze filtered through the ball-room, and enabled the
dancers to go ahead without fear of damage.

I noticed that what are called the " fancy dances "
are not the thing at Point Clear. The little girls, it
is true, dance them at their evening hops; but the
belles and beaux at the regular balls seem to care for
nothing more than a perpetual alternation of lancers'
quadrille [and cotillon reel-the lapses being long
enough to permit a delicious promenade and Iete.a-
tete in the breeze and moonlight outside. Fancy
dances, I believe, are gradually on the decline; not
from the ultra moral denunciations which have ever
been heaped upon them by those who can't indulge
in them, or from young people losing their liking for
them-but from a fair different cause-hoops. A lady
deea'nt like the risk to which a fancy dance exposes
her boops, nor does a gentleman relish the bother of
having his shins raked with them. So, if fancy
danMing be abolished by the ladies themselves, gen-
tlemen will have no right to complain, nor will they
feel a disposition to murmur so long as "hoop-de.
dooden-doo" is the motto of the dear creatures.

Ten-pins is one of the favorite morning exercises
of the ladies here. As I write, they are creating a
dreadful clatter down in the alley. They lob fear-
fully, but that's a privilege they have; and some of
them, who have practiced regularly score the ten-
strikes n a manner that would honor their gentle-
man companionss

Your jovial neighbor, B-, is here. The other
night he gave a party of Mobillans a lesson in euchre.
He made the trump, went it alone, and did'nt take a
trick ! He has given the" keards " the go-by for the
present. He has been subjected to some laughable
annoyances through his great resemblance in person
and )tees to another gentleman stopping here. For
several days here and in town he wondered why
strange people talked insanely to him and called him
H-. At last he came across H-; their meeting
was like that of the two Dromios; and H-- gave a
funny history of different people mistaking him for
B--. Both being from New Orleans, and after busi-
nose us well as pleasure, they were not well enough
known to beeasily distinguishable; in consequence,
each was taken for the other half a dozen times a
day. To avoid fuitre bother, they have, I learn
made an arrangement to go about together, so that
whoever wants one of them and meets them will beerof his man.
